TO SECOND
CHANCES

Platinum Weekly newspaper | Rustenburg — Something
powerful is happening in Rustenburg — and it is changing lives.
Through the ongoing work of the Rustenburg Transformation
Centre, individuals trapped in addiction and homelessness are
being given real opportunities to reclaim their dignity, stability,
and future.

RUSTENBURG

The centre, an already established and registered non-profit
company (NPC), is driving a coordinated response that
moves beyond short-term solutions and focuses on lasting
transformation.

Operating under the Rustenburg Transformation Centre is
Friends to Addicts, a hands-on programme that works directly
with people struggling with substance abuse. Together, the
organisations form a united front — addressing addiction
at street level, supporting recovery, and actively working to
prevent others from falling into the same cycle.

According to Community Policing Forum (CPF) EXCO
treasurer Harry Swart, the need for decisive action has become
impossible to ignore. “We are seeing more drug addicts on the
streets,” he said. “They are arrested, processed, and released
again within days. Without intervention, nothing changes.”
Determined to disrupt this pattern, Friends to Addicts, in
collaboration with the CPF, began identifying appropriate
rehabilitation facilites and actively referring individuals for
treatment. The results speak for themselves: 21 people have
already been placed into rehabilitation programmes, each one
a life redirected away from the streets.

Founder of Friends to Addicts, Ernest Lee Pienaar, said the
programme is built on both discipline and compassion. “We
don't believe in a one-size-fits-all approach,” he explained. “We
place people in cost-effective rehabilitation centres that suit
their character and background. But rehabilitation is only part
of the solution — prevention is just as critical.”

That commitment continues long after rehabilitation ends.
Friends to Addicts already offers reintegration and ongoing
support, including regular support group meetings at 190 Kerk
Street, Rustenburg. Here, recovering addicts receive guidance,
accountability, and practical support as they work to rebuild
their lives and re-enter society with purpose.

Looking to the future, the organisation has set its sights on an
even greater goal. A piece of land has been earmarked for the
development of a homeless shelter, which will also function as a
prevention centre. The aim is clear: to provide safety, structure,
and support to homeless individuals before substance abuse
takes hold. “We want to stop the problem before it starts,” said
Pienaar. “By offering shelter, stability, and guidance, we can
prevent people from turning to drugs as a means of survival.”
Despite its growing impact, the initiative faces a significant

challenge: funding. CPF EXCO chairperson Marcus Haasbroek
estimates that at least R50,000 per month is needed to sustain
rehabilitation placements and reduce the risk of relapse. While
the desire to help more people is strong, financial support
remains essential. Friends to Addicts is now calling on the
broader community and local businesses to stand behind the
initiative. Businesses can request an Article 18A tax certificate,
allowing donations to be tax-deductible while directly
contributing to meaningful change.

The case against the
accused, Solly Maledu, was postponed... again... to 17
February 2026.

According to  National Prosecuting  Authority
spokesperson Sivenathi Gunya, the accused remains in
custody.

ForCaroline’s mother, Ella Blackbeard, the postponement
is another crushing blow in a journey marked by grief,
exhaustion, and unanswered questions. “My heart is just
broken,” Ella said. “To sit in court and see him standing
there with such arrogance is a bitter pill to swallow,” she
said. “After more than three years of going back and
forth to court, we still have no answers — no why, no
reason. And once again, it is postponed.”

Onalenna’s
case pushed to
March 2026

— The case surrounding the murder of North-
West University (NWU) student Onalenna
Selebogo (21) has been postponed once
again. Sivenathi Gunya, communication
officer for the National Prosecuting Authority
(NPA) in the North West Division, confirmed
that the case against the accused, Walter
Tshela, has now been postponed to 5 March
2026.

Tshela is accused of brutally murdering
his girlfriend, Onalenna, whose body was
discovered wrapped in sheets at a flat in Tuin
Street, Rustenburg, on 3 August 2025. She
had sustained multiple stab wounds to the
neck.

Students and staff at NWU have previously
gathered in vigils to honour her life, calling for
accountability and justice. Those who knew
her remember Onalenna as a warm, driven
young woman with a bright future ahead of
her — a life full of promise that was cruelly cut
short.

