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Rustenburg – A 53-year old local business-
man, on his way to deposit cash at one of 
the banks located in the Waterfall Mall, was 
robbed at gunpoint in the parking area.  
He was robbed off a substantial amount of 
cash. 
The incident occurred on Monday afternoon, 
at about 15h00, 27 February 2017, when he 
neared one of the entrances to the mall. He 
was overpowered by four men – all pointing 
their pistols at him. They forcefully grabbed 
the cash from the businessmen before 
speeding away in one of the latest Mercedes 
Benz C-class model vehicles (silver). 
“Just as the culprits took off, an armed by-
stander rushed to assist and in the process 
three vehicles were damaged,” Sergeant 
Ofentse Mokgadi, police spokesperson, said.
According to Jessica Varty, Waterfall Mall’s 

shots in the air, grabbed the bag of cash and 
got into their getaway vehicle. Within sec-

ing car. He hit the suspects’ vehicle, as well 
as other vehicles in the parking area. This in-
dividual then also sped away from the scene. 
We are fortunate that no one was injured dur-
ing the shooting.”
The Rustenburg police appeal to the un-
known bystander/eyewitness who shot 
at the suspects, to contact them as soon 
as possible. The police also ask that the 
owners of the damaged vehicles make 
contact with them.

“The police appeal to the community, espe-
cially businessmen and women, to be cau-

Sgt Mokgadi added. 
“We would like to inform patrons that Wa-
terfall Mall’s safety procedure was followed 
by the Fidelity and car guards to the letter. 
Our operations manager was informed di-

rectly, as well as the police who very swiftly 
responded. The Rustenburg police’s investi-
gation continues,” Varty said. 
“We would like to encourage people to be 
vigilant when transporting cash to the bank 
and ensure they are not being followed from 

-
lic to be safe and not expose themselves to 
potentially dangerous situations like this. The 
safety of our tenants and shoppers is our top 
priority and we have the necessary security 
processes and procedures in place at Water-
fall Mall,” Varty added.

Op Woensdag, 1 Maart 2017 is twee verdagtes vasge-
trek en hulle sal binnekort voor die Rustenburgse land-
droshof verskyn. Die polisie-ondersoek duur voort. 
Ons getuig ons innige simpatie aan die Durant familie 
en vriende.
