Rustenburg — ‘n Jong swanger vrou van die
stad het vandeesweek, Maandag, 27 Maart
2017, ‘n aanvaller aangedurf om haar man uit
sy wurggreep te bevry. Die insident het helder
oordag, naby die Rustenburg plaaslike munisi-
pale gebou plaasgevind.

Carina Klopper (24) is 27 weke swanger en het
pas ‘n roetine ondersoek ondergaan by haar
dokter. Sy en haar man, Anton Klopper (25) en
Gerda Steyn, by wie die jong egpaar woon, was
saam in die dorp.

“Dit was ‘n angswekkende ervaring!” vertel
Gerda Steyn in ‘n onderhoud met die Platinum
Weekly koerant. Die drie het saam in Nelson
Mandela weg gestap. Anton het die vrouens se
selfone en dies meer gedra. “Twee aanvallers
het Anton oorval — en Carina het luidkeels
geskree,” aldus Gerda.

Een van die mans, met rastalokke, het Anton
van agter vasgegryp, en die ander een het hom
van voor in ‘n stewige wurggreep beetgekry.
Hulle het aangedring op die selfone en beursie

wat in Anton se besit was. Albei die aanvallers
het in Afrikaans geskree.

Carina het sonder versuim verbete gestoei om
die arms om haar man se nek los te kry. Anton
het self ook ‘n hewige bakleiery opgesit.

Gerda het die straat ingevaar om hulp te probeer
soek. ‘n Jong vroutjie het stilgehou en gesé sy
het haar pistool by haar. Net uitgeklim kom stop
daar toe ook ‘n jong man van die stad in sy bak-
kie. Met gebalde vuiste het hy terstond die Klop-
per egpaar te hulp gesnel. Toe hy nader kom,
het een van die aanvallers gee pad. Die ander
het hy sommer aan sy rastalokke gegryp en
kleingeld van hom gemaak.

Anton was uiteindelik vry. Die tweede aanvaller
het weggehol, leé hande.

“Ons het baie groot geskrik,” s& Gerda, “maar
ons is almal ongedeerd. Ek is uiters dankbaar vir
almal wat gehelp het in ons penarie. Ek het nooit
eers gedink om ons barmhartige Samaritane se
name te vra nie, in die deurmekaarspul, maar
ons is uiters dankbaar.”
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Anton Klopper en sy vrou Carina, 6 maande swanger, sien met baie
opgewondenheid uit na die nuweling in hul gesin.

Gang clash leads to murder

Hartebeesfontein — The Police
in Hartebeesfontein arrested six
suspects, aged between 19 and
27, on Monday, 20 March 2017
on charges of murder and at-
tempted murder.

The arrest came after two gangs
in the Tigane Township, near
Hartebeesfontein, clashed vio-
lently on Sunday, 19
March 2017 at about
21h30. According to Lieu-
tenant Colonel Pelonomi
Makau, police spokesper-
son, one person died on
scene and another was
transported to hospital.
The clash started as a
brawl in a local tavern.

The Police were called to the
scene, and managed to calm
both the gangs; but soon after
the brawl continued. This led

to the stabbing of a 21-year old
man.

The Police are still searching for
two suspects and the investiga-
tion continues.

Rustenburg — The death toll on the
gruesome vehicle accident, when a
cement truck and a 26-seater minibus
collided on the N4 near Rustenburg
on Thursday evening, 16 March 2017,
rose to eight.

Six people have been killed in the ac-
cident, as reported in our previous edi-
tion — but since then two have passed
away in hospital due to their injuries
sustained.

The 26-seater minibus was transport-
ing passengers from an event organ-
ised by the Department of Culture, Arts
and Traditional Affairs in collaboration
with Moretele Local Municipality. The
driver of the bus survived with minor
injuries and was treated in hospital.
Paramedics from ER24 and local res-
cue services arrived on the scene at
approximately 17h30 where they found

numerous people scattered across
the scene. Several people were found
trapped inside of the minibus. The lo-
cal fire and rescue services had to use
Jaws of Life to free some of the people.
It is believed that approximately 25
people were involved in the collision.
The exact circumstances of the col-
lision are not yet known. However, it
appears as if the cement truck collided
into the side of the minibus. Local au-
thorities attended the scene and inves-
tigations continue.

“We are saddened by the untimely
loss of these precious lives and wish
to convey our heartfelt message of
condolences to the bereaved families
during this difficult time and wish those
in hospital a speedy recovery,” Acting
HoD Jimmy Mawelela, from Depart-
ment of CATA, said.
