Pretoria – This past weekend, 17 and 18 
March, Tierpoort Adventure Farm just outside 
Pretoria played host to race 3 of the Toyota

In third place, with a time of 
02:03:36, was Carla van Huyssteen (Team 
Nevarest).
“This was one of the toughest mental games I 
have ever had to play. I had my faith properly 
tested today. I was so happy to stand on the 
top step of the podium today. Having been in 
5th place and 7 minutes off the lead halfway 
through the race, and then coming back to take 
the win was unsurreal,” said van Tonder.
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Thomas, who lives in Hartbeespoort, had an impressive season in 2017, becoming the sole winner of all the
