Pilanesberg – Wednesday 22 May 
was a sad day for the Pilanesberg 
Wildlife Trust (PWT). While on their 
daily patrol in Pilanesberg, near 
Makorwane dam, Bathawk pilots 
discovered a deceased black rhino 
cow. 
The rhino, named Magdalene, was 
found with her horns still intact. Born
in the Pilanesberg in 1995, Magdalene 
has played a key role in growing the 
Pilanesberg black rhino populations. 
Preliminary investigations yield that 
Magdalene died a natural death. The 
Pilanesberg Wildlife Trust (PWT) 
is devastated by the loss – as she 
died relatively young in rhino years. 
Tissue samples will be sent away to 
determine the cause of death.
Devastatingly, Magdalene was rarely 
seen without her infant calf.
