LIGHTS OUT 
300 ILLEGAL ELECTRICITY 

CONNECTIONS SEVERED
Rustenburg – Three hundred households 
and three scrapyards had their illegal 
connections severed and dangerous cables 

Rustenburg Crime Combating Unit 
(RCCU), Revenue Protection Team (RPT), 
Tlhabane Police, Public Order Police of 
the South African Police Service (SAPS) 
and Eskom technicians and investigators 
have concluded a successful joint 
operation aimed at curbing illegal electricity 
connections and usage in Tlhabane Yizo-
Yizo informal settlement. 
The operation was necessitated because 
of the negative effects of illegal electricity 
connections, which include overloading the 
power grid, subsequent power failures and 
damage sustained to transformers which 
causes black-outs leaving residents without 
electricity.
Three contact points from which electricity 
had been sourced illegally had been 

Tlhabane. 
A 100-metre conductor aluminium cable 
as well as a 50-metre copper cable was

and a scrapyard with electricity.

During this leg of the operation it emerged 
that over 150 households were receiving 
electricity illegally from the mini substation. 
The third leg of the operation led to the 
discovery of another illegal electricity 
connection from a different mini substation, 
where 20 Eskom ABC meters were 

150-meters. Investigations revealed that 50 
households and 2 scrapyards were illegally 
receiving power from this mini substation.
