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Rustenburg — Athletico Football Club (AFC) was founded in 2002 by current owner and
chairman Eddie Pienaar. From the get-go, the club was established for the youth with the
goal of being about more than just football.

AFC has also been instrumental in establishing a junior league — the Rustenburg Junior
League (RJL). It is estimated that approximately 4,500 youth encounters are achieved each
month through these activities — keeping kids off the streets and on the soccer field.

In 2007 AFC kick-started a programmed called First Mondays. Local churches joined the
FC, helping kids to tackle emotional and psychological issues on Monday afternoons before
hitting the training field for the rest of the week.

Karlien Park Primary School’'s headmaster Muneeb Omarjee and its student governing body
afforded the FC classroom facilities to use. The First Mondays programme has achieved
much success over the years.

AFC compiled a manual, a simple curriculum of life skills and they wish to roll it out to
interested schools and clubs in Rustenburg. “We believe that we have been privileged to
enjoy the involvement of gifted professionals over the years and have no desire to keep this
to ourselves,” said Eddie.

True to the club’s vision, the efforts are more about community upliftment than winning games
— it's about winning in life.

Club representatives are currently presenting this curriculum to various schools and clubs.
On 4 and 5 September, the club partnered with the Department of Sports, Arts and Culture
and the organisation Love Life, to present a coaches training clinic in Tlhabane. AFC has
now also registered itself as a section 21 company and as a non-profit organisation (NPO).
