A person wearing clothes to cover up their bruises or being unusually 
quiet and withdrawn could be a victim of abuse. 
Let the person know that you will be discreet about any information

Reasons why victims stay 
It can be hard to understand why someone you care about would 
seemingly choose to stay in an abusive or unhealthy relationship. 
There are many reasons why it may not be easy for a victim to part 
ways with an abuser. 
Fear of harm if they leave, the love they have for their partner and 
belief that they will change, a strong belief that marriage is ‘for better 
or worse’, thinking that the abuse is their fault and staying for the 
sake of the children are some of the reasons.
