In a multi-disciplinary controlled operation, members of the Hawks’
serious organised crime unitin North West conducted several purchases
with the suspect.

Police  spokesperson brigadier Sabata
Mokgwabone confirmed that Brits police
are investigating a case of attempted house
robbery.
