Brits/ Mooinooi – A 31-year-old man appeared 
before the Brits Magistrates’ Court on Tuesday 15 
September in connection with the alleged rape 
of a 13-year-old boy and will remain in 
custody until his next court appearance 
on Tuesday 22 September. 
The suspect’s court appearance 
emanated from his arrest on 13 
September by Makau Police. 
According to reports received, the 
victim arrived home late on Friday 
night, 11 September. The mother, 
who was not pleased about him 
coming late, asked him where he 
was coming from. 
According to police spokesperson colonel 
Adele Myburgh, the boy allegedly confided in 

his mother – that he has been raped by the suspect 
several times since December 2019 and threatened 

to kill him if he tells anyone about the incident. 
The mother reported the matter to the 

police.   
In another incident, a 34-year-

old man appeared before the 
Brits Magistrates’ Court on 14 
September for allegedly raping a 
four-year-old girl in Mooinooi on 12 
September. 
“According to information at our 

disposal, the victim’s father and 
mother left the four-year-old with the 

suspect, who is known to the family, 
as they went to drop off their nephew who 

was visiting them,” colonel Adele said. 
On their return, the parents found the victim sitting 
with the suspect drinking tea. It is alleged that the 
little girl then told her mother what happened. The 
child was taken to the clinic where the rape was 
confirmed. The police were alerted, and the suspect 
was arrested at his residence on 13 September. 
The suspect will remain in custody until his second 
court appearance on 29 September. 
The North West provincial commissioner, lieutenant 
general Sello Kwena, applauded the Brits Family 
Violence, Child Protection and Sexual Offences 
Unit for the arrests. He said that the police will not 
hesitate to make sure that those who perpetrate 
violence against women and children are brought to 
book to face the full might of the law. 

South Africa – The firearm amnesty has been 
extended to 31 January 2020. All illegal and 
unwanted firearms, firearm parts and ammunition 
can be surrendered without fear of prosecution. 
The police would like to urge people to hand in their 
firearms as soon as possible and not wait until the 
last minute.

Hartbeespoort – The Police are investigating 
three cases in which farmworkers were 
brutally attacked on Monday 14 September.
The first incident happened at around 21:05 
on a smallholding in the Skeerpoort area. A 
husband and wife were sleeping when they 
heard a window break and a person shouting 
that they should come outside. The husband 
went to investigate when he heard a second 
window break and the next moment bullets 
started flying. The man was shot several 
times. Upon hearing the shots, the owner of 
the farm immediately summoned for help and 
the attackers fled the scene. 
Police spokesperson Colonel Adele Myburgh 
confirmed that a case of attempted murder is 
being investigated.
A few hours after the first incident at around 
23:00, a woman and her son were asleep 
when they heard someone knocking on the 
door. The person was looking for someone 
unknown to them. 
According to colonel Adele the three men, 
one armed with a firearm and one with a knife, 
tried to break down the door. The woman was 
assaulted before the suspects fled the scene 
with an undisclosed amount of cash and her 
cellphone. 
Shortly after the second attack at 23:05, 
a 30-year-old man living on the same farm 
woke up after hearing someone on his roof. 
The next moment he saw a hand pointing a 
gun at him through an opening in the roof. 
The armed assailant demanded that the 
man open the door to give access to the 
other attackers. The victim was assaulted, 
and the attackers fled the scene with cash, a 
cellphone and clothes.
No arrest has been made at the time of going 
to print. 

