MAN NABBED FOR 
UNLICENSED FIREARMS

AFRIFORUM-BUURTWAG BEVEILIG

Brits – A 51-year-old man in Brits was arrested 
by the Hawks on Wednesday 16 September 
after he failed to give a proper explanation of 
how he acquired an assortment of firearms 
and ammunition that were found at his home.

IMPALA KICK-STARTS GREEN INITIATIVE 
WITH TREE PLANTING IN RUSTENBURG

CV LEADS TO CONVICTION 
OF MURDERERS

Rustenburg – Impala Rustenburg launched an 
inspiring Go-Green initiative this month with the 
planting of 100 indigenous trees around its tailings 
dam facility. The company also hosted its first 
virtual spring run on Saturday 5 September to raise 
awareness in the community about its ongoing Go-
Green initiative. 
Impala chief executive Mark Munroe says the initiative 
was led by the company’s general managers who 
each planted a hardy karee, white stinkwood or 
weeping boer-bean tree at the facility. It received wide 
support from employees who took up the opportunity 
to sponsor some of the trees. 
“The tree planting is an excellent project,” says 
Munroe. “It has invigorated our team to continue our 
efforts to reduce Impala’s carbon footprint and build a 
sustainable environment.”
Impala’s Go-Green initiative involves planting trees to 
improve air quality, using solar power to make power 
consumption more efficient and drawing excess water 

from the tailings dam to reduce water consumption. 
The spring run succeeded in promoting the initiative 
through the participation of a great number of 
employees, members of the local community and 
even people abroad. This has prepared the way 
for the planting of another 150 trees at the Impala 
Rustenburg operation and local schools this month.

Hartbeespoortdam – Two men will spend a very long time behind bars after the North Gauteng 
High Court in Pretoria sentenced them to life imprisonment for murder and a further 21 years for car 
hijacking as well as unlawful possession of a firearm and ammunition. 
The court found Amukelani Christopher Mboweni and Andrew Chauke guilty of murdering Mamba 
Richard Nyoko and hijacking his car in August 2016 after they had been offered a lift. Nyoko’s body 
was found dumped in a ditch along Dagga road near Hartbeespoortdam after police had been alerted 
to the discovery. 
During court proceedings, it was revealed that Mboweni and Chauke were hitch-hiking in the Brits 
central business district (CBD) on Saturday 20 August 2016 when Nyoko offered them a lift in his car, 
a Nissan Tida. As they were travelling towards Skeerpoort, one of the criminals pointed a firearm at 
Nyoko and ordered him to stop the vehicle. Along the way, Nyoko was shot three times in the head 
before his body was dumped in a ditch. 
Police spokesperson brigadier Sabata Mokgwabone said a curriculum vitae (CV) belonging to one 
of Nyoko’s neighbours was found at the crime scene. He explained how this evidence enabled 
investigators to eventually track down and arrest Mboweni and Chauke.  
“The CV led the police to the deceased’s family in Damonsville outside Brits. Nyoko’s Nissan Tiida 
was also found being driven by a 35-year-old man, four days after the discovery of the body,” 
Mokgwabone said. Police further established that Mboweni and Chauke had sold the car to the man. 
The man assisted police by identifying and pointing out Mboweni and Chauke, who were then arrested. 
Provincial Commissioner of police in the North West lieutenant general Sello Kwena said the hefty 
sentence handed out to the duo must serve as a warning to other criminals.    Impala is going green.

