141 NABBED IN POLICE OPERATION 
North West – A total of 141 suspects were arrested in the North West province from Wednesday 30 September 
to 5 October during a multi-disciplinary operation by law enforcement agents. 
The suspects were apprehended in all four districts of the province for various crimes such as property related 
offences and driving under the influence of alcohol. 
“Furthermore, 88 individuals were fined for liquor related contraventions like drinking in public, being drunk in 

public places and the illegal dealing in liquor,” police spokesperson brigadier Sabata 
Mokgwabone said. “During the operation, a total of 27 fines were issued for road traffic 
related offences while liquor, counterfeit cigarettes and drugs were confiscated.”

CHILD RAPIST HANDED LIFE SENTENCE
Letlhabile/ Brits – A 33-year-old man was sentenced to life in 
prison by the Brits Regional Court on Wednesday 30 September 
after he was found guilty on three counts of rape. 
Evidence produced in the court linked Johannes Toi Joubert to 
three rape incidents which occurred from May 2014 to October 
2015. Joubert was arrested on Monday 3 August 2015 at his home 
in Letlhabile outside Brits following an intensive investigation led 
by sergeant Boitumelo Rakabe from the Brits Family Violence, 
Child Protection and Sexual Offences (FCS) unit.   
Before the long arm of the law caught up with him, Joubert targeted 
minor victims aged 8 to 16. 
“As part of his method of committing the crimes, the accused hid 
and waited for unsuspecting school-going children in the bushy 
and secluded areas of Maboloka village, Centreville and Block F,” 
police spokesperson colonel Adéle Myburgh said. “He would then 
grab and verbally threaten the children before raping them. Through 
forensic evidence, investigators managed to link the accused to 
three cases that were reported from May 2014 to October 2015.”

ANDREA’S MURDERER BACK IN SA

DECOMPOSED BODY FOUND

Gerhard Jansen van Vuuren 
behind bars in Brazil.

Rustenburg – After seven years in hiding, Gerhard Jansen van Vuuren was tracked 
down and arrested on Thursday 18 June 2020 in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil, for the 
murder of his ex-girlfriend Andrea Venter on 2 May 2011.
He arrived on South African soil on 9 October along with Interpol investigators who 
traced and tracked him down. Gerhard is scheduled to appear before the court on 
6 November, along with witnesses to the murder that have been called in to testify 
at the trial.
Prior to her murder, Andrea had taken out a protection order against her ex-boyfriend 
Gerhard. After completing her studies in Potchefstroom, she relocated secretly to 
Johannesburg, but the obsessed Gerhard telephoned 34 accounting firms till he 
found where she was working.
He stands accused of stabbing Andrea to death at the entrance of the housing 
complex where she was staying in Fourways, Johannesburg. Afterwards, he 
attempted suicide by cutting his throat and laying down next to her body. Paramedics 

Rustenburg – A decomposed body found near Thekwane on Monday 
12 October is suspected to be that of an alleged illegal miner.
The corpse might be linked to an incident that occurred on Saturday 
3 October when Sibanye Stillwater security chased away a group of 
suspected illegal miners. One of the alleged suspects never returned 
home but the others assumed he had been arrested until they heard 
about the body that had been found. 
According to police spokesperson captain Elsabé Augoustides, once 
the forensic investigation has been concluded, they should be able to 
determine the cause of death.

arrived on the scene and were able to save Gerhard, 
but Andrea was declared dead on scene.
Gerhard was set to stand trial on 20 May 2013 in 
the South Gauteng High Court. He had been denied 
bail twice by the Randburg Magistrates’ Court on the 
grounds of being dangerous and a flight risk. Gerhard’s 
legal team re-applied for bail… at the High Court – 
where his bail was granted. Four days before the start 
of his murder trial, Gerhard fled the country using false 
documentation.
In August 2013, he was re-arrested after being spotted 
by a retired local police officer in Brazil and charged for 
having false documentation. 
Regrettably, Gerhard was released from a Brazilian jail 
in 2015 after serving a short sentence for the use of 
false documents. In the meantime, Interpol Pretoria had 
been in contact with Brazilian authorities to locate him.
Several years later, due to the persistence of the 
South African Police Service (SAPS) Investigative 
Psychology Section, Interpol Pretoria, the National 
Prosecuting Authority and the Brazilian Federal Police, 
law enforcement prevailed and led to the arrest of 
the fugitive.

Andrea’s father, Dries Venter (from Rustenburg) is grateful to all the role players 
who were involved in ensuring that his daughter’s murderer was brough back to 
South Africa. “I am relieved that he was caught and that he will finally get what he 
deserves,” said Dries. 
Annatjie Venter, Andrea’s mother, passed away in 2016 and will unfortunately not see 
her daughter’s killer brought to justice. 
“After the death of her miracle daughter and the escape of her killer, my wife was 
heartbroken and five days after her 63rd birthday, she passed away,” confided Dries.
National police commissioner Khehla Sitole commended all justice units for their hard 
work and relentless efforts. “This is indeed victory for us as a service, thank you to the 
team who didn’t give up even after years of hard work.”

As the police were driving along Watsonia Road, they 
came across the active scene. The suspects fired shots at 
the police vehicles and the officers retaliated. An unknown 
number of suspects got into their getaway vehicles and fled 
the scene. 
According to Hawks North West spokesperson captain 
Tlangelani Rikhotso, the police gave chase and at Tlhabane 
Shopping Centre another shootout ensued, resulting in 
five police officers sustaining gunshot wounds while one 
suspect was fatally wounded. 
The province then instituted the 72-hour Activation Plan to 

ensure that all role players were roped in to investigate and 
trace the perpetrators that managed to flee the scene. The 
national commissioner of the SAPS, general Khehla Sitole, 
commended the members’ bravery and wished them, as 
well as the injured security guards, a speedy recovery. 
Police spokesperson captain Elsabé Augoustides thanked 
all the stakeholders for their quick response to provide 
backup to the police.
