WHERE HAS ALL THE WATER GONE?  
Long-time flowing...

The leak of one of the water reservoirs 
at the Kgaswane Mountain Nature 
Reserve formed an incidental wetland. 

Rustenburg – The warning that there will be 
no water in Rustenburg suburbs has become 
a familiar refrain so when Platinum Weekly 
discovered a recent scientific publication 
documenting that leaking drinking water had 
created a wetland in Kgaswane Mountain 
Reserve - visible on Google Earth Pro, we 
did not know whether to laugh or cry. 
Wetlands are marshy areas where plants 
like reeds and sedges grow. They have 
many positive benefits including removing 
pollution from water. They are naturally 
found where the water table is close 
to the surface and their characteristic 
clayey soils cause cracking and 
damp damage when they are used for 
housing. Researchers from the University of 

Pretoria and the University of the Free State 
investigated Google Earth Pro images from 
2004, 2009 and 2013 for the Rustenburg and 
Kgaswane Mountain Reserve area. They 
show that water infrastructure near the 
reserve was developed in 2009 to support 
the increased urbanisation of Rustenburg. 
However, by 2013 the huge amounts of 
drinking water that was leaking from this 
relatively new infrastructure had changed the 

soil and plants and developed an incidental 
wetland. By taking samples from the 
wetland as well as the water available 
for drinking purposes at the main gate 
of Kgaswane Mountain Reserve, the 

researchers confirmed that the new 
wetland was formed by municipal water. The 

water samples were tested at the Agricultural 
Research Council Institute for Soil, Climate 
and Water. In addition to the incidental 
wetland, a stream which before 2013 only 

flowed during the rainy season started to 
flow continuously with the added purified 
water that should have been provided to 
households. The increased wetness at the 

site of the leak resulted in Acacia trees dying.
The researchers wrote in the peer reviewed 
article that appeared in the South African 
Geographical Journal in December 2020 that 
the loss of drinking water has been reported 
numerous times and had not been fixed.

PAY R30,000 FOR R268,000  
 OR FACE JAIL

Brits – A 45-year-old man was found guilty 
of defrauding his employers when he 
appeared before the Brits Magistrates’ Court 
on Tuesday 19 January. Calvin Kwinana 
was sentenced to five years imprisonment 
with an option of a fine of R30,000 after 

the state successfully proved he was guilty 
of defrauding the South African Nuclear 
Energy Corporation, during the time he was 
employed there as an accountant. 
“He reportedly misappropriated the 
company’s funds to the value of R268,000, 

which he transferred into his 
personal account,” Hawks 
spokesperson for the North 
West province captain 
Tlangelani Rikhotso said. 
“A probe by the Hawks 
serious commercial crime 
investigation team resulted in 
his arrest in 2015. He made a 
series of court appearances 
until his recent conviction and 
sentencing.”

BUMPER BASH

Rustenburg – A man travelling along the 
‘old mine road’ was hijacked on Tuesday 
19 January as he approached the R24. 
According to eyewitnesses, the victim 
stopped next to the road after a VW Polo 
bumped his white 2019 Nissan Navara from 
the back. This is now the third such incident 
over the past two weeks where this modus 
operandi has been used to commit crime 
in Rustenburg.

Metasec Security Solutions general manager 
Morné Engelbrecht urges motorists in 
and around Rustenburg to be vigilant and 
avoid being victims of hijacking syndicates 
operating within the area. 

TWINS REUNITED 
WITH THEIR MOTHER
Rustenburg – A mother’s anguish for 
being separated from her twin babies 
for a month and a half ended when their 
biological father was arrested in Evaton, 
Gauteng on Wednesday 13 January. 
The 37-year-old man was charged with 
the kidnapping of the twins on Thursday, 
26 November 2020.  
The Rustenburg couple separated and 
agreed that the father would take the 
babies to their day-care centre every 
morning and the mother would fetch 
them in the afternoon. When the mother 
went to fetch her six-month old babies on 
26  November 2020, she was informed 
that the father never dropped them 
off that morning. Attempts to contact 
the father on his cellphone and at his 
business were in vain and the matter 
was reported to the police. 

It was the start of a harrowing ordeal for the 
mother of six-month-old twins who never 
arrived at their day-care centre in Rustenburg. 



