He was happily 
married to Henriette Heysteck for 45 years 
and together they raised one daughter and 
were blessed with two grandchildren.
“He was the perfect father, grandfather, and 
husband and touched the lives of everyone in 
a special way,” his daughter said. “He couldn’t 
go anywhere without someone knowing him 
and people say that you only meet someone 
like him once in a lifetime.”

He wasn’t the type of man you could sum up 
in one word, because he was a loving, honest 
and a caring man who always went out of his 
way to help people. Day or night – he was 
always just a phone call away.
Captain Elsabe Augoustides, a colleague 
and long-time friend of Frans, said: “What 
a decision maker! What a dynamic strategic 
planner – what a friend! His loyalty to his 
office, the police, Public Safety, RLM, 
traffic, emergency services and many other 
divisions of our city was just next level. I 
am heartbroken. He cared so much about 
our well-being and assisted wherever he 
could. Nothing was ever ‘too much’. Needed 
information? Frans was your go-to man!” 
The RLM also shared a special message 
about their colleague: “The RLM is saddened 
by the passing of Frans who left the service

NW – A total of 475 suspects were 
arrested in the North West province for 
various crimes from 8 to 12 February as 
police tightened the screws on offenders.

FIGURES 
SA - Statistics South Africa has released 
labour figures for October to December 2020 
on Tuesday 23 February. They caution that 
comparisons to previous years should be 
done with a pinch of salt since face-to-face 
data collection was not done since 19 March 
to prevent the spread of COVID-19.
The number of employed persons increased 
by 333 000 to 15 million and the number of 
unemployed persons increased by 701 000 
to 7,2 million when compared to the period 
July to September 2020. The number of 
discouraged work-seekers that said they 
are no longer seeking work increased by 
235  000. The official unemployment rate of 
South Africa was calculated as 32.5% which 
has not been recorded since 2008.

AFRIFORUM’S RUSTENBURG 
BRANCH EVOKES REACTION 

FROM MUNICIPALITY 
Rustenburg – Over the past few weeks, 
AfriForum’s Rustenburg branch kept a close 
eye on the progress of the Rustenburg 
Local Municipality’s action plan for improved 
electricity supply in the R24 area. 
The municipality provided an action plan after 
AfriForum’s continuous pressure by way of 
directing letters to both the municipality and 
National Energy Regulator of South Africa 
in connection with the interruption of the 
electricity supply in this area.   
“We are very happy with the progress that 
has been made regarding the construction 
of the new electricity line since we started 
directing letters to the municipality. AfriForum 
is hopeful that it will serve as a solution to the 
problem that has been dragging on for years. 
According to the municipality, the new line will 
be completed by the end of February 2021, 
which will ensure improved electricity supply 
to the R24 area. It is critical to monitor this 
project’s timeline and apply further pressure 
if necessary,” said AfriForum’s district 
coordinator for Marico, Petrus Coetzee.  
“AfriForum’s Rustenburg branch is thankful 
for the progress of this project. It is however 
important that we as community members 
must start getting more involved with service 
delivery issues. As a community, we need 
to cooperate with the municipality and in 
areas where they fail, we must petition 
service delivery or do it ourselves,” says 
AfriForum’s Rustenburg branch chairperson 
Chris Trytsman.

DAMAGED ROADS = 
DAMAGED BUSINESSES

Rustenburg – Businesses at Platinum 
Park in Rustenburg East have urged the 
municipality to carry out urgent repairs 
on the badly damaged roads which they 
say are turning away their customers and 
negatively affecting their income. 
Van Belkum Street, which leads to 
Rustenburg Cash & Carry and other 
well-known businesses, was extensively 
damaged by the recent heavy rains.
• While the persistent rains which lasted 
for several days restricted any attempts by 
the Rustenburg Local Municipality (RLM) 
to carry out proper repairs on the damaged 
roads, their decision to cover the road 
with rubble has not provided a long-term 
solution either. 
“The gravel only made the situation worse 
because you cannot cover up potholes in 
that way. The municipality should carry 
out proper repairs,” an employee of one of 
the business outlets told Platinum Weekly. 
Democratic Alliance (DA) councillor for 

ward 18, Martha Lerm, who has taken up the issue, hopes proper repairs will be carried 
out soon. “I have shown the municipal manager the photos of the trucks that were stuck 
on that road,” Lerm said. “The smooth operations of these businesses are important to the 
well-being of Rustenburg’s economy.”

