ILLEGAL GOLD-DEALING 
DUO NABBED  

NW – Two suspects are expected to appear before the Orkney Magistrates’ Court for the 
illegal possession of gold-bearing material and illegal possession of ammunition. 
The pair, a 35-year-old man and a 33-year-old woman, was arrested in Kanana near Orkney 
on Wednesday 24 March by the South African Police Service’s illicit mining team. 
“The pair was nabbed after police searched a house in Kanana near Orkney and found 
seven 9mm live ammunition and gold-bearing material worth R1.2 million. The police also 
seized more than R300,000,” said police spokesperson brigadier Sabata Mokgwabone. 
Investigations into the case have since been taken over by the Hawks. 

HUMBLE HERO
Rustenburg/ Buffelspoort – Iprotect security 
officer Thato Ramasimong was casually doing 
his rounds around midnight on Thursday 
11 March when he noticed a glowing light in 
the distance. He was the guard on duty at 
Buffelspark Complex near  Buffelspoort. As 
he went closer to investigate, he saw that 
it was a truck that was on fire. This quick-
thinking hero ran to the garage to request 
help and then to the truck to see if the driver 
was okay. The driver had fallen asleep inside 
the vehicle, so Thato started to throw rocks 
and sticks at the window to wake him up – 
but his attempts were futile. 
The personnel of the garage nearby rushed 
to the scene with fire extinguishers and the 
fire was doused before anyone got hurt. 
The  driver finally woke up – unaware that 
his life had just been saved by a vigilant 
security guard.
In an interview with Platinum Weekly Thato 
said: “I just saw the flames and knew I had 
to do something, and quickly as the driver 
was still inside the truck. I’m just very happy 
that we managed to douse the fire before 
anyone got hurt.”

However, for Thato it was just another 
day on the job. His bosses only found 
out about his bravery when a witness 
phoned them to congratulate them on their 
watchful employee.
“Thato is a very hard worker and very 
humble. We are proud to have him as part 
of our team. Even though he did not tell us, 
we weren’t surprised. He is just a ‘beyond the 
call of duty’ kind of guy,” said Iprotect general 
manager Tony Dobson. Well done to the 
humble hero Thato for saving a truck driver 
from a fiery death.

Silver medal for talented Caitlin 
Rustenburg – This past weekend saw the 
2021 National Road Championships take 
place in Swellendam in the Western Cape. 
Allthe top contenders 
streamed down to the 
small Western Cape town 
to contend for the much-
coveted national titles. 
Our very own Caitlin 
Thompson, from Rustenburg 
Cycling Club, was one of 
the riders looking to put 
her many hard months of 
training in action in pursuit of 
the Junior Women’s titles. 
The event kicked off with 
the Individual Time Trial on 
Friday 19 March. This event 
is an all-out effort over a 
specified route against the 
clock. The junior women were tasked with 
a challenging 15km out and back course in 
very wet and cold conditions. 
Caitlin had the misfortune of being sent off 
second on the course. Ideally in these events 
you want to go off last or close to last. She 
has however put this obvious disadvantage 
behind her and set off to prove a point 
having been overlooked earlier in the year 
for the African Road Championships team. 
She managed to set a blistering time of 

25 minutes flat and in doing so won the event 
ahead of the reigning African Individual Time 
Trial champion.

She also went on to take 
on the 80km road race on 
Sunday. With the junior 
women seemingly looking 
to ride very conservatively 
in the hopes of leaving the 
racing to the final kilometer. 
Caitlin was forced to work 
hard on the front for most 
of the event in an effort to 
stress the rider’s legs and 
possibly shrink the group. 
With a prevailing headwind 
on the last half of the race, 
the option of a solo break 
away was off the cards. She 
did however out of frustration 

attempt to break away on the 2nd last climb 
of the route but was unable to make it stick. 
This left the race to the final 1km climb and it 
came down to her and one other girl attacking 
at the base of the climb. She finished with the 
silver medal some 5 seconds off the winner.
This is Caitlin’s first year as a junior and 
she will have the privilege of defending the 
National Time Individual Trial Champions title 
next year and hopefully also look to secure 
the National Road Champions title.
