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Thousands of chickens died on the N4.

Rustenburg — Thousands of chickens died on the N4
on 21 April before they reached the kill blade. In fact,
according to an anonymous farmer, these deaths are
considered ‘part of doing business’.

Chickens also die like flies due to unnatural growth, harsh
living conditions, sudden death syndrome, and death
during transport. The poultry business is unforgiving —
even in the care of the most compassionate farmer.
The truck which transported the chickens in large
containers overturned shortly after entering the N4 from
the R24 off-ramp. Training inspector at National Society
for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals (NSPCA) in

Rustenburg Gena Labuschagne spoke to Platinum
Weekly about the accident which occurred at around
14:00. “The truck carried about 11,000 chickens and
the number of birds that died ran into the thousands,”
Labuschagne said.

The accident caused heavy traffic delays as police and
public safety personnel worked tirelessly to contain
the situation. Group corporate affairs director at RCL
Foods, Stephen Heath, expressed his concern about
the accident. “An investigation is underway and details
about the accident will be made available when that
process has been completed.”
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WHY HURT A BABY?

9-month-old baby’s arm fractured

Rustenburg — A nine-month-
old baby was removed from his
home and placed in a house
of safety after he suffered a
fractured left arm (between the
elbow and shoulder). A social
worker received a tip-off from
a community member that the
baby boy was being abused by
his biological parents.

The social worker,

accompanied by members
of the SAPS confronted the
biological parents, a 19-year-
and 21-year-

old mother

old father. The child was
immediately removed and
taken to a private hospital for
medical care.

“A case was opened on
29 March and the parents were
arrested on 6 April,” captain
Elsabé Augoustides confirmed.
The couple appeared before
court on charges on child
neglect and child abuse, and
were granted bail of R1,500.
They will re-appear before the
Rustenburg Magistrates’ Court
on 28 April.

The piles
of dry reeds have already been subjected to
one fire, but there is still a risk that another
one will start as there is still a lot of dry
material left.

In light of the tragedies that have unfolded
in the Cape and Gauteng, fire risk should
be taken seriously by the Rustenburg
Local Municipality. The Working for Water
contractor should be asked to remove the
reeds as they are close to people’s homes.
Furthermore, the new reed growth visible
in the photo shows that the reeds were
not poisoned after they had been cut. This
means that next year there will be even more
biomass to add to the fuel load, so there will
be a greater fire risk.

Working for Water has not poisoned or
removed the reeds cut which is creating a
greater fire risk for the Geelhout park ext 6
area. Residents that could be affected by
fires originating in this poorly managed green
corridor should keep a record of this article
and any correspondence and reference
numbers in case they need to claim for fire
damage to their property.

Magalies Water has assembled a dedicated team of specialists,
technicians and plant operators from the water and wastewater
and engineering units who have the necessary expertise. Under
the leadership of Sandile Ngcobo, area manager at Magalies
Water, the team will ensure that the operation and maintenance
of both water and wastewater infrastructure at KRLM is
implemented successfully.

Koster and Swartruggens
residents were granted the power by the court to take over the
management of the Kgetlengrivier Local Municipality’s (KLM)
water services as from Thursday 7 January.

For several years, residents had to deal with contaminated water
stemming from raw sewage flowing into the Koster and Elands
river. The contaminated water, with an Ecoli count of more than
4,000 times the allowed amount, was then supplied to residents
to use — often as drinking water.

The court order also stated that Bojanala Local Municipality and
KLM are in breach of their constitutional obligations of providing
potable water sustainably.

“Residents of the KLM could no longer just sit back and hope that
everything will be fixed. They knew something drastic had to be
done. We assembled a great team of people to work on this and
thanks to their determination, we were successful,” said Andreas
Peens, the attorney for the Kgetlengrivier residents.

On Tuesday 13 April, Sakeliga made verbal
submissions to the Portfolio Committee on
Employment and Labour on the proposed
Employment Equity Amendment Bill.

The bill empowers the Minister of Labour to
prescribe racial demographic employment
targets for individual companies to
implement at every workplace and at every
occupational level, under threat of fines and
denial of compliance certificates.

Sakeliga chief executive Piet le Roux
presented three underlying problems with
the bill, namely the timing of its introduction;
the implications of its vision; and that racial
classification is something South Africa
ought to be moving away from, not doubling
down on.

Fundamentally, Le Roux argued, success
for the bill would mean failure for society

as a place of human flourishing. “The
bill envisions a future where every
organisation, at each of its workplaces,
at every occupation level, and in all its
teams, reflect the racial demographics
of the country, the province or the sector,
whichever the Minister picks. Any deviation
from this standard is considered by the bill
to be an affront and subject to remedy by
the state, under penalty of fines or worse.”

“The problem with this vision is that it can
only be achieved by limiting employment
opportunities for some people in those
areas where they are ‘over-represented’ and
requiring them by whatever direct or indirect
means to seek employment in other parts
of the country where that racial category is
‘under-represented’. This would constitute
a new kind of migrant labour system, with

detrimental effect on the stability and vitality
of concrete communities in all racial groups
from which its members would have to
emigrate to suit the bill's vision. We are
speaking about millions of people from all
race groups having to relocate if ever the bill
is to achieve what it seeks.”
