Rustenburg Taxi Rank

Rustenburg – For those who have endured 
the legal process of purchasing a gun, from 
competency and applying for a license… to 
the long wait... the procedure from start to 
finish can take up to two years. 
Criminals, however, can pop in at the 
Rustenburg Taxi Rank and obtain an illegal 
firearm in less than 15 minutes. 
To demonstrate that the new proposed 
Firearms Control Amendment Bill will have no 
impact on criminals and would only leave law 
abiding citizens vulnerable, two employees of 
a local company took to the Rustenburg Taxi 
Rank and asked the very first taxi driver they 
came across where they could buy a firearm. 
He pointed them in the direction of a group 
of men standing around a Toyota Tazz. They 
casually approached one of the men and 
asked if he had anything that they could 
use to defend themselves. (PS: If he wrote 

this on his firearm application however, 
his application would most probably have 
been declined.) The guy popped his boot 
and folded back a blanket covering a wide 
range of illegal firearms. The firearms ranged 
from a Glock 19 to an AK47 and heaps of 
ammunition. He and one of his colleagues 
assured them that all the firearms they sell 
are untraceable. 
All in all, it took them about 15 minutes to be 
offered an untraceable firearm for as little as 
R500 including enough ammunition to cause 
serious damage. 
In a separate incident, a Platinum Weekly 
employee was on an investigative assignment 
and found himself in a tavern near Rasimone. 
A man came up to him with a plastic Checkers 
shopping bag and offered him a gun for cash. 
Buying an illegal firearm, it seems, is as easy 
as buying bread and milk at your local café. 

6 ARMED ROBBERIES, 1 DAY 
Rustenburg – Police in Rustenburg have 
confirmed they are investigating at least six 
incidents of armed robbery which occurred 
at various business premises on Thursday 
24  June. No arrests have been made as 
yet and the police are also yet to establish if 
some or all incidents are related.  
1.	In one of the robberies, eight armed men 

stormed into the Ackermans clothing 
shop located along Fatima Bhayat 
street before threatening the 
manager and employees at 
gunpoint. Police spokesperson 
captain Elsabe Augoustides 
said they then forced the 
employees to open the safe and 
stole an unspecified amount of 
cash. They also looted employees’ 
cellphones before they fled on foot. 

2.	In the second incident, three armed men 
robbed Ultra Liquors just as the manager 
was locking up the premises. They also 
threatened employees with a firearm, 
forced them to open the cash register 
before they took the money and fled 
the scene. 

3.	In the third incident, five armed suspects 
assaulted the manager of Zorba Café 

located at Kerk street after he had refused 
to lie down on the floor. They stole cash, 
cellphones and airtime before they fled the 
scene in a white Volkswagen Polo. 

4.	Armed men also robbed Oppi Stoep 
Supermarket near Olifantsnek of an 
undisclosed amount of cash. This was after 
they had ordered an employee to open the 

cash register at gunpoint.
5.	 An armed robbery was also 

reported at Checkers located 
along Thabo Mbeki Drive. 
A man pointing a firearm at 
one of the employees at the 
store while instructing them 

to open the cash register, was 
spotted by another employee 

who was monitoring the security 
cameras. “The employee informed the 

manager and the suspect fled the scene on 
foot with cash,” Augoustides added. 

6.	In the other incident, the manager of the 
Wimpy at Safari Gardens was opening the 
restaurant for business when two men with 
guns pounced on him and demanded the 
money that was in the cash register. After 
taking the money, the suspects fled the 
scene on foot.

Marikana/ Rustenburg – Three people lost 
their lives on Saturday 26 June at a shopping 
centre in Marikana after a knife wielding man 
stabbed a police officer. 
“The man, who is believed to be mentally 
challenged, had allegedly bought two 
knives from one of the grocery stores and 
immediately threatened to stab security 
officers before he was chased away. He 
proceeded to another store and chased after 
security officers in another attempt to stab 
them. He was undeterred by the warning 
shots which were fired by the security 
officers,” police spokesperson brigadier 
Sabata Mokgwabone said.
“The man ultimately stabbed one of 
the security officers in the chest and he 
succumbed to his injuries on scene. It is 

alleged that the other security officer fired 
several shots leading to the death of the 
man.” Mokgwabone explained that during the 
incident, a sergeant stationed at Marikana 
spotted the suspect as he was chasing 
people and threatening to stab them. 
“The sergeant who was armed with his 
service pistol, also fired several shots. In 
the process, a man and his son were struck 
by stray bullets. The man died on the scene 
while his son sustained injuries to the leg,” 
he explained. The injured man was taken 
to Job Shimankane Tabane Hospital for 
medical treatment. Three cases of murder 
and another of attempted murder have 
been opened and the Independent Police 
Investigative Directorate (IPID) is conducting 
further investigations into the incident. 

