DICING WITH DEATH 
Phokeng – A 47-year-old man, who allegedly 
shot a traffic officer in an attempt to avoid being 
arrested, only got himself seriously injured and 
will now face additional charges when he appears 
before the courts.   
The man was arrested on Friday 23 July for 
attempted murder, pointing a firearm and the illegal 
possession of a firearm and ammunition. 
Moments before his arrest, two traffic officers – 
who were on duty along the R565 road in Boshoek 
–stopped a vehicle that the man and three other 
passengers were travelling in. 

This was after the suspect, who was driving the 
Toyota Corolla, had skipped a stop sign.  
“After stopping next to the road, the driver got 
out of the car and approached the traffic officers 
and apologised,” said police spokesperson 
captain Aafje Botma. “In the meantime, the other 
traffic officer approached the vehicle with the 
three occupants. He then spotted a firearm in 
the vehicle and went back to alert his colleague. 
The suspect who apparently overheard the 
conversation, pulled a pistol from his waist and 
attempted to shoot the traffic officers, but the 
firearm jammed.” 
“Upon noticing what was happening, the traffic 
officer’s colleague allegedly fired a shot, hitting 
the suspect in the upper body. The wounded 
suspect and his three passengers ran away 
in different directions. However, the wounded 
suspect fell to the ground a few metres away 
from the scene,” Botma explained. 
Trauma Rescue paramedics, who were also 
summoned to the scene, attended to the 
wounded suspect before transporting him to 
hospital for further treatment. 
A manhunt has been launched for the other 
three suspects while the man – who is still in 
hospital – is expected to appear in court as soon 
as he has recovered.

Man shares insight on hijack and kidnapping ordeal  

Rustenburg/ Derby – A 60-year-old man, 
who wishes to remain anonymous, was 
hijacked and kidnapped on the Derby Road 
on Tuesday 20 July. He shared an insight into 
how this harrowing ordeal unfolded and how 
God guided and protected him while at the 
mercy of his kidnappers.
While transporting empty barrels on a trailer 
with his bakkie, he became aware of blue 
lights behind him. Eventually, the vehicle 
flashed his lights and as a law-abiding 
citizen, he pulled over. A well-dressed man 
came up to him and announced that he is a 
policeman investigating the transportation of 
illegal chemicals. 
“I told him that the barrels were empty, but 
the ‘policeman’ asked to take a look-see 
for himself,” he said. Once the officer was 
satisfied that the barrels were empty, he 
started walking around the car, opening the 
doors and checking the glove compartment. 

He then moved to the back and pointed at 
something. The man, who was unsure what 
he was pointing at, bent over to see – and 
at that moment three other men 
suddenly appeared and threw him 
into the back seat of his bakkie… 
He was instructed to lay down in the small 
space behind the seats. He was ordered to 
cover his eyes with his mask. 
“As they threw me into the car, I started 
praying. I asked God for guidance and to 
help me to make the right decisions,” he said.  
The hijackers detached the bakkie’s trailer 
and drove off with him. They were driving 
for hours but the man never stopped 
praying. His attackers told him that if he just 
continues to cooperate, he will see his 
family again. After a while they stopped and 
loaded him into another, much smaller car 
where he was once again told to lay on the 
ground behind the seats. “My body started 

to ache and hurt all over. My legs went 
numb, and then the pain stopped.”
He never stopped praying. One of the 
hijackers asked him what he was doing, 
when he realised that his mouth was moving 
while he was praying. He was instructed to 
immediately stop praying… Yet, he continued 
without moving his lips. 
When the man was approached by the 
bogus cops on the Derby Road, a farm 
worker witnessed the whole ordeal and 
immediately sounded alarm. 
In the meantime, the man’s family started 
phoning him. 
He was allowed to answer on loudspeaker 
so that his captors could make sure the man 
did not inform them about his situation. 
Thinking on his feet, he made up a story 
about visiting an old friend… A friend who 
passed away more than 20 years ago. This 
flagged suspicion, his family immediately 
knew something was very, very 
wrong. They alerted the authorities.
After a few hours the car eventually came to 
a stop. 
With his eyes still covered, the man was 
only able to see bits and pieces of his 
surroundings. He was escorted into what he 
presumes was a shack and later found out 
that he was in Soweto. Once again God’s 
guidance helped him, and he started talking 
with his captors and even made a few jokes. 
Their attitude towards him started to change. 
He was then again instructed to get into 
another vehicle. 
God placed something on his heart, and he 
just knew he had to say something to his 
captors: “Even when you told me to 
stop praying, I didn’t. I even prayed 
for you.” 

