EIGHT ATTACKERS AMBUSH FAMILY
Rustenburg – A family was ambushed by 
eight men while returning to their home in 
a Safari Gardens complex on Wednesday 
11  August. Police spokesperson captain 
Elsabé Augoustides confirmed that they 
were confronted by the assailants in the 
parking area outside. Three of the robbers 
forced the father into the house while 

the other five attackers stayed with the 
remaining victims in the car. They forced him 
to open the safe and after discovering that 
there was no money in it, they demanded all 
the cash in the house or, as they threatened, 
“we will kill your children”. 
He handed them all the money he 
could gather.

Suspecting something might be wrong, 
neighbours went to check what the uproar 
was about. When the robbers realised that 
they were seen, they fired three shots before 
fleeing the scene in a white Toyota Corolla. 
Police are investigating a case of armed 
house robbery. No suspects have been 
arrested yet.

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DEADLY ACCIDENT 
ON R556

Makolokwe (between Brits 
and Marikana) – Hartbeespoort 
Emergency Medical 
Services (HEMS) responded 
to an accident on the R556 
(Majakaneng/ Sun City road) 
near Makolokwe on Monday 
9 August. A Toyota sedan and 
an SUV collided. Apparently 
one of the vehicles swerved 
out for pedestrians when it 
collided with the other vehicle. 
Upon arrival HEMS responders 
found that three people died 
on the scene. Two people with 
moderate to serious injuries 
were transported to hospital.

A collision between a Toyota sedan and SUV left three people dead.

Koster – A man appeared before the Koster 
Magistrates’ Court on Tuesday 10 August 
on charges of stabbing a person to death. 
Apparently the two were embroiled in an 
argument at a tavern in Derby. 
Nkosinathi Emmanuel Boys, who stands 
accused of murdering a 20-year-old man, will 
be back in court on 16 August for a formal 
bail application. Police spokesperson colonel 

Amanda Funani said Boys was arrested 
on 8 August. “The victim and the suspect, 
allegedly both members of the LVK and 
Money Lovers gangs, had an argument about 
gang leadership. The victim reportedly took 
out a knife and stabbed the suspect in the 
head. The suspect reportedly retaliated and 
subsequently stabbed the victim who died at 
the scene.”

ARGUMENT LEADS TO MURDER 

VEERING OFF THE ROAD

Driver lucky to escape serious injury when 
veering off the road. 

Veekraal/ Brits – A driver lost control of his 
vehicle on the R511 [linking Thabazimbi and 
the Brits area) on Thursday afternoon, 5 
August. The vehicle which veered off the road, 
was badly damaged.
Hartbeespoort Emergency Medical Service 
responded to the accident scene near 
Veekraal, and after stabilising, took the patient 
to the Brits hospital.  
Veering off the road /lane often leads to serious 
injuries and in many incidents involve crashing 
into oncoming traffic. One of the many reasons 
for veering off the road is sleep deprivation. 
Please take care and be safe on roads. 

LOOKING FOR

Two women were stranded next to the road 
after a vehicle crashed into the back of their 
Toyota Starlet.

Rustenburg – The victims of a hit-and-
run incident are looking for the other 
party who drove into the back of their 
Toyota Starlet on Friday night, 6 August.

Estates Road. The other vehicle could 
be a silver Toyota bakkie or a Fortuner. 
The driver of the other vehicle sped away 
leaving the two young women stranded 
next to the road. The driver of the Starlet 
suffered a whiplash and the passenger 
a cracked rib. Fortunately, people from 
a nearby settlement came to their aid.

WOMAN STABBED 
TO DEATH

Rustenburg – A 30-year-old female was allegedly stabbed to death by 
her boyfriend at De Brough Landgoed, outside Rustenburg on Tuesday 
3 August. Police spokesperson brigadier Sabata Mokgwabone 
confirmed that the victim was accompanied by police officers to fetch 
her belongings, after a dispute with her boyfriend. Reports indicate 
that as the victim approached the house, her alleged killer attacked 
her with a knife. A scuffle between the suspect and police ensued 
but he managed to break free and stab her several times before 
fleeing the scene. He was later successfully traced and  arrested.  
The suspect appeared before the Rustenburg Magistrates’ Court on 
10 August and is also facing charges of assaulting a police officer 
and will reappear in court on 13 August for a formal bail application.

