One of the
shoppers was blatantly kicked while
lying down.

A female employee was also manhandled.
Once the cash registers were empty, the
robbers took the hostages’ cellphones
before fleeing the scene.

Gerhard’s quick thinking resulted in him not
losing his phone to the robbers and he was
able to immediately alert the police.
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October school
holidays for 2021
to be scrapped?

Solidarity announced (18 August) that its
legal team is investigating the possibility
of litigation against the Department of
Basic Education (DBE). This follows the
department’s announcement that it believes
the October school holidays for 2021 should
be scrapped. In a letter to Basic Education
Minister Angie Motshekga, Solidarity said
it was opposed to this amendment to the
school calendar.

“They choose to consider only one regulation
while a number of others are disregarded
as they are continuing to steamroller ahead
with their plans, and that at the expense of
the well-being of both learners and teachers,”
said Johan Botha, deputy general secretary
of the Professional Sector at Solidarity.
Solidarity claims that the department is in
the process of changing the school calendar,
which currently consists of four terms, into
one of three terms, of which the last term will
have twice the number of weeks.

Solidarity is also of the opinion that the DBE
does not take into account its own policy that
stipulates that learners and teachers must
be given sufficient time to rest. According
to Botha, the learners and teachers would
benefit from it if the department rather adjusts
the date of the submission of final marks
so that the last two weeks of school on the
calendar could be fully utilised by schools
that need time to catch up. “We are of the
opinion that it would be far more advisable
to maximise the contact time that exists in
the current calendar. Our teachers and their
learners have worked hard over the past
year to overcome the various challenges
brought about by the Covid-19 pandemic.
We cannot allow them to be deprived of their
last proper break before the final exams,”
Botha concluded.

Rustenburg - Three men who
unsuccessfully attempted to defraud
a shop of R148,000 worth of cellular
phones appeared before the Rustenburg
Magistrates’ Court on Monday 16 August.
Tebogo William Ledwaba, Tshupetso
Simon Clement Rabodiba and Simphesihle
Cyrine Simelane — who are being charged
with fraud — were all granted R500 bail.
While they are now set to make their second
court appearance on 13 September, they
are still in police custody after the state
detained them on charges related to
another case. The trio were arrested on 12
August at Waterfall Mall after their attempt
to defraud a shop by pretending to be
representatives of another company, using
falsified documents. Their plan was foiled

by the manager who became suspicious of
their motives.

Police, who had been summoned to the
scene, arrested the three as they were
about to leave the shop. “Preliminary
investigation revealed that one of the
suspects defrauded the same company
out of five cellular phones with an
estimated value of R185,000 the month
before,” police spokesperson captain Sam
Tselanyane said.

The three cellular phones, as well as the
vehicle that was used by the suspects to
commit their crimes, were seized. “The
possibility that these suspects might be
operating as a syndicate and involved in a
series of other fraud-related cases cannot
be ruled out,” Tselanyane said.

Rustenburg — According to the Greater
Rustenburg Fire Protection Association
(GRFPA), we are entering the most
dangerous time of year for veldfires: the
veld is dry, temperatures are increasing,
and the winds are blowing. Rustenburg is
experiencing a high number of veldfires,
many of them malicious ignitions. These
fires are often started at night and when
the wind is high and fire-fighting conditions
are dangerous.

In a fire emergency, every second counts.
Therefore, you must be proactive and
prepared to defend your property from fire.
According to the Greater Rustenburg Fire
Protection Association (GRFPA), research of
fire situations revealed that the forward rate
of fire spread is roughly 10% of the average
open wind speed, called the “10% Wind Speed
Rule of Thumb’. What this means is that the
forward spread rate when burning conditions
are severe, namely when wind speeds are
high, and fuels are dry is 10% of the wind
speed. At wind speed of 25km/hr, a fire is
estimated to spread at 2.5km/hr or 0.7m/s.
Put another way... if a fire is 25m
from you, and the wind is blowing at
25km/hr - it will take 35 seconds to
reach you. If the fire is burning uphill the
rate of spread increases. This illustrates how
critical time is in preventing injury and loss
from fire.

It does not help complaining that the fire
engine did not get there in time. Fire engines
move slowly, fire moves very fast. You and
your neighbours are your best defence
against fire.

We are talking about fires in rural areas here.
It goes without saying that a fire engine is
a large and heavy vehicle, it cannot move
as fast as a bakkie, it has a large turning
circle and many farm roads and entrances
are too restrictive for the fire engine to gain
access. Obviously, the distance from the fire
station to your property also has to be taken
into account.

This is precisely why the National Veld Fire
and Forest Act was instituted — to place
the responsibility of protecting land in rural
areas on the landowner. The rural landowner
is legally required to prevent veldfires
by preparing and maintaining firebreaks.
The law further requires landowners to be
prepared for, and to fight fires on their own
and adjoining land. All rural landowners
are required to have equipment, protective
clothing and trained personnel that will allow
them to defend their own space.

As rural landowners your best
defence is being prepared, to start
fighting the fire immediately and
teamwork. Help your neighbour,
form groups of neighbours or use
existing social groups and help each
other out.

This is the principle guiding how the GRFPA
operates. The GRFPA is not a firefighting
service. There are members of the GRFPA
who voluntarily respond to cries for help in
the event of a fire, they do it as a community
service in their own time, and at their own
risk and cost.

The GRFPA owns limited equipment which
is available to members but most of the
equipment used is privately owned. The
GRFPA does not cover any of the costs of
fighting fires, these are all borne by the
volunteers: fuel, lost time from their ‘day
jobs’, damage to equipment and vehicles,
and injury to themselves.

The equipment available to members of each
cluster was either donated to the GRFPA or
purchased with member funds. If there is not
a cluster in your community, consider forming
one. Urge your neighbours to join and to
assist each other.

Marikana/ Rustenburg Sibanye-
Stillwater hosted a second Marikana
Memorial Lecture on Tuesday 17 August
as part of fulfilling their pledge to honour
mineworkers who lost their lives during the
tragic shooting incident in Marikana nine
years ago.

On 16 August 2012, 34 people, mostly
striking mineworkers, were shot dead and
78 others were left wounded when police
fired on a group gathered at a hill near
Lonmin’s mining operations in Marikana
while trying to disarm and disperse them. In
the preceding week, 10 people were killed
during strike-related violence.

We will monitor
the implementation of such policies.”

In his closing remarks, Froneman said

the memorial lecture also aims to assess
the achievements of projects aimed at
empowering victims of the massacre.
“We have launched a programme that
will support 20 entrepreneurs to build
their businesses and be part of our supply
chains. This is an example of the business
ethos we have adopted.”
