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KNIFE-WIELDING MEN 
ATTACK COUPLE ON FARM

Robbed at 
gunpoint in 
Kroondal   

Is there a target on 
your back?

Buffelspoort – A couple was attacked on their Spruitfontein farm 
near Buffelspoort on Tuesday 31 August.
Police spokesperson lieutenant colonel Amanda Funani confirmed 
that the couple was having supper when the four intruders, armed 
with knives entered their home. 
The attackers tied them up and assaulted them – demanding money. 
They fled the scene in the victim’s white Nissan Navara bakkie with an 
undisclosed amount of money and a firearm. Police are investigating 
a case of house robbery.

Kroondal – A man was robbed of his laptop, 
two cellular phones and a bag shortly after he 
stopped at a shop in Kroondal.  
It is suspected that four armed criminals 
followed him from a bank at Waterfall Mall, 
where he went to deposit money. The incident 
occurred on Wednesday 1 September at 

around 12h20 when the victim stopped at 
the Oom Fanta’s garden stall just outside 
Kroondal to buy vegetables. 
Before he could pay the cashier, the robbers 
stormed into the shop, pointed a gun at him 
and took his bag, a laptop, two cellular phones 
and his car keys. The armed men, who did 

not steal the victim’s 
car, sped away in a 
white VW Polo.   
Charl Visser from 
the community 
policing forum (CPF) 
urged residents 
to be vigilant: 
“Always assess your 
surroundings when 
visiting a bank or 
ATM.” Luckily nobody 
got hurt during the 
incident.

Rustenburg – The Rustenburg Local 
Municipality (RLM) has cited theft and 
vandalism of their infrastructure as the root 
cause of the latest round of power cuts. 
On 27 August, many parts of Rustenburg 
were left without electricity after criminals 
vandalised a mini substation, stealing the 
transformer oil. This new trend of stealing 
transformer oil negatively affects every 
business and household in Rustenburg. It 
is done by criminals who want to make a 
quick buck, not at all bothered by the effect 
they have on our local economy, or the 
inconvenience they cause.
“I did not have electricity for two days. I could 
not shower or cook food. This inconvenience 
also caused me to arrive at work late,” said a 
concerned resident of Witstinkhout Avenue.
What can be done do to stop these low-
life criminals from vandalising our power 
grid? The municipality might consider fitting 
cameras, erecting palisade fencing to 
prevent criminals from being able to damage 
the transformers or by offering reward money 
for information about the criminals. 
The Criminal Matters Amendment Act 
regulates bail and impose minimum offences 
for essential infrastructure-related offences. 
The minimum sentence for first-time 

offenders is three years. It would help if an 
arrest can be made and an example can be 
set by the courts. The theft and vandalism 
of transformers and other electrical 
infrastructure, which has been reported by 
the municipality for several weeks now, is 
an astronomical expense for them.  RLM 
spokesperson Thapelo Matebesi said only 
two transformers can be repaired per day. 
“It also takes manufacturers eight days to 
manufacture transformer oil,” he added.

Ground water are at serious risk of 
being contaminated. Speaking to an 
environmental specialist we were told: 
“To prevent bacteria-laden public health 
hazards, there are specific regulations that 
abattoirs have to adhere to. Usually, an 
abattoir has an effluent pre-treatment plant 
where a basic screening and removal of fat 
is done before the effluent is discharged to 
the local authorities’ drainage system. And 
it does not come for free. The municipality 
charges a specific rate to abattoirs doing so. 
Fat is removed not only for environmental 

reasons – if not removed, it causes 
blockages in drain  pipes.” Kgetlengrivier 
Local Municipality spokesperson Sannah 
Magakgala said that some of their 
officials visited the abattoir on Thursday 2 
September. 
The Platinum Weekly reached out to the 
North West Department of Economic 
Development, Environment, Conservation 
and Tourism whose spokesperson Baabua 
Thukubi said: “The matter has been referred 
to the Department of Agriculture as it falls 
within their mandate.”   
At the time of going to print, the Koster 
Abattoir has not responded to our questions.

South African fuel users will enjoy a breather 
in September, with prices of all grades of 
fuel set to drop. This is according to the 
Automobile Association (AA) which was 
commenting on unaudited month-end 
fuel price data released by the Central 
Energy Fund.
The Association’s outlook for September 
is that petrol will drop by around 11 cents 
a litre, diesel by up to 21 cents a litre, and 
illuminating paraffin by around 12 cents.

If you die without a will, an act of Parliament, 
namely the Intestate Law of Succession, 
1987, prescribes who will inherit your estate. 
This is one very good reason to rather sign 
a will in which you, amongst others, can 
stipulate who should inherit which of your 
assets. Here are some other reasons.
In the will you can cater for:
•	 The possible divorce of a child of yours – the 

inheritance of the child can be excluded from 
a marriage in community of property and the 
accrual system;

•	 The possible insolvency of a beneficiary of the 
will – you can use an insolvency trust to ensure 
that creditors of the beneficiary will not receive 
the inheritance;

•	 Substitution and accrual, i.e. what happens if a 
beneficiary passes away before you?

•	 Your children inheriting your estate whilst also 
providing for the maintenance of your spouse;

•	 A trust for your minor children – otherwise, cash 
and inheritances of minor children are paid to 
the Guardians Fund of the Government.
