FATAL SHOOTING 
AT ALPHA HYPER

R90,000 REWARD 

ROBBERS MEET 
THEIR MATCH

Rustenburg - A man was fatally shot during a robbery at Alpha Hyper Geelhoutpark 
on Friday 6 May. Police spokesperson Captain Elsabé Augoustides confirmed that the 
man was shot and that he passed away not long after.

Rustenburg – A reward of R90,000 is 
offered for any information leading to the 
arrest and conviction of the three Highway 
Robbers involved in the murder 
of Juandré Kidson on the N4 on 
Saturday, 7 May.
Twenty-nine-year-old Kidson 
was brutally shot and killed in 
front of his wife and their one-
year-old daughter while they 
were on their way home, in Brits.
An object placed in the road by 
Highway Robbers damaged a 
tyre of their vehicle. While busy 
changing the tyre three of them 
attacked him from behind. He 
begged them to take everything they want 
and pleaded with them to not hurt his family. 
They ransacked their car for items including 
a cellphone and then cold-bloodedly shot 
him in the head.

The killers then turned to his wife Johanette 
Kidson who was holding their baby girl. 
They attempted to take the baby from her. 

She fought tooth and nail to 
keep her daughter safe and 
in the process was shot in the 
shoulder. 
The community helped to 
raise funds to put up a reward 
for finding Kidson’s killers. 
“The donors wish to remain 
anonymous but made this 
donation so that the murderers 
can be brought to book, making 
the N4 safer for all road users,” 
Juandré’s brother Marco Kidson 

said.

Rustenburg/ Koster – The Rustenburg 
Police in collaboration with the Koster Police, 
and Phokeng Highway Patrol members, 
swiftly responded to a gang of armed men 
fleeing the scene of a robbery on Tuesday 
17 May.
Details of the armed robbery in progress and 
descriptions of the getaway vehicles were 
dispatched and shared with nearby police 
stations and units.   
Five armed men [aged 32 to 52] entered 
a shop in Koster at 8:15am. Apparently, 
they did not get away with any cash, but 
cellphones believed to be looted from the 
shop were found in their getaway vehicle.
SAPS’ reaction units ambushed the gang on 
the N4, just outside Rustenburg, direction 
Swartruggens, on the hill before the Koster 
turn-off. They were no match for the men in 
blue.
A Phokeng Highway Patrol unit first 
spotted the getaway car. Upon searching 
their vehicle, a camera, a video camera, a 
bulletproof vest and two 9mm guns of which 
the serial numbers are filed off were found. 
Fake Gauteng and North West vehicle 
registration plates were also found in the car. 
“The five arrested on the N4 are to appear 
before the Rustenburg Magistrates’ Court 
on Thursday 19 May on charges of armed 
robbery, possession of suspected stolen 
property and the possession of unlicensed 
firearms and ammunition,” lieutenant colonel 
Amanda Funani confirmed. 
While the suspects were still cuffed on the 
N4, the Rustenburg Mounted Unit and Public 
Order Policing (POP) reacted on information 
received from the officers at the arrest-
scene about a safe house in Rustenburg 

North. Three more suspects (aged 21 to 43) 
were arrested at the safe house, tallying to 
eight in the dock.  A grey VW Polo, believed 
to have been used during the commission of 
the crime, was seized.
The three were charged with armed robbery 
and for the possession 
of suspected stolen 
property. They are 
expected to appear 
before the Koster 
Magistrates’ Court 
on Thursday 19 May 
2022.  
Evidence collected at 
the safe house linked 
the suspects to other 
criminal activities.

Rustenburg – “Two taxis were set alight at Thembelani Mine on Friday

Koster – Three vehicles collided on 
the R509 between Koster and Derby 
shortly after 8pm on Friday 13 May. 
Koster Community Policing Forum and 
Derby Buurtwag members rushed to 
the scene and immediately contacted 
emergency services. A Ford Ranger, 
an Izuzu and a Mercedes taxi were 
involved in the accident. 
An occupant of the Isuzu bakkie sadly 
passed away. Two members of the 
family who were traveling in the Ford 
Ranger sustained serious injuries and 
were admitted to hospital. “I only have 
the Lord to thank that my family is still 
alive. All I remember is the lights in front 
of us,” one of the passengers of the 
Ford Ranger told the Platinum Weekly. 
They have since been discharged.
Our condolences go out to the family 
and friends of the deceased.