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A Survivor’s
Story of
Violence
and Waiting

Platinum Weekly newspaper | Rustenburg —
Platinum Weekly recently interviewed a survivor
of a near-fatal domestic violence attack — an
interview that sheds light not only on the brutality
she endured, but also on the long and painful
road to justice that still lies ahead.

At the request of the victim, Platinum Weekly is
withholding the names of both the victim and the
accused, as the matter concerns her personal
safety and wellbeing.

)

A RELATIONSHIP THAT FELT SAFE...

UNTIL IT WASN'T

The incident took place in September 2024, after
the couple had been dating for seven months.
The victim explained that the relationship had
been loving and close. They were best friends,
shared everything, and there had never been any
physical violence before that night.

Because she often knocked off work at around
22:00, she decided to temporarily move in with
her boyfriend, who lived closer to her workplace.
What seemed like a practical decision would later
turn into a life-threatening ordeal.

On the night of the attack, her boyfriend returned
from visiting friends and found her asleep. An
argument broke out after she confronted him
about a cellphone he had allegedly stolen, making
it clear that she wanted no part in criminal activity.
She says he became enraged.

According to the survivor, the assault escalated
rapidly. As she prepared to take a bath and leave,
the accused allegedly used a laptop cable to
strangle her, dragging her from the bathroom into
the living area. He then continued choking her
with his hands.

The violence continued into the kitchen, where he
allegedly stabbed her multiple times — first in her
thighs and then in her back, shoulders, and hands
as she tried to shield her face. She recalls him
telling her that she would not be leaving him and
that she was going to die that night.

She further alleges that he prepared a bag
intended to dispose of her body, placing weapons

inside it. Weak, bleeding heavily, and fearing
death, she says she could smell blood on herself
and believed she was moments away from dying.
When a friend of the accused knocked on the
door, the accused allegedly threatened to Kkill
her if anyone entered. The friend contacted the
accused’s mother, who advised him to call the
police. Instead, the accused reportedly returned
to the bathroom, where the survivor says she saw
additional weapons. She attempted to escape but
was pulled back and pinned down before being
struck on the head with a brick. She believes this
is when she lost consciousness.

SURVIVAL THROUGH STRATEGY

After regaining consciousness, the survivor says
she realised her only chance of survival was to
soothe her attacker. She pretended to comply,
reassuring him that she would not leave and
promising not to open a case if he let her go.
Later, when he fell asleep, she seized the moment.
She took his phone and contacted the same
friend who had come earlier. He instructed her to
run to his house nearby
and then assisted her in
going to the police.

The accused was
arrested the  very
next day on charges
of attempted murder.

The  survivor later
discovered that he
had previously been
charged  with  the

murder of his father and
was out on bail at the
time their relationship
began.

She says that since his
arrest, the accused has
repeatedly  contacted
her from  custody,
begging her to drop
the charges. Members
of his family have also
allegedly approached her, referring to the attack
as a “lovers’ quarrel.”

LIFE AFTER THE ATTACK

The survivor told Platinum Weekly that her life has
changed drastically. She has since left her job,
saying she could no longer meet expectations
while coping with trauma. She admits that she
has started drinking more since the incident and
struggles to trust anyone enough to enter a new
relationship, fearing a repeat of the violence.

The attempted murder case has been postponed
to 3 February 2026.

According to the survivor, the magistrate ruled
that while the defence appeared to plead guilty,
the accused’s statement did not clearly amount to
a full admission of guilt, as he only acknowledged
the stabbing and not the strangulation.

This postponement has been confirmed by
the National Prosecuting Authority (NPA).
The last court appearance took place on 26
November 2025 at Regional Court 2, Rustenburg
Magistrate’s Court.

As the survivor waits nearly two years for her case
to continue, her story highlights the devastating
impact of gender-based violence — and the
emotional toll of slow justice.

Case Pushed
to May 2026

Platinum Weekly newspaper | Rustenburg —
The fraud case involving a former Rustenburg
mine employee accused of stealing millions of
rands has been postponed once more, with the
matter previously set for 8 December 2025 now
rescheduled to proceed to trial in May 2026.
Sivenathi Gunya, North West communications
officer for the National Prosecuting Authority
(NPA), confirmed to Platinum Weekly that the
case — State vs. Cunningham — has been
postponed to 25 May 2026 for trial.