JOBSEEKERS, BEWARE OF SCAMS!
[Letter to the Editor]

SA – To all fellow jobseekers out there… be warned! 
I almost fell victim to a job scam on Tuesday 15 
September. I found an email address for a local 
mine where I could apply for vacancies available. 
I excitedly submitted my CV. After a few days, I 
phoned the number that was listed with the email 
address to find out if they received my CV.
A man answered the phone and told me that they 
indeed did receive my CV and invited me for an 
interview the following day. He informed me that I 
will have an interview with the manager and that he 
will send me the location. Later he sent me medical 
forms to fill in, which I did. I was instructed to send 
the completed forms via WhatsApp and he gave me 
another email address where I needed to send the 
forms.
The next day I phoned him to find out what the 
location was as I had not yet received it. He remarked 
bringing a drink with and I offered to bring him a 
Coke. He then asked me if I know what a Coke costs 
and I jokingly asked how much. I was shocked when 
he told me R1,200. 
This is when I suspected that something was not 
right and requested him to send me the details of the 
manager that I will have the interview with.

Later, another person phoned me and informed me 
that he is the manager and that I will have to pay over 
R1,560 to secure the job. He also wanted to know 
what my physical address was and when I asked 
why, he dropped the phone.
At that moment I realised that it was a scam.  
I googled the company where I ‘applied’ and their 
recruitment agent informed me that they are 
investigating these scams and for that reason, 
they only take online CV submissions. The worst 
part is that for a moment I was desperate enough 
to almost pay over the money. I desperately need 
a job. 
I am also very worried that I filled in all the forms 
which means that they have access to all my 
personal information.
There are so many others like me that might fall 
victim to these scam artists so I would like to 
urge all jobseekers to trust your gut and do your 
research. A simple internet search can show you 
if a company exists. If something is too good to be 
true… it usually is. No company will ever require 
you to make any payments at any point in the 
recruitment process. Ever!

NO BAIL FOR TWO ARRESTED 
OVER PANGOLIN PUBLIC SWIMMING 

POOLS NOT YET OPEN

All public swimming pools are still closed.  

Brits – Two of the three suspects arrested after failing 
to explain why they had a pangolin in their possession, 
were denied bail when they appeared before the Brits 
Magistrates’ Court on Monday 14 September. 
Weedwell Manzanga and Polite Nyaromba were 
remanded in custody while the third suspect, Mashudu 
Mphasomani, was granted bail of R1,000. Manzanga, 
Nyaromba and Mphasomani are due to appear before 
the same court again on Tuesday 22 September 
to answer to charges of contravening the National 
Environmental Management: Biodiversity Act of 2004. 
Police spokesperson Maria Nkabinde confirmed the 
three were arrested on Friday 11 September at around 
12:30 after law enforcement agents responsible for 
combatting illegal trade of wildlife and endangered 
species received a tip-off about a possible pangolin 
sale.  
“A multi-disciplinary team comprising personnel from 
the Jericho Stock Theft Unit, Bojanala Sub-District 
1 Trio Crimes Task Team, Crime Intelligence as well 

as officials from Nature Conservation acted swiftly 
and intercepted the trio, who were driving in a white 
Volkswagen Jetta,” Nkabinde said.  

Rustenburg – If you were intending to cool 
off in any of the public swimming pools during 
September, you will have to put your plans on 
hold… for now. 
According to Rustenburg Local Municipality 
(RLM), all public swimming pools will only be open 
for use by community members after undergoing 
thorough health assessments. Usually, the 
opening of public swimming pools coincides with 
the beginning of spring each year.  
However, RLM spokesperson David Magae 
pointed out that the local government body has 
adopted a very cautious and measured approach 
this time around because of the threat being 
posed by COVID-19. “The RLM will communicate 
officially to residents when the facilities will be 
opened. With the advent of COVID-19, there 
are extra health precautions that need to be 
considered before the facilities can be opened 
for public use. At all times, the municipality needs 
to ensure that all its operations comply with the 

gazetted regulations. As such, we would not want 
to rush into opening the swimming pools, without 
having assessed the requirements in relation to 
the regulations as well as the health of our people 
which is of paramount importance.”