CIT ROBBERY SUSPECT IN THE DOCK
Rustenburg – The long arm of the law has finally caught up with one of the suspects who 
allegedly blew up an armoured vehicle before making away with an undisclosed amount of 
money in July 2019. 
Mlindeni Ndlovu, who is believed to be one of the masterminds behind the cash-in-transit (CIT) 
heist, appeared before the Rustenburg Magistrates’ Court on Monday 14 September on a 
charge of CIT robbery. At the time of going to print, the 31-year-old Ndlovu was up for his second 
court appearance and is expected to apply for bail. Ndlovu’s arrest, during a multi-pronged 
police operation spearheaded by the Hawks, led to a breakthrough in numerous CIT robberies 
that are currently being investigated.     
Eyewitnesses to the 2019 CIT told Platinum Weekly that the suspects staged an accident at 
the corner of Fatima Bhayat and Bosch Streets by ramming a white Mahindra bakkie into the 
armoured truck. “They also blocked the car that was escorting the armoured truck. They then 
bombed the armoured vehicle,” the eyewitness said. “They fled the scene with a grey Toyota 
Hilux and a Ford Ranger. However, they did not manage to take all the cash,” the eyewitness 
added. 
Video recordings of the incident, as well as other evidence obtained from the scene, assisted 
the Hawks to track down and arrest Ndlovu, fourteen months after the CIT heist. 
His trial and ongoing police investigations are likely to shed more light on the whereabouts of the 
other suspects involved in the heist. The Hawks are eager to establish more leads on the other 
CIT heists that were carried out by criminal syndicates in and around Rustenburg during 2019.   

The suspect is implicated in a cash-in-transit heist that took 
place in Rustenburg in July 2019.

FACE MORE CHARGES…

BOREHOLE OWNERS URGED TO BE 
RESPONSIBLE FOR WATER USERS

Rustenburg – A 32-year-old man who appeared before the Rustenburg 
Magistrates’ Court on Wednesday 9 September, for the possession of suspected 
stolen motor vehicles and other serious charges, is likely to find himself in even 
more trouble. 
Tumisang Gama, who was also charged with the illegal possession of a firearm 
as well as illegal possession of ammunition during the appearance, abandoned 
his bail application. It is alleged that Gama was among the group of people who 
illegally occupied houses situated in the Rustenburg North area in May 2020. 
“He could face more charges but, for now, the allegations are the subject of an 
investigation,” police spokesperson captain Elsabé Augoustides said. 
Gama has also been fingered in other criminal cases. Police have revealed that he 
has a pending hijacking case against him which was committed in Rustenburg in 
December last year. In 2018, he was arrested after police received information that 
he had two vehicles - with what looked like bullet holes - in his possession.  
During his latest arrest on Monday 7 September 2020, a veterinarian had to be 
summoned to the scene to assist in sedating a vicious dog which attacked and bit 
one of the police officers. 

South Africa – Frequent spells of drought – combined with the uncertainty of 
municipal water supply – are leading more South Africans to invest in boreholes. It 
is a trend that requires responsible management, warns SRK Consulting.

She highlighted, however, that 
boreholes do add to the pressure on groundwater resources, leading to less water 
being available for each user. The key is for borehole yields to be professionally 
assessed, and for only a sustainable volume of water to be pumped out. 
“Should you notice that the water level is declining over time, then you should 
reduce the volume of water that you pump from the borehole until the decline 
is halted,” said Kruger. “If the water level remains constant over time, then the 
yield you are pumping is sustainable. People often need reminding that, while the 
borehole and its infrastructure may be the property of the owner, the water remains 
the property of the state. This place the onus on the user to manage the resource 
responsibility and not to the detriment of others.”
She urged all borehole owners to conserve South Africa’s precious underground 
water sources by monitoring their boreholes and not over-abstracting water 
volumes.

CHILD FROM 
KIDNAPPERS

SA – In light of the recent attempted kidnappings that 
have made headlines in South Africa, it is vital to take the 
necessary steps to protect your children.
HERE ARE A FEW TIPS TO KEEP CHILD PREDATORS 
AT BAY
•	 	The first thing you need to do, is teach your children not to 

take anything from strangers. They should be taught not 
to approach unknown vehicles and always to be on the 
lookout in case of cars that might be following them.

•	 	They should never go anywhere with anyone they do not 
know or trust. 

•	 	Youngsters should be vigilant and rather walk in a group or 
with an older child or adult for safety.