Rustenburg – Former employees of Shepherd Bushiri, 
founder of the Enlightened Christian Gathering (ECG) 
church, expressed their frustration for not being fully 
paid for the period they worked at the Sparkling Waters 
Hotel and Spa in the Magaliesberg by protesting in the 
road leading to the spa on Monday 18 January 2021. 
The protest was peaceful, yet management refused to 
come out to discuss their plans with them. 
The Commission for Conciliation, 
Mediation and Arbitration (CCMA) 
informed Platinum Weekly that 
director Cameron Morajane had 
closed the matter brought to them 
by the South African Transport and 
Allied Workers Union (SATAWU) 
against Shepherd Bushiri trading 
as the Sparkling Waters Hotel 
and Spa, however, an email 
communication from SATAWU on 
Thursday 14 January 2021 states 
otherwise. 
SATAWU indicates that the 
CCMA case was heard on Friday 
4 December 2020 by commissioner 
Foster Maluleke  and is still on 
the roll as they tasked SATAWU 
to compile  a  detailed  list  of 

all the workers and the amounts due to them. 
SATAWU submitted the list to the CCMA on Thursday 
10 December 2020.
The submission details salaries and wages amounting 
to around R2 million which have not been paid. SATAWU 
has secured an arbitration with the CCMA’s commissioner 
Aaron Sebako for Wednesday 24 February 2021.
Bushiri listed the resort as surety on a loan which he 

defaulted on. A court order from 
March 2020 states that if Bushiri’s 
company defaults on repaying 
a loan the resort would become 
the property of the JM BUSHA 
Investment Group (Pty) Ltd. 
The transfer of ownership came 
about and Benson Mavedzenge 
issued a letter on Wednesday 
2 December 2020 stating that JM 
BUSHA was ceasing to operate 
the country resort. 
Documents provided to Platinum 
Weekly show that debts incurred 
by Bushiri and the previous owner, 
before transferring the property 
to the current owner JM BUSHA, 
have contributed to the outstanding 
wages owed to workers.

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1. Place marulas, honey, lemon verbena 
and lemon juice into a pot, cover the fruit 
with water and heat to boiling point for 
5 minutes.

2. Turn down the heat and allow to simmer 
for 40 minutes. The marula skins should 
become soft and puff y and it is a good 
sign if they split open.

3. When the juice has reduced and 
thickened remove the pot from the heat 
and allow to cool.

4. Once the fruit has cooled, put on the 
gloves, and gently squeeze out the pips, 
pulp, and juice from the skins. Discard the 
pips and skins. 

5. Place a sieve lined with muslin cloth over 
a bowl and pour in the pulpy liquid to 
strain, stir through the muslin and sieve 
using the slotted spoon until all the juice 
has passed through.

6. Decant into sterilised bottles and 
refrigerate until needed.

7. To serve, add 50 ml of syrup to a 
250 ml glass of iced water with a fresh 
lemon slice. Stir and enjoy the fruits of 
your labour!

POOR MAINTENANCE OF WATER 
DRAINS CAUSES FLOOD DAMAGE
NW – Poor maintenance of water drainage systems, designed 
and built to channel stormwater away from residential areas, 
was given as a reason for some of the flooding experienced 
recently in the North West province. Blocked culverts and 
stormwater drains should be maintained by the local municipality 
to protect communities from flooding. Maintenance of stormwater 
infrastructure would avoid the higher costs involved with 
sheltering and feeding distressed people that have lost their 
homes and belongings. 
Communities from Matlosana near Klerksdorp to Mahikeng in 
the west were affected with the Greater Taung local municipality 
being hit the hardest. Roads became inaccessible, 13 houses 
were flooded in Mokgareng and three mud houses collapsed in 
Tlapeng and Majeakgoro.
In other parts of the province one person died while 99 homes 
and 254 hostel units were damaged by the floods. The South 
African Red Cross Society, SASSA and the department of social 
development were called in to assist with disaster relief.

A NEW YEAR!

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WATER LEAK –  
A SAFETY HAZARD
Rustenburg – Following up on video footage 
sent by a resident of a housing estate in 
the Elandsrivier street cul de sac, Cashan, 
Platinum Weekly investigated a fault in 
municipal water infrastructure where purified 
water was gushing out into a hole and down 
the street on Monday 18 January 2021. Cul 
de sacs are popular places for children to 
cycle or play ball while they are not at school 
and local parents worry that a child could 
drown in the one-meter-deep safety hazard 
that has developed.
An engineer, who wished to remain 
anonymous, showed Platinum Weekly the 
broken pipes and incorrect joints that the 
RLM had used in the past to temporarily fix 
the problem - resulting in major water losses 
since 2017. Photographs of the incorrect 