The art of composting 
Rustenburg – With the cost of living going 
up, we are all looking for ways to save money 
or to make what we have go further. You 
can make your own compost using garden 
trimmings and kitchen peelings. It is the 
best and most environmental-friendly way to 
enrich your garden’s soil with nutrients that 
will help your garden to flourish.
Just about any organic material will 
decompose if it is continuously kept wet and 

situated in a shady area. The smaller the 
pieces the faster the breakdown to nutrients 
which the plants can absorb. To make 
compost, you need to cultivate a mindset 
of working with nature. Soil that is alive with 
good bacteria and earthworms is optimal 
for a beautiful garden or productive vegie 
patch. You can make compost with a zero 
budget or you can purchase a composter or 
earthworm farm.

Here are three options that might suit your budget and garden size

OPTIONS COST HOW IT WORKS CHALLENGES
1. A COMPOST   
    HEAP/ HOLE

A little time and planning. Start with a 20cm layer of cut branches, 
cardboard, or newspaper (brown layer), then 
lawn cuttings, leaves and tea bags (green layer). 

Will dry quickly. Turn every six weeks. 
Adding kitchen peelings could attract 
rodents. Can look untidy. 

2. EARTHWORM  
    FARM

There are several DIY options 
using containers like buckets or 
even an old bath. Earthworm units 
can be purchased for ± R600.

Raw organic waste like potato peelings, banana 
skins and tea bags are fed to the earthworms 
which produce a rich vermicompost and 
liquid fertiliser.

Works best with red wrigglers - not the 
earthworm found in your garden.

3. A CONICAL- 
    SHAPED  
    COMPOSTER WITH  
    LID AND DOOR

These can be purchased for 
± R1000.

Layer with green and brown garden and kitchen 
waste and a spade of healthy soil. Place in a 
sunny spot as it works with heat loving bacteria.  

Check moisture level. 
Don’t squash contents.

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I HAVE A DREAM: TO WALK
Rustenburg – Cerebral Palsy… two words that pretty 
much define my life and who I am. Cerebral refers to the 
brain, that incredible organ responsible for our dreams, 
ability to learn and remember, and which controls the 
functioning of the body. Palsy refers to a weakness in 
the muscles. These two words have defined my life. 
As my brain does not automatically send the correct 
messages to my legs and arms, I have spent most of 
my life in a wheelchair. I have enthusiastically grasped 
any opportunity to move - be it on a horse, falling from 
the sky or across burning coals. Yet even though I have 
done so much, the simplest act of walking from my 
bedroom to the lounge is a herculean task.
During a physiotherapy session with Jürgen Voges 
on Monday 1 February, I felt tired and fed up that 
something as simple as standing and moving one foot 
in front of the other was so difficult for me. “I don’t want 
to do it anymore,” I yelled. His response was: “It’s your 
choice. I can’t convince you to do anything different to 
what you choose, but I know you can do this. Because 
you’ve done it before.” 

During that session I decided to stop feeling sorry for 
myself and just do the little bit I could. Move every 
day because moving has got to be better than getting 
stuck in hopelessness. The next day I decided to start 
walking every single day. Since then, I progressed 
from 36 meters in 45 minutes to 72 meters in the 
same time to my all-time best of 132 metres in an hour 
and 45 minutes.
I have calloused hands from holding on to a walker, sore 
muscles and have perspired enough to fill a JoJo tank. 
Immense concentration is needed for sending signals 
to my leg muscles to work. When they get the message, 
they scream back in pain. Every step fills me with 
tremendous gratitude for God’s grace – it fills me with 
joy and purpose. I have learnt that the pain of giving up 
and sitting still praying for things to get better definitely 
hurts more than the pain of walking and praying. In the 
next few months when the medical aid funds run dry, 
I will look for funding via the BackaBuddy crowdfunding 
platform to continue making my dream come true.