WHOSE MINE IS IT?
RBN actions against Elias Setuke

Rustenburg – There is an ongoing dispute 
about the legality of a chrome mining 
operation on land belonging to the Royal 
Bafokeng Nation (RBN). 
In a statement RBN says:
We are aware of illegal occupation and 
chrome mining activities by associates 
of Elias Setuke on land owned by RBN. 
Certain of the mineral rights are owned 
by Nuco Chrome. The RBN owns 26% of 
Nuco and supports Nuco’s plans to develop 
a chrome mine in compliance with the law.
On 6 May, Nuco applied to the High Court 
for an interdict to stop the illegal mining 
and to have those illegally occupying the 
land evicted.
Setuke and his associates opposed the 
application for an interdict. 
The court ruled that the illegal mining 
must stop temporarily. Setuke and his 
associates were given until 24 June to 
give the court reasons why the illegal 
mining and land occupation should not be 
stopped permanently.

The illegal mining is continuing however, 
in breach of the court’s ruling. Anyone 
co-operating with this illegal mining is 
acting in contempt of court and faces 
possible imprisonment.
The RBN intends to fully pursue its interests 
through the legal process so that Nuco can 
continue with its plans to legally establish a 
chrome mine. 
Residents are cautioned against signing 
petitions in support of Setuke in return for 
promises of land and jobs.

We live here now
Rustenburg – Community members 
staying close to the Waterval dumpsite just 
outside town, have raised their concerns 
about an informal settlement that started 
developing on the municipal grounds 
across the road from the site. According to 
a local landowner, there was an agreement 
between property owners in the area and 
the Rustenburg Local Municipality (RLM) 
that “the land will not be used to house 
people”. The community members also 
raised their concerns about crime in the 
area. A local business owner told Platinum 
Weekly that “the dumpsite dwellers” 
have broken into his business premises 
on several occasions and have stolen 

everything from electrical wires to metal 
parts of cars and window frames. 
Rumours are doing the rounds that the 
squatters bought stands across the road 
from the Waterval dumpsite for R1,500.
In response, RLM’s spokesperson Thapelo 
Matebesi said: “It is not in the municipality’s 
town planning policy to allow people 
to settle or erect houses or structures 
randomly, without properly approved plans, 
as determined by our human settlement 
legislation. It is therefore illegal. The 
municipality is obviously going to take 
appropriate corrective measures against 
people, both legally by evicting them and 
forcefully in terms of law enforcement.”

An informal settlement 
is mushrooming at the 
Waterval Dumpsite.

“The accused was arrested on Sunday 20 June and was granted R1,000 bail. He will 
reappear in court again on 17 August. The victim was allegedly raped from 2019 to May 
2021 in Mogwase,” Mokgwabone said. In a statement, the MKLM has urged community 
members to remain calm and let the law take its course. 

Women held 
at gunpoint
Rustenburg – An elderly woman and her 
domestic worker was held at gunpoint on 
the morning of Thursday 24 June.
According to captain Elsabé 
Augoustides,  four armed attackers 
gained entry into her home in Safari 
Gardens. The  women were tied up 
while the suspects ransacked her house 
for electronics, cash, jewellery and 
cellphones. The attackers fled on foot.

Rustenburg – The building on the corner of 
President Mbeki Drive and Heystek Street has 
become a landmark in Rustenburg over the 
past three decades. The practices’ reputation 
was built brick by brick. The building houses 
many reputable companies and as of late, 
a few squatters have also decided to call 
its doorstep home. “We have experienced 
problems in the past where homeless people 
has been sleeping next to our building. I once 
confronted them and the next day I found a 
brick had been thrown through the window,” 
said owner of the President Mbeki wing of the 
building, Kobus Siemens, in an interview with 
Platinum Weekly.
The Rustenburg Local Municipality (RLM) 
employed a contractor to repair broken pipes 
along President Mbeki drive and accordingly 
the pavement in front of the building had to 
be dug up. This caused inconvenience for the 
tenants and their clients, but it was necessary. 
However, the homeless ‘living’ on the 
building’s doorstep welcomed this 
construction as they are now being supplied 
with ‘free’ building material. The bricks that 
have been removed from the pavement are 
now being used to build structures against 
the wall of the building. The ‘walls’ for the 
four structures already constructed with 
these bricks are getting higher and higher 
every day…

The only way to resolve this is to pay the 
exuberant fees of getting an eviction notice 
and because it is on the pavement, it is not 
part of the business’ property. 
It falls under the Rustenburg Local 
Municipality, therefore the owner of the 
building’s hands are tied.  
“Over the years, I have invested a great deal 
in this building of which I’m very proud. We 
put in a a huge amount of effort to make it 
safe, professional and easily accessible, 
even to disabled patients, but this is really 
ruining the vision we had when we started,” 
Kobus added.
The general opinion around this is, is ‘well 
if we move them, they will just go squat 
somewhere else so why do anything about it?’ 
Does this mean that business owners just 
have to sit back and see their property value 
and client visits drop? This is a growing 
concern in our city as it deters business 
owners from constructing buildings and clients 
from visiting them. What is going to happen 
when the contractor is finished and has to 
take back the bricks used for the shelters – 
will they have to obtain a demolition order?
In response, RLM spokesperson Thapelo 
Matabesi said: “It is not the municipality’s town 
planning policy to allow people to settle or 
erect houses or structures randomly, without 
properly approved plans, as determined 

by our human settlement legislation. It is 
therefore illegal, and the municipality is 
obviously going to take appropriate corrective 
measures to legally evict them in terms of 
the law.”