The captor who earlier on told him to stop 
praying then thanked him. Then he was 
allowed to sit on the back seat. He was told 
that they are going to drop him off somewhere 
and that he will find his car, with his cell phone 
and wallet within a 200m radius as long as 
he keeps on cooperating. The captor then 
placed his hand on his leg and said: “I am 
sorry for what you had to go through today, 
but this is my job. Times are tough and we 
need the money.”
They were still driving when he suddenly 
started to feel sick. He informed his captors 
and they asked him not to get sick in the car. 
He planned on using his jacket and they even 
helped him to remove it but then they stopped 
and told him to open the door. One captor 
then gently helped him out of the car and told 
him that he is now free. He was instructed 
to walk 10 meters and then he could 
open his eyes. 
He walked his 10 meters and found himself 
in unfamiliar surroundings, with no car in 
sight. He approached a house where the 
people came to his aid. They didn’t have any 
airtime or data available but let him to send 
a “please call me”.  They informed him 
that he was somewhere near Westonaria, 
and took him to a spot where he was met by 
his family. 
“I want to give God all the glory 
and thanks for saving me that day. 
He blessed me with wonderful people in my 
life that all joined the search. God kept me 
calm, He gave me the right words to say and 
because of His guidance I’m with my family 
today. I got a second chance at life.”
He would also like to urge the community 
to be vigilant and not pull over but most 
importantly – to just cooperate. 

Five busted in murder of police officers
NW – Five suspects expected to appear 
before the Ganyesa Magistrate’s Court 
on Friday 30 July have been busted in the 
murder of two police officers. 
The five were arrested by the Hawks on 
charges of murder, malicious damage to 
property and possession of a stolen firearm 
on 27 July in a case linked to the murder of 
constable Simon Ngakaemang Ntsekeletsa 
and sergeant Mojalefa Horatius Molete. 
Investigations reveal both deceased were 
conducting patrols in a police vehicle on 
Monday 26 July when they came across a 
vehicle loaded with suspected stolen goats. 
They reported the incident but moments later, 
their superiors became worried after they 
failed to return to Mareetsane police station. 
After repeated attempts to contact them 
through their cell phones and a police radio 
proved futile, a manhunt was launched. 
The following day, community members 
raised the alarm bell after noticing a trail 
of blood along the road leading to the 
police station. 

“A knife and a police badge belonging to one 
of the deceased was found at the scene and 
a second badge was found near Mareetsane 
road. A burnt state vehicle wherein the 
bodies of the deceased police officers were 
discovered,” Hawks spokesperson captain 
Tlangelani Rikhotso said. “The team followed 
all leads… and arrested the five suspects who 
were allegedly found in possession of a 9mm 
pistol which was taken from the slain police 
officers. A hammer, clothing with suspected 
blood stains and a vehicle have been seized 
for further investigation,” Rhikhotso added.

1.5 million 
rounds of 

ammunition 
still missing 

KwaZulu Natal – “More than a 1.5 million rounds of ammunition looted 
from a container depot in Mobeni, KwaZulu Natal, during a rampant spate 
of unrest, is still missing,” said Specialist Investigators into Serious Violent 
& Serious Economic Crimes Mike Bolhuis. The ammunition had been 
stored in a container at a depot in Prospecton. Sources with knowledge of 
the incident said that the bullets were housed in a container stacked high 
above the ground, lending credence to claims that the depot may have been 

intentionally targeted. “Most of the looted ammunition is still not accounted for.
SAPS recovered some ammunition 100km from Durban, along the KwaZulu-
Natal coast.”
•	 A total of 1,500,000 rounds were stolen, most of those were 9mm rounds.
•	 Total weight of cargo = 18,000kg or 18 ton.
•	 Therefore, if you wanted to carry the ammunition away and it is packed in 

30kg boxes, you will need 600 strong men to carry the boxes away.

Ensuring lockdown compliance 
Rustenburg – The South African National 
Defence Forces (SANDF) teamed up with 
the South African Police Services (SAPS) to 
make sure people traveling in and out of the 
CBD complied with Covid-19 regulations. 

Rustenburg police spokesperson Ofentse 
Mogadi said: “It is important for everyone to 
wear their masks in public, so the police and 
army have been collaborating to make sure 
everyone complies.”

CAR HIJACKS ON THE INCREASE
NW – The South African Police Services 
(SAPS) in the North West Province are 
urging motorists travelling within the 
Bojanala Platinum District to be extra 
careful following an increase in hijacking 
incidents reported in the area. Police 
spokesperson captain Aafje Botma warned 
motorists against stopping for unknown 

persons as this could put them in danger. “If 
stopped by the police or traffic officials and 
you feel unsafe or threatened, put on your 
hazard lights and slowly drive to the nearest 
police station,” she said. She also advised 
motorists to plan their routes before driving 
as well as to regularly  check the rear-view 
mirror during the journey.  