BRIGHT YOUNG MUSICIANS’ 
LIVES CUT SHORT IN 
HORRIFIC ACCIDENT

Rustenburg – Tragedy struck when a horrific 
accident claimed the lives of six people, 
including two young musicians with great 
futures ahead of them. Tributes pour in for 
Sakhile ‘Killer Kau’ Hlatshwayo and Mongezi 
‘Mpura’ Stuurman as fans and fellow 
musicians struggle to come to terms with the 
tragedy. They were part of a group including 
Khanya Hadebe, TD and Thando Tot (who 
were also killed in the accident) on their way 
to perform at a gig just outside Rustenburg 
on Saturday 7 August.

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Rustenburg – The Fire Danger Index (FDI) is 
a value between 0 and 100 that tells us how 
dangerous fire conditions are on any one day. 
The calculation of the index takes into 
account: temperature, wind speed, relative 
humidity and previous rain. It functions as a 
warning system and is not a substitute for 
common sense and vigilance. 
Everyone has to comply with the restrictions 
of the FDI – whether you are a Fire Protection 
Association member or not. It is a criminal 
offence to start, or allow a fire to spread, when 
the FDI is orange or red.  Compliance with the 
FDI will influence legal and insurance claims.
For the past week, Rustenburg has been 
fluctuating between yellow and orange. 
This basically means that its either dangerous 

or very dangerous to start an open fire. 
You can find the daily colour-coded map on 
the South African Weather Service website or 
become a member of the Greater Rustenburg 
Fire Protection Association (GRFPA) where 
the FDI ‘colour of the day’ will be sent via 
WhatsApp directly to your cell phone every 
day during fire season (winter months). 
It is advisable for every owner 
on whose land a veldfire 
may start or burn or from 
whose land it may spread, 
to belong to an FPA. 
Landowners within the 
areas of the Rustenburg 
Local Municipality (RLM) or 
Mooinooi may join the GRFPA.

Koster – A general dealer in Koster was 
robbed by two armed men on Friday 6 
August. According to police spokesperson 
captain Sam Tselanyane, the owner and two 
other people were busy in the shop when two 
suspects entered. 
They pretended to be there to buy airtime 
before one of the suspects drew a firearm and 
pointed it at the owner. They took the victims’ 
cellphones and an undisclosed amount of 
cash before fleeing the scene.

The station immediately 
mobilised units including the Rustenburg 
mounted and Koster detectives units. The 
suspects were traced along the R52 towards 
Rustenburg and were both arrested and 
charged with business robbery. Further 
investigations into the incident continues.

POPULAR ACTOR’S 
KILLERS HANDED LIFE    

SA – The five men found guilty of the murder 
of Rhythm City actor Edwin Dumisani 
Masilela were each handed a life term by the 
Pretoria High Court on Wednesday 4 August.  
Bongani John Masombuka, Sfundo Harrison 
Nkosi, Khumbudzo Solomon Mukhuba, 
Brien Makhubedu and Mashudu Malema 
were sentenced to a further 175 years after 
they were also found guilty of kidnapping, 
the possession of a firearm, possession of 
ammunition, theft, robbery with aggravating 
circumstances and attempted robbery.  
In August 2017 the five, who were spotted 
in a Toyota Quantum, pointed a firearm at a 
man before robbing him of his off his Jeep 
Wrangler in Daveyton (Gauteng). 
National Prosecuting Authority spokesperson 
Lumka Mahanjana said the five, who travelled 

to Tembisa using the two vehicles on the same 
day, then approached Masilela while he was 
in his vehicle. “They stopped the Jeep and 
Mukhuba got out of the car and approached 
the Golf 7 in an attempt to rob the owner at 
gun point. Masilela, who was driving the car, 
managed to drive off but Mukhuba fired at the 
moving car. The bullet hit Dumisani and he 
later died at the hospital.”
Police investigations led to Mukhuba’s arrest 
on Saturday 7 August for possession of an 
unlicensed firearm. 
•	 The other four fled to Rustenburg, were they 

robbed another victim off his Ford Ranger. 
Masombuka was arrested in Rustenburg 
on 8 August in 2017 while Nkosi handed 
himself over to the police and was arrested 
seven days later.