Rustenburg/ Fourways – Gerhard Jansen van 
Vuuren’s trial finally kicked off in the Palm Ridge 
Magistrates’ Court on Monday 16 May.
He stands accused of allegedly stabbed his 
ex-girlfriend, Andrea Venter, to death at the 
entrance to her housing complex in Fourways, 
Johannesburg on 2 May 2011. Afterwards, he 
attempted suicide by cutting his throat and laying 
down next to her body. 
This has been a long time coming as he managed 
to evade arrest for several years by fleeing the 
country in 2013. He was later tracked down and 
arrested on 18 June 2020 in Rio de Janeiro, 
Brazil. Since then, the trial has been postponed 
multiple times.
Witnesses took to the stand this week to give 
their account of the day Andrea’s life was brutally 
ripped away. The witnesses include security 
guards, paramedics, residents of the complex 
and Andrea’s father Dries Venter (in Rustenburg).
In an interview with Platinum Weekly Dries 
recalled one of the testimonies heard so far. 
“According to a paramedic on scene, Jansen 
van Vuurenasked him if she’s dead yet. When 
he confirmed that she passed away, Jansen van 
Vuuren gave a sigh of  relief.”
On 18 May, a resident recalled how she heard a 
woman screaming for help and rush outside to 
investigate. She saw Andrea lying on the ground 
with Jansen van Vuuren kneeling over her.

Dries has been in court every day since the trial 
started and had to sit in the bench and listen 
over and over to the horrific details of the day 
his beautiful daughter was murdered. He said 
that he finds solace in the fact that his daughter’s 
murderer will finally have to face what he has 
done. “I really hope he gets the maximum. Nothing 
less that 25 years without parole,” Dries added.
The trial is still ongoing.

Rustenburg – After a very traumatic experience, 
a reader reached out to Platinum Weekly to share 
her story. She wants to warn other women to 
look out for warning signs of a potentially abusive 
relationship.
The victim, a financially stable, successful young 
woman was swept off her feet in January 2021 by 
a man (she explains) who turned into a monster 
within three months. He apparently showered her 
with attention, time and affection (no gifts). 
He told her that he worked at a local mine, but he 
didn’t have a car and refused to show her where 
he lived. It did not bother her much at the time as 
material things don’t matter that much to her. She 
told us that things were good for the first three 
months until he started getting more and more 
possessive.
That soon turned into aggression and before 
she knew it, she was caught up in an abusive 
relationship.
He flaunted his firearm to intimidate and control 
her. In one of her attempts to get away from him, 
he deflated the tyres of her car. He wasn’t going to 
let his meal ticket get away that easy... or at least 
not until he had another victim lined up. Eventually 
by the end of June, he was gone – and so was her 
car. He also left her R30,000 in debt.
Even though she wanted nothing to do with him 
anymore, she had to contact him to try and get her 
car back. She pleaded with him to return her car, 
but he just told her that he has moved on and that 
he was doing very well for himself. 
She told us that he returned in January 2022 only 
to kidnap and rape her.
She reported it to SAPS and a warrant of arrest 
has been issued, but he is still in the wind. She also 
attempted to get a protection order against him but 
found that only an interim order was granted and 
that it could not be made final as the file apparently 
went missing. When she tried to get another order, 
she was told that she could only apply for such 
an order against a specific person... once. They 
apparently told her check in from time to time to 
see if the file hasn’t been found in the meantime. 
She had no such luck to date and says that she is 
just sent from pillar to post when she gets there.
In the meantime, she got in contact with another 
one of his victims. This lady’s experience was 
not exactly the same, but very similar and she 
apparently also suffered a financial loss due to his 
wheelings and dealings.
It looks like this man is always on the prowl for a 
specific type of woman. He looks for successful, 
independent women that he can sponge off and 
control... and eventually intimidate. Unfortunately 
for the first victim, things escalated beyond just a 
ploy to live the good life with her money.
You might ask yourself how a strong successful 
woman can fall for a man 
like this. Con artists are 
extremely good liars, 
and they play on 
emotions and not on 
intelligence. 
Reach out for help 
if you have fallen 
victim to abuse. Be 
careful of masters 
of manipulation 
who only think of 
themselves and 
are incapable 
of any true 
affection. 