The accused, Alicia Gwyntahon “Gwynnie”
Cunningham (34), a former employee of Sitona
Mining, faces charges linked to the alleged theft
of more than R10 million from the company
over a number of years. The alleged offences
are said to have occurred between 2014 and
2019, while Cunningham worked in the mining
company’s accounting division.

BACKGROUND TO THE CASE

The investigation into the alleged fraud
began in 2019 after financial discrepancies
were detected at Sitona Mining. According
to the Hawks’ Serious Commercial Crime
Investigation  Unit, Cunningham and a
colleague, Dinah Dorothea Botes (42), were
implicated in a scheme involving fraudulent
transactions and the diversion of company
funds. Both women were arrested in June 2022
following an extensive investigation into the
missing funds.

CO-ACCUSED ALREADY CONVICTED
Botes, who was charged separately, has
already been sentenced. In February 2024, she
was convicted on 126 counts of theft involving
more than R9.3 million and received a 15-year
prison sentence in the Rustenburg Magistrates’
Court.

WHAT LIES AHEAD

Cunningham remains out on R15,000 bail as
the State prepares for trial. Prosecutors are
expected to rely on detailed financial records,
audit evidence, and the outcome of the related
case when proceedings eventually get under
way.

Port Shepstone, KwaZulu-Natal, and
later brought before the Rustenburg
Magistrates’ Court.

Two co-accused,
Sibongiseni Ngubane (33) and Thabani

additional 15 years for possession of an
unlicensed firearm. The sentences are
running concurrently.

Ben Gumbi, aged 50, was fatally shot
outside a Rustenburg coffee shop after
stepping out of his vehicle to take a
phone call, while his wife remained
inside. Investigators were able to link
the perpetrators to the crime through
surveillance footage and fingerprint
evidence, leading to swift arrests and
successful prosecution. At the time, the
NPA described the kiling as “brutal,
violent, and callous,” underscoring the
devastating impact the crime had on
both the Gumbi family and the wider
community.

Platinum Weekly newspaper | SA — Parents
are often encouraged to do everything possible
to keep their children healthy — especially
during cold and flu season. But a recent warning
from South African Health Products Regulatory
Authority (SAHPRA) reminds us that not all
products marketed for children are as safe as
they appear.

On 8 January 2026, SAHPRA issued an
official notice warning against the sale and
use of certain children’s “immune booster”
products that contain zinc picolinate and/or
selenium.

Why the warning?

According to SAHPRA, zinc picolinate and
selenium are not permitted ingredients in
health supplements for children under the age
of 18 under current South African regulations.
These substances are listed as not allowed in
SAHPRA's official health-supplement guidance
for children. Despite this, products containing
these ingredients are currently being sold —
often labelled as immune boosters — and are
promoted to help with:

» colds and flu

 diarrhoea

« skin conditions

Because of these claimed medical benefits,

SAHPRA says these products are medicines,
not simple supplements — and they require full
registration and approval before they may be
sold.

Safety concerns for children

SAHPRA highlighted specific risks associated

with these ingredients:

* Zinc picolinate can cause side effects at
any supplemental dose, including nausea,
vomiting, diarrhoea, headaches, and
indigestion. Its absorption in the body is
unpredictable, which makes it unsuitable and
potentially unsafe for children.

» Selenium, while necessary in very small
amounts, can become harmful if intake is
too high. SAHPRA warns that children may
be at risk of selenium overdose, particularly
when supplements are used without medical
supervision.

What this means legally

SAHPRA has made it clear that:

» Products containing zinc picolinate or selenium
do not qualify as Category D (complementary)
medicines for children.

» Selling them as such is illegal.

» These products must instead be registered as
Category A medicines, which undergo stricter
safety and approval processes.

» All affected products must be withdrawn from
the market within six months of the notice.

Advice for health professionals and shops

SAHPRA has instructed:

» Doctors, pharmacists, and retailers to stop
selling or dispensing these products.

* All remaining stock to be removed from
shelves and storage areas immediately.

Advice for parents and caregivers

Members of the public are urged to:

» Check children’s supplements at home for
zinc picolinate or selenium.

» Return affected products to the pharmacy,
distributor, or supplier where they were
purchased.

» Avoid giving children any supplement that
claims to treat illnesses unless advised by a
healthcare professional.

This warning is not about causing panic — it's
about protecting children’s health. SAHPRA
reminds parents that “natural” or “immune-
boosting” labels do not automatically mean a
product is safe, especially for young bodies still