FUNERAL INDUSTRY STRIKE POSE HEALTH RISK 
A large number of workers in the funeral industry across the country went on strike on Monday 14 September 
to demand improved working conditions, and higher remuneration and transformation in the industry. The strike 
which was supposed to last only 3 days, is still ongoing in certain regions and resulted in bodies not being picked 
up at government mortuaries, homes and, public and private hospitals. Some of the strikers also made good on 
their threats by blocking funerals from taking place, saying that government must first listen to their demands.
Platinum Weekly spoke to a local funeral parlour to find out how the strike affects them: “We have decided to 
remain open but are taking extra precautions as we are scared. Our hearses are not currently operational, and 
we have removed the stickers from our vehicles.”
In a press release dated 13 September, the Department of Health said that they are aware that a group of 
funeral parlours are planning to shut down the collection of human remains from private and public health 
facilities and that may lead to undesired conditions and risks to public health.
The department would like to emphasise the following:
•	 All funeral undertakers and mortuary premises used in connection with the preparation, storage and 

preservation of human remains must have a valid certificate of competence issued by the relevant local 
authority.

•	 Environmental health practitioners are and will continue to conduct inspections in all funeral undertakers’ 
premises in the country to check compliance with regulations. Legal action will be taken against owners of 
premises found to be in contravention.

•	 Family members are urged to check the legitimacy of the undertakers and agents being utilised for the overall 
management of the burial of their loved ones to ensure proper tracking and tracing and that the handling of 
the remains is done with dignity and within the law.

•	 Environmental health practitioners in the district and/or metropolitan municipalities can be contacted for 
assistance on any issues relating to the management of human remains and for advice to ensure compliance 
with the regulations.

The Department of Health is willing to continue with talks with the funeral parlour sector to come to an amicable 
solution.

Rustenburg – A concerned community member 
recently took to social media to express her disdain 
for a dog owner who dumped his dead dog next to 
the road. This is a horrific act that will traumatise 
any animal lover… but what are the alternatives to 
dumping your dead pet next to the road?
Platinum Weekly spoke to Rustenburg Local 
Municipality spokesperson David Magae to find out 
what the city’s rules and regulations are with regards 
to discarding the remains of your pet. “You can 
dispose of your pet at the landfill site. If you want to 
dispose of five or more animals at once, you have to 
make arrangements with the municipality and it must 
be authorised. Big animals such a dead donkey or cow 

cannot be disposed of at the landfill site without pre-
arrangement,” David said.
David added that even with small animals, you must 
make arrangements in the interest of health and 
environmental issues. He also noted that dead animals 
from animal clinics cannot be disposed of on-site, but 
only at Holfontein Hazardous site in Gauteng – where 
they are cremated. 
Rustenburg Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to 
Animals (SPCA) manager André Eloff said that should 
you be in a predicament concerning the disposal of a 
dead animal, owners can contact the SPCA who will 
advise and assist if possible. However, there might be 
costs involved to cover the cremation of animals.

AND DECEASED ESTATES
1.	A contract of lease or any other contract, concluded by the deceased during his 

lifetime, is in principle enforceable after the date of death.
2.	Debts of the deceased estate can be settled before the liquidation and distribution 

account has been approved to save interest if the estate is solvent and there are 
sufficient cash available.

3.	A temporary storage permit must be obtained for every firearm of the deceased and a 
notice sent to the Registrar of the Central Firearm Register.

4.	Many beneficiaries of deceased estates these days prefer to have firearms destroyed 
instead of obtaining a firearm licence, which they would 
need to inherit the firearms.

5.	The first few weeks after the date of death are crucial 
in terms of protecting any businesses owned and run 
by the deceased. Written guidelines drafted by the 
deceased on what to do with the business can be very 
helpful in this regard.

6.	You can cater for moral obligations, that do not create 
a legal obligation, in your will, for example requesting 
your children to look after a family member or your 
animals.

7.	Don’t rule from the grave by, for example prescribing 
that your house must be sold. Rather leave it up to the 
beneficiaries to decide whether it makes sense to sell 
based on the circumstances at the time.

8.	Things can change very quickly. The circumstances 
when you execute your will, will often be completely 
different from when you pass away. You should 
therefore have a flexible will in terms of the execution 
thereof. This will make life much easier for your family.