•	 	Create a place of safety where your children can go. If 
they ever feel unsafe in any situation – with a stranger or 
with someone they know – they should have safe zones 
they can go to – to tell someone trustworthy that they feel 
scared. 

•	 	Teach them to yell and tell. They should also tell 
someone if anyone does anything that makes them feel 
uncomfortable. Teach them that it is especially important to 
tell people who try to persuade them not to tell. If someone 
wants something to be “our little secret” then chances are 
they are doing or planning something bad.

•	 	Kids should know to trust their instincts – if something does 
not feel right, speak up! If they feel they are in danger, they 
should shout as loudly as they can to get the attention of 
bystanders.

•	 	Make sure that they know it is okay to say no!
•	 	Teach them from a young age what their name, surname, 

parent’s telephone number and address is.
•	 	Never leave your child alone in the car, not even for a few 

seconds. Also make sure all doors are locked while you 
are driving.

•	 	Listen to your child if they tell you about new people that 
they have met.

•	 	Establish strict procedures for when you have to pick them 
up from school or social gatherings.

•	 	Make sure you always know where your child is and who 
he or she is with at all times.

WHAT TO DO WHEN YOUR CHILD GOES MISSING
•	 	Try not to panic.
•	 	Don’t wait 24 hours to report the child missing.
•	 	Do a quick check to see if your child is really missing by 

contacting friends, family, the school, and neighbours.
•	 	Get a responsible person to stay at your house and take 

messages if someone phones about the child while you go 
to the police station or go out searching.

•	 	Take a recent good quality photo of your child with you to 
the police station, this will help to easily identify your child.

•	 	Give a decent description of what your child was wearing, 
his/her last whereabouts and any other information to the 
police.

•	 	You will have to fill in a SAPS 55(A) form which safeguards 
the police against false or hoax reports and gives them 
permission to distribute your child’s photo and the 
information.

•	 	Make sure you get a reference number and the name and 
contact details of the officer assigned to the investigation.

•	 	If the child returns, you have to report to the police that the 
child is safe.

“DODGY TAX DE-REGISTRATIONS”

Serious and violent crime, discriminatory employment practices, corruption et al have prompted many South Africans 
to seek employment abroad. The current economic landscape has been defined by these negative perceptions.
 
Dubai appears to be the country of choice for expatriates, which incidentally also serves as a tax haven.
 
Until 28 February 2020, Taxpayers enjoyed significant tax relief under the dispensation of Section 10(1)(o)(ii) of the 
Income Tax Act.
 
SARS intervened and interrupted that immunity and with effect from the 1st of March 2020, only the first R 1,250,000.00 
of income stands to be exempted, earnings above that threshold are subject to full taxation in South Africa.
 
Many expatriates (expats) will seek solutions to avoid being taxed on the residue of their income. Tax evasion 
schemes may include having income pegged at R 1,250,000.00, whilst splitting the residue with family members or 
other entities. Other schemes may include creating special purpose vehicles to channel excess remuneration. These 
devious plans are endless and considering that SARS has no reach in foreign jurisdictions may appeal to ethically 
challenged Taxpayers. 
 
The most brazen of schemes would be to de-register as a South African Taxpayer in order to escape SARS’s reach.
 
We caution that employing such a manoeuvre aligns itself to a criminal offense as Taxpayers are obliged in law to 
declare both local and foreign income to SARS. These submissions must contain full and honest disclosure.
 
Dubai will eventually participate in information sharing treaties and non-compliant or delinquent taxpayers are bound 
to get caught, Mauritius is a case in point.
 
Taxpayers have legal options available to them in the purport of a financial emigration tax residency test which legally 
terminates their South African tax status.
 
In addition, countries where double taxation agreements exist, Taxpayers will have the privilege of an election.
 
Many expats eventually return to their native land and in so doing will have to explain their absence when re-registering 
for tax.
 
SARS is conscious of the majority of schemes and will strengthen its internal and external systems to extend its 
reach, one way or the other.