joints used were shown to a local plumber 
who confirmed that the RLM was using the 
wrong clamps and pipes to fix the problem. 
Both sources indicated that the joints that 
were abandoned on the site were for a low 
water pressure system used in a household 
- not the kind of pressure that would be 
experienced at the site of the water wastage. 
The engineer explained that the high-water 
pressure experienced at the Elandsrivier 
street cul de sac requires a different solution. 
Many plumbing businesses in Rustenburg 
have the capability to be contracted by the 
RLM to do the work correctly and ensure 
that finances are used efficiently to prevent 
further water wastage. 
The engineer also indicated that he had 
measured the potable water that was being 

wasted as 5,000 litres per day. His comment 
was that rather than pay for a billboard 
telling the public to “save water” the RLM 
should use the finances available to save 
water by repairing infrastructure with the 
correct materials.
A health care worker returning from work at 
Life Peglerae hospital explained how her VW 
Polo’s tyres were damaged by driving through 
the potholes that have formed because of 
the water damage. She said that the RLM 
attends to the problem by using concrete to 
fill the holes, but this solution only lasts for a 
short while. Another resident returning home 
commented that they could not sell their 
property because of the state of the road and 
alleged that RLM employees were benefitting 
from the ongoing problem as they could 

claim overtime. Platinum Weekly phoned the 
RLM customer care number and enquired 
whether residents or the ward councillor had 
reported the gushing potable water as they 
claimed. The customer call centre responded 
that they had not reported it. We described 
the problem and alerted the call centre that 
there was a safety hazard as the pooling 
water was almost one meter deep and a child 
could easily drown in it. Platinum Weekly 
was provided with the following reference 
number 113578 and will be checking the site 
to see when the problem will be resolved. 
The  presence of bullrushes, sedges and 
algal growth all indicate that the water leak 
has been ongoing for a long time. 
Rustenburg water leaks can be reported 
on 082 342 4952.

Property values have decreased in this lovely 
part of Cashan as the potholes and water have 
been an ongoing problem ever since 2017.

TROPICAL STORM 
“ELOISE” 

SA – Following the severe tropical storm Chalane who brought rain 
to southern Africa during the festive season comes another fresh 
tropical system named Eloise. The South African Weather Service 
(SAWS) described Eloise [Monday 18 January] as a moderate 
tropical storm, with a central pressure under 1000 hPa (hectopascal). 
Eloise - moving at about 26km/h in a west-south-westerly direction 
made landfall on the island of Madagascar on Wednesday 
20 January with winds exceeding 100km/h, categorised as a severe 
tropical storm. As Eloise moved across the landmass of northern 
Madagascar, it was exposed to increased friction, as the winds 
interacted with the rough land surface. Deprived of the latent heat 
energy from a warm, tropical ocean, Eloise weakened significantly 
before it reached the Mozambican Channel on Thursday 
21  January. Uncertainty exists around any 
tropical system as they are notoriously 
fickle and unpredictable, often exhibiting 
very erratic movement. The SAWS will 
use modern satellite remote sensing as 
well as advanced ensemble numeric 
modelling techniques to closely 
monitor the future evolution of Eloise.

MESS WITH NATURE AND 
IT WILL MESS WITH YOU! 
Rustenburg – We live in the 
bushveld and enjoy watching 
monkeys and listening to jackals at 
night. Although I am only 13  years 
old, I want to find a peaceful solution 
for people and wildlife, whose paths 
cross because they have to coexist.
My research led me to another 
person who likes to live in harmony 
with nature. Dave du Toit is the 
founder of the Vervet Monkey 
Foundation, which has been running 
for 27  years. In an interview he 
provided advice that all Rustenburg 
residents lucky enough to live near 
nature can apply.
There are peaceful ways to keep 
the monkeys away without using 
firecrackers or a gun. For instance, 
you could use a water gun (super 
squirter) and spray them if they enter 
your property. Alternatively, place 
vegetable peelings far away from 
your house where the animals can 

get to it. They will soon learn where 
they can find food and leave your 
home and bins alone.  
Dave suggested using a teddy 
bear, or something with large 
eyes, as monkeys don’t like large 
eyes looking at them, to scare the 
monkeys away. Another suggestion 
is to display an inflatable pop up with 
a picture of a leopard or an eagle on 
it, in the garden or on the roof. The 
constant movement of the picture 
will help keep them away. Grease or 
oil any pole that allows the monkeys 
access to places near your house.
Dave says that some of these tips 
may even work for baboons! We 
need to develop a harmonious 
relationship with the animals on 
whose habitat we are encroaching. 
If we are consistent, and work 
together, we can create a peaceful 
environment for both human and 
monkey to live in, and our efforts