N4 – The recent rains have wreaked havoc on 
many of the country’s roads causing millions 
of rands in damage to road infrastructure.  
Bakwena Platinum Corridor Concessionaire 
(Bakwena) places great importance on 
their road users’ experience of the routes, 
the maintenance of the road infrastructure 
assets to the keep it in tip top condition and 
are sharing an update on the work they are 
currently engaged in as a means of keeping 
road users informed and prepared for any 
road works that will be taking place.

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The century plus story of the mill 

The silent machinery of Die 
Ou Meule reminds us that 
nothing is forever.

Kroondal – In the mid to late 1800’s, the 
economy of Rustenburg and Kroondal 
revolved around the farming of wheat, maize, 
tobacco, and oranges. 
Die Ou Meule – also known as The Old Mill 
– was the brainchild of German immigrant 
Georg Wilhelm Otterman who imported a 
wheat threshing machine, stone mill, and 
steam engine to his Kroondal farm. The mill 
was moved to a tributary of the Hex River to 
make use of a waterwheel. Steam engine 
power was only used in winter when the river 
was low. With the addition of conveyor belts, 

elevators, and reels he produced a good 
quality sifted meal. Disaster struck when the 
Otterman’s home and mill were burnt down 
and the bearings were confiscated by the 
British in an attempt to starve the local Boer 
forces into submission. The Otterman family 
were forcibly sent to a concentration camp 
in Irene. Chester Staples in his book Mills of 
Southern Africa, published in 2006, recounts 
that in 1902, part of the mill was moved to an 
undamaged barn and the Otterman’s rebuilt 
their home the following year. Kroondal is 
still home to the Ottermans, where they 

continue the family’s entrepreneurial legacy. 
Today The Old Mill has been refurbished as 
a one-of-a-kind, two-story restaurant and 
music has replaced the clang of machinery. 
On the day Platinum Weekly visited, two 
businessmen were having a meeting 
and in another corner a consultant was 
tapping away on his computer and dipping 
a [locally grown] cherry rusk in his coffee. 
The  restaurant celebrated one year’s 
ownership by Theresa Russell on Monday 
8 February and offers value for money – and 
a taste of Kroondal’s history.

IMPALA DONATES LIFE-SAVING 
EQUIPMENT WORTH R1,37 MILLION 

TO RUSTENBURG COMMUNITIES
Rustenburg – Life-saving ventilators, valued 
at R1,2million, has been donated to the 
Department of Health by Impala Platinum 
Rustenburg. The machines were handed 
over to professor John Tumbo and director 
Maggie Mere of the North West Department of 
Health by Impala Platinum Rustenburg chief 
executive Mark Munroe and will be placed in 
the Department of Health’s Job Shimankana 
Tabane and Moses Kotane hospitals. 
The second wave of COVID-19 has placed 
significant pressure on Bojanala’s healthcare 
services and facilities, which have seen 
double the number of cases as the first wave. 
Impala successfully managed to flatten their 
curve in the first wave. 
In the second wave, while the rest of the 
country saw their numbers doubling, Impala’s 
cases were half of that of the first wave. 
Says Dr Andrews, Impala’s HSE executive, 
“At Impala, we were very fortunate to have 
good facilities and sufficient beds, ventilators 
and oxygen to cope with the patients. 
However, in the second wave, we saw 
patients who became far sicker than in the 
first wave, which placed enormous pressure 
on the public sector hospitals and facilities.”
The addition of the ventilators, which are 
valued at R300 000 each, will provide critical 
capacity for COVID-19 cases in the two 
hospitals. They also have the added benefit 
of being easily portable and being able to 
connect to either fixed or portable oxygen 

supply, giving the Department of Health the 
flexibility to move them to where they are 
most needed at short notice. 
Along with the ventilators, Impala also handed 
over 1,000 rapid COVID-19 antigen tests at 
a value of R170,000. These tests provide 
accurate results in patients displaying COVID 
symptoms within 15 minutes.