In some of the cases, criminals have placed sharp, metallic spikes and other dangerous 
objects on the surface of road to cause damage to passing vehicles. After stopping to inspect 
the damage, the unsuspecting drivers are then ambushed and robbed of their valuables.     
•	 In an incident which occurred on Sunday 23 May at around 20h00, a 43-year-old victim 

was driving along the N4 near Mooinooi when a suspect threw a rock at his car, which 
damaged his front tyre. When he stopped, he was threatened with a firearm and robbed 
of his cellular phone. 

Said police spokesperson colonel Adéle Myburgh: “With recent media focus on ‘a spike in N4 
crime’, the general public are more aware of the dangers. However, this is not the case in the 
North West. Nevertheless, even one case reported, is one too many.” 
“SAPS are working hard to prevent crime along the N4. The Highway Patrol Unit is on high 
alert on all major highways, including the N4,” colonel Myburgh added.

Eskom 
implements 
conditional 
1.5% basic 

wage increase 
offer

SA – After extensive engagements at the 
Central Bargaining Forum since the start of the 
wage talks in May 2021, Eskom has exercised 
its right and made a decision to implement its 
final 1.5% basic wage increase and changes to 
the conditions of service offer with effect from 
1 July 2021. This decision has been formally 
communicated to the three recognised trade 
unions; the National Union of Mineworkers, the 
National Union of Metalworkers of South Africa 
and Solidarity. 
“Colleagues, as proud, caring and committed 
South Africans, we cannot allow a dispute over 
wages to compromise our national interest and 
hold hard working South Africans and their 
families hostage, as a result,” said Eskom group 
chief executive André de Ruyter in a statement 
to employees. “When Eskom Guardians keep 
the lights burning in South Africa, and electricity 
supplied to crucial medical facilities, we are 
playing our part in ensuring that hospitals and 
businesses can operate, save lives and get 
South Africans back to work.” 
The wage talks ended on 2 June 2021, with 
Eskom declaring a dispute when it could not 
reach any agreement with the trade unions. No 
resolution could be reached at the conciliation 
and mediation process held on 10 June 2021 at 
the Commission of Conciliation, Mediation and 
Arbitration (CCMA) head office. 
The following day Eskom received notification 
that organised labour had referred the dispute 
to the CCMA for arbitration. The parties are still 
waiting for the arbitration process.

Rustenburg – A fleet of vehicles purchased 
by the Rustenburg Local Municipality (RLM) 
in 2018 to boost service delivery cannot be 
utilised pending the outcome of an ongoing 
case currently before the North West High 
Court in Mahikeng.  
The fleet includes a batch of Nissan double 
cab NP300 bakkies that were unveiled by 
the municipality in Rustenburg on Monday 
9 July 2018. However, a case in which 
service provider KSP Group has taken the 
municipality to court over non-payment, 
is yet to be finalised and this means the 
vehicles cannot be used.  
The municipality, on the other hand, is 
arguing it deliberately suspended payments 
relating to the multi-million deal after 
discovering “price overinflation” irregularities 
on the part of the service provider. A number 
of the vehicles, which can be seen parked 
at the municipality’s technical services yard 
on the corner of Lucas and Bosch Street, 
are nothing but white elephants. 
Democratic Alliance (DA) provincial 
chairperson and RLM councillor Luan 
Snyders has called for a thorough 

investigation into alleged irregularities. 
“There are contractual disputes between 
RLM and the service provider, which I 
cannot comment on as the court case is 
sub judice,” he said. “The new fleet would 
have lifted the burden of service delivery to 
the people of the greater Rustenburg. The 
municipality should enter into mediation 
with the service provider to find a cost-
effective way of settling this dispute outside 
court to save the taxpayer legal fees. The 
bid committees who sat and approved 
this tender should be investigated for 
any alleged irregularities that might have 
occurred during the process,” he said.     
Snyders also believes Nqobile Nyathi, the 
former municipal manager who signed off 
the tender, could provide some answers to 
such investigations.  
Rustenburg residents, who have taken to 
Facebook to vent their frustrations at this 
state of affairs, are also concerned with the 
delays of municipal personnel in attending 
to the repair of public infrastructure and the 
provision of other essential services. In the 
meantime, the vehicles are deteriorating ...

Rustenburg – Vir meer as ‘n honderd jaar al 
pronk Rustenburg met ‘n pragtige historiese 
gebou op die hoek van Kerk- en Von Wielligh 
straat wat al vele doele gedien het.