RIFLES LINKED TO FARM ATTACKS
Kanana/ Rustenburg – Police in 
Rustenburg have gathered evidence 
suggesting the rifles found buried in a 
shallow pit in Kanana are linked to a farm 
attack incident which occurred in Koster 
in March last year. Acting on information 

supplied by the community, police officers 
based at Boitekong SAPS located the rifles 
on Saturday 17 July. 
Rustenburg police spokesperson sergeant 
Ofentse Mokgadi told Platinum Weekly that 
no arrests have been made yet.

The two riffles were found buried in a shallow pit. 

On Friday 23 July, personnel from the army and 
police were spotted along the busy Fatima Bhayat 
Street during one of their compliance operations. 

The bodies of the cops were discovered in a burnt 
state vehicle.

Home is where the heart is

Rustenburg – Craig and Linda Evens arrived 
at Tlholego Ecovillage and Learning Centre 
outside Rustenburg on Monday 19  July… 
just one of the stops on their journey to 
‘somewhere’. Their wanderlust and free-
spirited personalities would not let the couple, 
their dog Mila and ‘Martha’ (their van) stay in 
one spot for too long. The Evens’ go wherever 
the road takes them, exploring life outside of 
conventional society. They have been on the 
road for two years.
Platinum Weekly caught up with the Evens’ to 
get a glimpse of their adventure.  
They got tired of the hustle and bustle of 
their everyday life in Benoni and decided that 
they wanted a life less ordinary. They started 
out with a five-year plan, wanting to buy a 
camper van and hit the road. After Linda was 
retrenched in 2019, their five-year plan was 
nipped in the bud, and so their journey of 
finding a new home on the road took flight. 
The Evens found Martha online. Martha is a 
Ford Transit Mk1 from the late 60’s and was 
available for R65,000. It was love at first sight! 
On their way back to Benoni, from Klerksdorp, 
they realised that none of Martha’s gauges 
worked... 

“Just something small that can be fixed,” they 
thought… Luckily, they were traveling in two 
vehicles. Linda was the one driving Martha 
when the vehicle came to a complete standstill 
– right next to Soweto, and that with an empty 
petrol tank. Not wanting to leave his wife alone 
next to the road, Craig stayed with the van 
while Linda went in search of petrol – and 
then she got lost. Needless to say, they finally 
managed to get home safely, and this was just 
the first of many stories about their adventures 
with Martha.
Before they even started with Martha’s 
renovations, they were offered R200,000 
for her by an Irishman. This was when they 
discovered the real value of their new home.
A fully restored model such as Martha fetches 
anything from £28,000-34,000 in the United 
Kingdom (almost R700 000). They declined 
the offer. Martha was their new home and the 
start of their nomad life.
The camper van’s interior also had to be 
refurbished so Craig and Linda both jumped 
in and within a very short time the interior was 
changed to meet all their basic requirements. 
After a few tweaks to Martha, the Evens 
sold all their belongings and hit the road. 

They  ended up at a caravan park in Shelly 
Beach KwaZulu Natal – and since then, they 
have never looked back. 
They set up a Facebook page where people 
can follow their journey. Along the way they 
met people who became mentors and friends. 
Their Facebook followers also became friends, 
even more like family, which led to them often 
getting invited to places all over South Africa. 
“We decided to never make plans for a trip… 
we just let Martha lead the way and leave 
when we feel it is time,” Craig said. 
When asked what their favourite destination 
was so far, they couple said, “All of them”. 
Linda added that the reason for this is that no 
two places are the same and you can’t carry 
the expectations of the previous stop to the 
next one. 
The Evens’ put a lot of mileage on Martha… 
They recently visited Ford’s Struandale Engine 
Plant in Gqeberha (Port Elizabeth). Martha 
was originally built in the UK and exported to 
Ford South Africa in Port Elizabeth in 1970. 
This lifestyle comes with its own unique 
challenges. Martha is heavy on fuel, with 
4km on one litre of petrol. So far, they have 
travelled 11,600 km. 
Because their beloved Mila, a rescue dog, 
travels with them, finding budget-friendly and 
pet-friendly accommodation can be difficult. 

The only thing they miss about their old life is 
having a big, luxurious bed. “Our bed is a bit 
small for us, however, when we sometimes get 
to stay in lodges or huts it is a bit overwhelming, 
as we are not used to so much space,” Linda 
said laughingly. Driving with a 50-year-old car 
that still has about 80% of its original parts 
can also come with a few trials. One such trial 
was during a trip that required driving through 
a pass. While going downhill Martha’s breaks 
started failing. Craig adjusted the gear leaver 
and kept his hand sturdy on the hand break 
trying to slow the camper down. Luckily an 
upward slope in the road soon appeared. 
They reached it just in time as Martha’s breaks 
decided to fail completely. They managed to 
stop safely. The most valuable lesson they 
have learned on the road so far is…
Don’t trust everyone.
One of their most memorable stories was 
when they had the chance to get to take 
Martha for a drive on a racecourse. Let’s just 
say Martha is better suited for the open road. 
The Evens couple loves their life on the road 
and enjoys meeting people along their way. 
“We love meeting people, learning new things 
and experiencing life,” the couple concluded.