Rustenburg – In response to a media query last 
week, Mark Munroe, CE of Impala Rustenburg said: 
“Cable theft currently results in daily interruptions to 
our work schedule and seriously affects operations 
at Impala Rustenburg. If not curbed, this illegal 
activity will impact the sustainability of the mine 
and investment into our business.”
Dawid Erasmus who is part of the Rustenburg 
Crime Combatting Forum (RCCF) and National 
Crime Assist (NCA) recalls being called out to 
cable and copper theft every week. “It never ends. 
When we contain the situation in one area, another 
area becomes the target,” he said in an interview 
with Platinum Weekly. 
“We have informants who contacts us and the 
police when they spot cable theft. The suspects 
first dig holes to get access to the cables and then 
later return to strip them. We often interrupt them, 
but they always return,” Erasmus said.
Cable theft is extremely inconvenient and often 
leave residents without electricity for days on end. 
The members of the public are encouraged to 
report any suspicious activities to the Eskom 
Crime Line number: 0800 11 27 22 or to call 
the Crime Stop Hotline on 086 00 10111 or your 
nearest police station.
All scrap metal dealers, foundries and smelters 
should also refrain from buying stolen cables. 
Copper or cable theft is a very dangerous crime – it 
also creates huge financial losses, especially in the 
maintenance of infrastructure, accumulative costs 
of safety and security services, policing, court 
representation and sentencing.

Rustenburg – The Rustenburg Regional 
Court sentenced George Motsamai Ntlheng to 
life imprisonment on Friday 6 May 2022 for the 
2019 murder of his estranged wife Boitumelo 
Daphney Molabatsi. The 48-year-old Ntlheng 
was also sentenced to an additional fifteen 
years behind bars for the murder of Emelda 
Matsho. 
Ntlheng was sentenced after the state 
successfully proved in court how he killed his 
36-year-old wife and her 38-year-old friend.
“On Monday 4 March 2019, Ntlheng followed 
Molabatsi, who was on her way to her friend’s 
house, without her knowledge. He stabbed 
her multiple times with a knife. Then he killed 
stabbed and killed Matsho,” Rustenburg 
police spokesperson sergeant Ofentse 
Mokgadi said. 
Ntlheng was arrested on the same night of the 
incident after investigations by warrant officer 
Richard Mfaladi of Boitekong Detectives and 
constable Patrick Sebalane. 

No place for 
bad apples 

in SAPS  
Rustenburg – Two South African Police 
Services (SAPS) members who appeared 
before court on corruption charges could find 
themselves in more hot water…
Sergeant Ruth Nkotsoe (42) and Constable 
Mosimanekgosi Leburu (34) appeared 
before the Rustenburg Magistrates’ Court on 
Wednesday 11 May 2020 for corruption after 
they allegedly demanded R500 for the release 
of a Lesotho national who was in the country 
illegally. Apparently, the 18-year-old Lesotho 
national was arrested on Tuesday 3 May 2022 
in Marikana for contravention of Section 49(1)
(a) of the Immigration Act, 2002 (Act No. 13 
of 2002). 
Police spokesperson brigadier Sabata 
Mokgwabone said Nkotsoe and Leburu 
demanded R500 from the suspect’s mother 
for the release of her son. “The suspect was 
taken to court for appearance on Thursday 5 
May 2022. However, the case was not placed 
on the roll and the suspect was released. The 
two police officers allegedly kept the 18-year-
old man’s passport and ordered him to pay 
them R500,” Mokgwabone said.  
“The matter was reported to the police and 
that resulted in the arrest of the two police 
officers on Tuesday 10 May 2022,” he added. 
The two police officers were each granted 
R5,000 bail and are due back in court on 
Tuesday 27 September 2022. 
Mokgwabone said an internal police 
investigation on the conduct of the two officers 
would determine their future with SAPS.

Warrant officer Richard Mfaladi and constable 
Patrick Sebalane played a key role in bringing the 
perpetrator to book. 

One of the trucks was loaded with cooking oil that 
laid scattered across the road.