THE CHERRY ON TOP OF A FREEZING WINTER

To protect the cherry trees from frost, micro sprinklers apply just enough water to cover affected plants in layers of ice.

Rustenburg/ Buffelspoort – As cold 
front after cold front hits South Africa, 
Rustenburg has also been 
experiencing extremely cold weather. 
Some residents are even claiming it 
is the coldest winter they have ever 
experienced here.
Photos of cherry trees draped in ice 
in the Buffelspoort area last week 

was also circulated on social media. 
Although we are not disputing the 
fact that it was ‘freezing’, it was a 
contributing factor to these ‘icicles’ 
hanging from the trees.
Protecting a tree with ice is the most 
effective way to avoid frost damage. 
Low-pressure sprinklers known as 
micro sprinklers apply just enough 

water to glaze affected plants in 
layers of ice, rather than soaking 
them and forming one massive layer 
of ice that may cause more cooling 
before it freezes. Although it seems 
counterintuitive, the ice will protect 
the tree because the temperature 
beneath the ice will not drop 
below 2°C.

Let’s explain 
before you complain
Rustenburg – Bing! Your taps are dry… Bang! The lights are out with 
electricity outages... Boom! You can’t get to your front door or garage 
because your driveway has been dug up and there is a trench across 
the  way. Open access fibre network operator (FNO), Evotel’s Head 
of Business Development, Bradley Bekker says that FNOs regularly 
receive complaints about one or even all of these issues and that some 
explanation and consumer education is warranted. 
Why?
As a relatively new technology, not everyone understands fibre and the 
value of what it can bring to a community. “Fibre is the latest and fastest 
way to connect users to the internet. Everyone, these days, wants to be 
connected to the internet and should be, because that is what living in the 
modern age requires. It is present in everything we do. It is no longer a 
nice-to-have; it has become essential. Life has become digital and you 
can’t not embrace it,” says Bekker.
Who? 
Residents should know that an FNO can’t simply rock up in town and 
start building a fibre network. FNOs have to contact municipalities to 
get permission to install the infrastructure – obtaining an approved and 
signed wayleave by the municipality. “We continue placing customers first 
and when we do an installation, we do everything possible to ensure 
that people are not inconvenienced and communities do not experience 
disruptions,” Bekker stresses. 
How?
There are basically two ways of installing fibre; through trenching or via 
an aerial solution. What’s the difference? In short, one is laying fibre 
cables underground (trenching) and the other is stringing cable over or 
above-ground (aerial). Evotel is capable of deploying both trenched and 
aerial installations, but is, however, more supportive of aerial installations 
due to decreased risk of municipal infrastructure damage, reduced repair 
times and less unhappy residents. “Our business is all about helping 
people. We do not make it our mission to disturb people’s lives and cause 
inconvenience. In fact, we aim to better their lives and to provide them 
with fast and reliable fibre to access the internet as quickly as possible 
and to repair faulty cables in hours, not days,” Bekker concludes.

CALL TO STOP WATER POLLUTION
NW – The North West Department of Water 
and Sanitation embarked on a ‘clear rivers’ 
campaign to educate communities to not pollute 
rivers. The campaign, which commenced 
in the last week of July, discouraged habits 
like throwing away papers, plastics, diapers, 
empty cans or animal skins into or near 
rivers, but to rather dispose of these items 

responsibly. North West Department of Water 
and Sanitation communications officer Katlego 
Bolokang underlined the importance of water 
preservation. “Several communities depend 
on rivers for survival, especially in rural areas. 
When we degrade our rivers and turn them 
into dumpsites, we degrade ourselves as 
water is a human and constitutional right.” 

She also spoke about the importance of 
appreciating the economic value of rivers and 
wetlands. “Communities use reeds from rivers 
and wetland vegetation to make baskets, 
mats, curtain blinds and handbags. Fishing is 
one way of providing food for families. We can 
sell the fish, but we must practice sustainable 
fishing methods,” she concluded.

Filthy rivers can lead to the death of fish, water plants and animals. Polluted water also carries diseases.

example, make it easy to keep in the loop 
even with Covid-19 restrictions. However, 
we have to monitor children's access to 
social media to ensure that they are not 
harmed or do something irresponsible.