Rustenburg – Trauma Rescue responded 
to an accident on the R24 before the Boons 
turn off at around 15:30 on Friday 6 May.
When they arrived at the scene, they found 
two trucks that collided - with the driver of 
one of the trucks trapped in the cab. He was 
treated on an advanced life support level 
and transported to Job Shimankana Tabane 
Provincial Hospital. 
The cooking oil which spilt from one of 
the trucks made for a slippery slide. The 
passers-by stopped to loot the cooking oil. 
That in itself created a much worse traffic 
pileup up than the accident itself. The 
wrecks were only removed at about 04:00 
the following morning.

MOTHER’S BLOOD’ 
Koster – A 24-year-old man accused of 
stabbing his mother to death appeared 
before the Koster Magistrates’ 
Court on Monday 16 May. 
Thabang Mishack Moswane 
was remanded in custody 
and is expected to apply 
for bail during his next court 
appearance on Monday 30 May.  
Boons Police were alerted to the 
murder scene in Mathopestad 
on Monday 9 May. This was after 
Moswane had allegedly stabbed his 

53-year-old mother Kedisaletse Elizabeth to 
death after the two had been involved in 

a fight.  
Said police spokesperson 
colonel Adéle Myburgh: “On 

arrival at the scene, police 
found Kedisaletse’s body 
inside a shack with numerous 

stab wounds. The police were 
informed that Thabang was 
allegedly seen drinking his 

mother’s blood after stabbing her. 
He was immediately arrested.” 

Rustenburg – Criminals are targeting learners as they leave school to go home. 
Bergsig Academy, one of the schools that are targeted, regularly host awareness 
campaigns for learners about their safety and the use of cellphones in public. “We 
believe our campaign makes learners more careful and prepared.”
Rustenburg Police captain Elsabé Augoustides added: “We implore parents and 
guardians to also enforce this message to their kids, and report incidents at the 
police station”. 
Augoustides also shared important tips: 
•	 Learners should rather stay in groups. 
•	 Make haste when walking home, don’t become an easy target. 
•	 Stay alert and make sure you know what’s going on in your surroundings. 

Look around. 
•	 Never walk with your cellphone in your hand. 
•	 Avoid talking on the phone while on your way home. That’s a target on your back. 
•	 Most importantly: Do not resist criminals when you find yourself in such an 

incident. Try to make alarm, try to run away – you can even throw your phone in 
one direction, and run in the opposite direction. Safety is more important.
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• TIMBERS / DOORS
• CUPBOARDS / BEDROOM SUITES
• TYRES
• BUILDING MATERIALS
• TRUCK / QUAD BIKE / TOYS etc.

Mr Scammer is clearly in the hot seat at the moment as his tricks 
are being exposed and the pool of potential victims is drying 
up. An associate of Mr Scammer, who eerily sounds exactly like 
the voice notes of Mr Scammer which were forwarded to us by 
some of his victims, recently contacted Platinum Weekly. He 
also used the same name that was used with victim 2 and victim 
4. He tried playing the good guy who had to warn our journalist 
that she is in imminent danger. Apparently, Mr Scammer has all 
her and her husband’s information including where she stays, 
photos of them... and he doesn’t want things to get ugly between 
her and Mr Scammer. “I know him personally. He is 
a tough guy with a lot of underworld connections. 
I don’t want to see anything bad happen to you,” 
he warned. 

This week Platinum Weekly gave a closer look at 
some of his scams. We will point out some of the 
warning signs to be on the lookout for and share 
some tips on how you can protect yourself from 
scams like this.

THE DIAMOND 
DUPE 
Mr Scammer convinced various victims to invest in 
diamonds. He even provided them with his trading 
permits and concluded deals in front of them to 
show them how much money is to be made.

Before even thinking of investing in diamonds or selling your 
diamonds, do a bit of research on Aunty Google. 

In order to trade in unpolished diamonds, you need to have all 
the relevant permits in place, this means the average man on the 
street can’t deal in unpolished diamonds. According to Chapter 5 
of the Diamonds Act 1986. No person shall utilize any premises 
as a diamond exchange unless those premises are registered as 
a diamond exchange in terms of this Chapter (Chapter 5).

If an unpolished diamond is sold anywhere else, both the seller 
and the person who purchases or receives the unpolished 
diamond each commit an offence. In other words – selling an 

uncut diamond in a public restaurant is not permitted. 

The warning bells should go off if the ‘diamond dealer’ does not 
have premises from where he conducts his business. He should 
also have a permit to deal in uncut diamonds on this premises. 
You aren’t even allowed to erect the machines to cut and polish 
diamonds without the necessary paperwork.

Polished diamonds, like the shiny ones found in jewellery is 
a lot less regulated. If you want to start investing in polished 
diamonds, it is better to deal with reputable dealers. Check if 
they have websites, call the contact numbers on the site, and 
confirm if the person you are dealing with is indeed associated 
with that company. If they have social media pages, check 
when it was created, how many posts are on the page and the 

interaction from the public on the page. If you have found your 
diamond... don’t pay over any money unless you can confirm 
that it is a real diamond. An easy way to check if a diamond is 
real, is to take a piece of high grid sanding paper with you. You 
rub the sanding paper against the diamond as hard as you can, 
and if it is real, it won’t scratch.  Diamonds happen to be the 
hardest known mineral on the planet. Anything with a hardness 
below that of a diamond cannot scratch a diamond. That means 
only a diamond can scratch a diamond.

Another quick and easy way to find out whether your diamond 
is real or fake: try fogging it up with your breath. If it clears up 
after one or two seconds, then your diamond is real, but if it stays 
fogged for three to four seconds chances are that you’re looking 
at a fake.

BACKGROUND
Rustenburg – Platinum Weekly was made aware of a man pretending to 
be a lodge owner in our area, so we set out to investigate. We ended up 
going down a rabbit hole of scams. The audacity of this serial scammer 
is mind boggling. We placed only one or two of his scams (per week) in 
our newspapers. This serial scammer is also extremely dangerous and 
armed. He was recorded online, taking out his gun and threatening to 
shoot a man who confronted him about his scams.

It almost plays out like a movie… except it’s not. It’s real life and it’s real 
people who lost real money. It is a pity, however, that only some of his 
victims have opened criminal cases against him. In some of the cases 
his scams appear to be nothing more than a power play... a need to 

impress the ladies...

We hope to warn people about his modus 
operandi, so that they don’t get caught up in his 
web of lies. Hopefully he will be brought to book 
soon so that his identity can be revealed. 

There are more victims out there and we urge 
them to come forward and share their stories. 
Knowledge is power, and when people know 
what to look out for they can avoid falling for his 
lies. 

Mr Scammer is a master manipulator and has 
perfected his con to make his victims trust 
him blindly. Through his sob stories or well 
researched knowledge on certain topics he 
easily got his victims to part with their money. 
We want to believe that the person we trust with 
our money is telling the truth and scammers rely 
on that. You can beat him and other scammers 

by doing your own research before you ever pay over any money. Verify 
company names, verify banking details, verify all the information you 
have. A simple search can save you thousands. When it comes to your 
money don’t take any chances. 

He operates all over the show. If some of these stories sound familiar 
to you, please let us know about it. Even if you were scammed a year 
or two ago, you can still report it at SAPS. We urge victims to go to their 
nearest police station to open a case. This dangerous man should be 
brought to book.

Some of the unpaid workers from companies sub-
contracted by Sefako Engineering waited outside the 
RLM offices for the outcome of deliberations between 
their representatives and municipality officials.   

Rustenburg – The Rustenburg Local Municipality 
(RLM) is investigating why sub-contractors 
have not yet been paid for the installation of 
underground pipes along Thabo Mbeki Drive.   
This follows an incident on Monday 9 May 2022 
in which the disgruntled subcontractors prevented 
municipal employees from going into Missionary 
Mpheni House by locking all entrances of 
the building. 
The subcontractors also demanded money from 
the municipality and claimed they had not been 
paid for installing high-density polyethylene 
(HDPE) underground pipes in October 2021.
The incident resulted in municipal employees 
being told to go home for the day while residents 
were unable to pay their bills or access 
any services.  

However, a meeting between the subcontractors 
and municipal officials led to the reopening 
of the building and the services resuming the 
following day. 
RLM spokesperson Thapelo Matebesi said the 
municipality does not have a contract with the 
subcontractors. 
“The subcontractors are rather contracted to 
the main contractor, Sefako Engineering. The 
municipality is thus instituting an audit to verify 
why subcontractors have not been paid by the 
main contractor,” Matebesi said. “The reasons of 
the non-payment will thus be established upon the 
completion of the audit investigation,” he added.
