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Rustenburg – Several parents’ worst 
fear came true on Tuesday 24 May, 
when they were notified that their kids 
were involved in an accident. 
Laerskool Dawid Brink’s rugby teams 
travelled to Hartbeespoort to participate 
in a friendly match at Laerskool 
Generaal Hendrik Schoeman. They 
were on their way back, traveling along 
the N4 when the left rear tyre of their 
bus carrying 50 children aged 10 to 13, 
burst. The accident occurred around 
8pm close to Kroondal. The driver made 
every attempt to avoid oncoming traffic 
and to keep control of the bus, but it 
capsized, spun around and came to a 
standstill on its side, facing the opposite 
direction.

The illegal reptile trade in Rustenburg 

Rustenburg – If you think that you 
have heard it all, you are wrong. 
A gang of about eight people, 
including a woman, illegally entered 
properties in Protea Park, and after 
throwing a bag or two of what might 
be compost onto their lawns, started 
intimidating the homeowners for 
large sums of money.
A woman staying in Protea Park went through 
a horrific ordeal after being intimidated and 
threatened by ‘supposed compost dealers’ on 
Wednesday 25 May.
“I made a quick stop at home at around 13:40 
and was busy inside when I heard my front 
gate open. When I came out, I saw the people 
standing in my yard,” she told Platinum Weekly.
She noticed that they were throwing something 
onto her lawn and asked them what they 
were doing. They informed her that they were 
composting her lawn. She told them to stop 
doing it as she did not ask them to do it. Much to 
her surprise, they told her that they used 78 bags 
and that she now owes them R3,900. 
Her first reaction was to refuse to pay, but she 
then noticed that there were at least six people, 
surrounding her and that they all had shovels 
and pitch forks. They pretended to work the 
compost into the lawn, but she could clearly pick 
up that they used the shovels and pitch forks 
to intimidate her. A few others were going from 
house to house in her street pulling on the gates, 
to see if they can find an open gate.
“I told them that I don’t have that kind of money,” 
she said. One of the men started swearing at 
her, telling her that she is taking the food from 
his family’s mouths. She offered to give them a 
rake to collect the compost. They flatly refused 
and called ‘their boss’ on one of their cellphones.  
Scared for her life, she eventually agreed 
to pay them R1,500. She did an electronic 

transfer and they left when they got the proof. 
She immediately went to a family members’ 
home for safety. She also called the bank to 
try and reverse the payment, but they could 
unfortunately not help her.
At around 16:30 she received a call from her 
husband who said that there are people at their 
home who claim that she ordered compost and 
that she never paid them. She told him about 
the ordeal earlier on. He then refused to make 
another payment to them. 
They then also started threating him, telling him 
that they will be returning with more people and 
guns – all the while taking videos of him with 
their cellphones. He phoned the police and they 
immediately left. 

Susan Havenga, staying close to these victims, 
also came face to face with these intruders. Her 
gardener alerted her that people just entered 
the yard and started throwing ‘compost’ on the 
grass. She confronted them and told them to 
immediately stop what they were doing. They 
spoke to her in Afrikaans, but with a thick accent. 
“I told them I wasn’t interested but they told me 
that they already poured it onto my lawn and that 
I had to give them R3,000. Luckily, I wasn’t alone 
and after giving them a proper piece of my mind 
they left,” Havenga said.
“The compost bags are small, and it looks 
more like sand collected next to the road than 
compost,” she said. The ‘going rate’ according to 
these intruders, is R50 per bag.
According to the victims, they are a gang of 
about eight, including a woman. Two of them 
stay outside the property, whilst six of them 
enter the property to intimidate and threaten 
their victims. “They travel in a very old banged 
up bakkie with a canopy,” the Platinum Weekly 
was told. The community should be aware and 
on the lookout for them. If you notice them, don’t 
confront them. Contact the police and your local 
security group for assistance. 

Rustenburg – A reader recently alerted us about 
yet another sale of indigenous reptiles. The 
hotspots are mostly along the R556 and R510 near 
Sun City as well as on the N4 close to Majakaneng. 
Animals like turtles, snakes and chameleons are 
being sold to tourists and people passing by.
“It really breaks my heart seeing these poor 
animals. They are often very dehydrated and 
clinging to life when they try and sell them,” the 
reader said.

This illegal trade is most active on weekends when 
tourists visit the area. According to the reader, the 
sellers will approach you pretending to sell fruit and 
then whip out the poor reptile.
The National Society for the Prevention of Cruelty 
to Animals (NSPCA) confirmed that the trade of 
these reptiles is illegal. “There are two aspects 
to the illegality of trading these animals. First is 
the issue of the cruelty aspect of the trade, with 
which the NSPCA deals, and second is the issue 
of permitting, which is what Nature Conservation 
deals with,” NSPCA public Relations Officer Keshvi 
Nair explained.
During this ordeal, the animal’s wellbeing is never 
taken into account. Immediate concerns include 
the mishandling (and injury thereof) of animals who 
are stuffed into uncomfortable spaces and forced 
into uncomfortable positions like pockets, plastic 
bottles or containers. This causes the animals to 
become highly distressed. They are denied food 
and water. It is also sad when 
you take into account that these 
animals are caught from the wild 
and to suffering a life in captivity. 
This is if they don’t succumb 
to the injuries and conditions 
sustained from their poaching 
and being traded first. 
“There’s also a wider issue of the 
global social and environmental 
responsibilities that we must 
consider. Removing wild animals 
from their natural habitats 
negatively affects delicate 
ecosystems and biodiversity 
which rely on those species to 

further the life cycle of plants and keep animal 
populations in check. Habitat destruction and the 
trade in wild animals are the two largest threats to 
wild animals worldwide,” said Nair.
It is illegal to remove an indigenous species 
from the wild as well as to keep wild-caught 
indigenous animals in captivity. Both activities 
are transgressions in terms of the National 
Environmental Management: Biodiversity Act 
as well as provincial legislation – with both 
transgressions relating to wildlife trafficking. 
When people buy animals from these traders, 
they are encouraging a crime, because as long 
as there is a demand, there will be a means of 
creating a supply. 
Furthermore, it is illegal to purchase any indigenous 
wildlife without already having the required permit 
which is not applicable to and cannot be used for 
wild-caught or poached animals. If the animal is 
found in a physical condition that indicates that the 
animal is or may have suffered, charges are laid 
under the Animals Protection Act no 71 of 1962. 
If the animal is found kept under conditions which 
are inhumane, charges may also be laid under the 
Animals Protection Act no 71 of 1962. 
Anybody taking part (including members of 
public that buy and transport the animal) can be 
charged under the relevant Nature Conservation 
Ordinance, as well as National legislation, thereby 
holding them liable to paying a hefty fine and/or 
being further subjected to imprisonment.
The public is also urged to not confront these 
traders as they can be dangerous. “We have paid 
a visit to the hotspots on many occasions, and on 
several times, they have thrown rocks at us and 
pulled knives on us. So, we caution the community 
to rather contact the SPCA if they see people 
trying to sell wild animals next to the road,” said 
Rustenburg SPCA manager Marisa Kruger.
Even when a member of public wants to help 
the animals, they must never buy the animals 
– however it can be reported to the NSPCA via 
011 907 3590 or directly to the NSPCA’s Wildlife 
Protection Unit via wild4@nspca.co.za and 
wild6@nspca.co.za.
You can also contact the Rustenburg SPCA on 
014 5923181 or on their emergency number 
072 933 7723.  
This can enable them can take action immediately 
if necessary as well as further advise witnesses 
accordingly. Complaints of urgency should be 
reported telephonically and not via email. 

Rustenburg – Daadwerklike en verantwoordbare 
stappe sal geneem word teen leerders van 
die Hoërskool Rustenburg wat ‘n Nazi-saluut 
gedoen het. Die skoolbeheerliggaam van die 
Hoërskool Rustenburg beskou die voorval in ‘n 
uiters ernstige lig.
“Die leerders het aan ‘n karaoke-kompetisie 
by die skool deelgeneem toe die voorval 
plaasgevind het, en ‘n video-opname daarvan 
doen ook die rondte,” se mnr. Bernhard Visser, 
beheerliggaamvoorsitter.
Visser se daar is dadelik opgetree nadat 
die voorval onder die aandag van die 
beheerliggaam gekom het. Dissiplinêre 
ondersoek is reeds onderweg. Die leerders is 
geïdentifiseer en hul ouers is ook reeds ingelig. 
Die Noordwes-onderwysdepartement sal ook 
van die voorval en ondersoek verwittig word, 
en die beheerliggaam sal konsulteer met die 
provinsiale onderwysdepartement in terme van 
die ondersoek en daaropvolgende besluite.
Die beheerliggaam is nie net bekommerd oor die 
skade aan die skool se reputasie nie, maar ook 
oor die gebrek aan bewustheid rondom sosiale 
kwessies wat hierdeur aan die lig gebring is.
“Die Hoërskool Rustenburg bied reeds vir ‘n eeu 
uitmuntende onderrig aan jong Suid-Afrikaners. 

Die grondslag hiervan is respek. Gehalte-
onderrig kan slegs plaasvind in ‘n omgewing 
waar respek vir ander die ruimte skep vir elkeen 
om te groei en hul potensiaal te verwesenlik. 
Diskriminasie op enige vlak is onaanvaarbaar 
aangesien dit inbreuk maak op ander se ruimte 
om te groei.
“Dit is alle rolspelers in onderwys se plig om 
toe te sien dat leerders toegerus word met die 
nodige sosiale vaardighede en insig in sosiale 
omstandighede om as landsburgers by te dra 
tot die ontwikkeling van die samelewing. Die 
beheerliggaam het reeds begin met beplanning 
vir ‘n program om groter bewustheid te skep 
rakende diskriminasie en die omvang en impak 
daarvan.
“Dit is belangrik dat leerders se optrede – 
binne en buite die skool – gebaseer word op 
weldeurdagte besluite. Die beheerliggaam sal 
dus alles in sy vermoë doen om toe te sien 
dat daar binne die skoolomgewing die ruimte 
geskep word vir leerders om sensitief en met 
insig om te gaan met simbole en gebare wat 
verbind word aan van die grootste misdade 
teen die mensdom,” sê Visser.

Pilanesburg – In a press statement released 
by the Office of the Premier on 17 May 2022, 
the North West premier, Kaobitsa Bushy Maape 
labelled the forthcoming investment of R9.4 
billion by Sedibelo Platinum Mine in its operations 
at Pilanesberg Platinum Mine near Moruleng in 
Moses Kotane Local Municipality, as a vote of 
confidence in the North West Province. 
The province experienced enormous economic 
setbacks as a result of the Covid-19 pandemic 
resulting in a decline of 7.6% in provincial GDP 
for 2020. Premier Maape said this investment 
is a step in the right direction in resuscitating 
the economy.
“The unemployment rate stands at 33% in the 
province. We are engaging several stakeholders 
and in particular the private sector to work hand 
in glove with us to address the challenges of 
unemployment and poverty confronting our 
province,” remarked premier Maape. 

Sedibelo Platinum Mine management indicated 
that over the next five years, up to 3,000 
jobs will be created by the development of 
an underground mine and of a Kell plant at 
Pilanesberg Platinum Mine. Chief executive 
officer, Erich Clarke, indicated that in addition 
to the jobs, this investment will create various 
economic opportunities for local businesspeople.
“Our plans also entail various projects such 
as housing and investing in Social and Labour 
Plans.

This technology will reduce carbon emissions 
by 80%. About 65% of our workforce is from 
this area and we are looking at increasing it 
while creating opportunities for the youth and 
entrepreneurs,” said Clarke.

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Rustenburg – Gerhard Jansen van 
Vuuren’s trial was concluded in the Palm 
Ridge Magistrates’ Court in Johannesburg 
on Friday 20 May.
He stands accused of stabbing his ex-
girlfriend, Andrea Venter, to death at 
the entrance to her housing complex in 
Fourways, Johannesburg on 2 May 2011. 
Afterwards, he attempted suicide by cutting 
his throat and laying down next to her body. 
He managed to evade arrest for several 
years by fleeing the country. He was later 
tracked down and arrested on 18 June 
2020 in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil. Since then, 
the trial has been postponed multiple times.

Jansen van Vuuren pleaded not guilty on 
account of intermittent explosive disorder 
(IED). A diagnosis made by a psychiatrist 
during January 2022. Intermittent explosive 
disorder involves recurring, abrupt 
episodes of impulsive, aggressive and/or 
violent behaviour or unwarranted anger. 
The state contested the diagnoses stating 
that evidence found at the scene may 
indicate that it was planned.

“The week is over, a week that will stay 
with me for as long as I miss Andrea. I find 
comfort in knowing that justice will finally be 

served for what he started in 2008, when he 
first started assaulting Andrea,” Andrea’s 
father Dries Venter (from Rustenburg) said.
The verdict is expected to be delivered on 
13 June.

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Sibanye undeterred 
by protestors

8 Learners seriously injured

Rustenburg – Sibanye Stillwater has urged 
members of the N4 Cluster Movement to raise 
their concerns by following proper channels of 
communication instead of disrupting traffic through 
unpredictable protest actions.     
On Thursday 19 May, members of the movement 
blocked the N4 freeway between Majakaneng and 
Moonooi and marched to the mining company 
where they handed a memorandum of grievances. 
N4 Cluster Movement chairperson Solly Soka said 
the protest was held to push Sibanye to avail more 
employment opportunities for locals.
Public Order Police (POP) fired rubber bullets 
to maintain public order during a confrontation 
between members of the N4 Cluster Movement 
and another group attempting to prevent the 
march. Said police spokesperson brigadier Sabata 
Mokgwabone: “During the incident, one person 
was reportedly injured. A case of public violence 
has been registered for investigation and police 
are maintaining presence in the area.”  
Bakwena Platinum Corridor Concessionaire, who 
were forced to close the N4 because of the protest 
at around 09h00, later issued a statement on 
Facebook to motorists at 15h55: “N4 has been re-
opened both directions between Majakaneng and 
Mooinooi and is safe to travel. 
Executive vice president investor relations and 
corporate affairs at Sibanye Stillwater James 

Wellsted refuted claims the mining company 
was overlooking members of the Majakaneng 
community when it comes to employment. “We 
have formally established community engagement 
structures with recognised representatives. This 
group is not a recognised community representative 
group. They are free to follow protocol and raise 
their concerns through the established and agreed 
structures, but we believe there are personal 
motives behind this. We will not be intimidated or 
coerced in this way. We will continue to create value 
for all legitimate stakeholders through our actions,” 
Wellsted said. Wellsted said they had established 
a good working relationship with Majakaneng 
Unemployment Forum to make sure the majority 
of labour sourced is from the local  communities. 
Wellsted – who also cited the company’s Social and 
Labour Plan (SLP) projects as proof that Sibanye 
was committed towards improving the livelihoods 
of their host community – said the mining company 
is aiming to invest 1.5% of declared dividends in 
social upliftment projects. Projects currently being 
implemented by Sibanye Stillwater as part of their 
SLP include the construction of the Majakaneng 
School sports fields and the extension of 
Majakaneng Clinic. 
The mining company is also in the process of 
constructing the Marikana Community Health 
Centre (CHC).

Rustenburg – Several parents’ worst fear came 
true on Tuesday 24 May, when they were notified 
that their kids were involved in an accident. 
Laerskool Dawid Brink’s rugby teams travelled to 
Hartbeespoort to participate in a friendly match at 
Laerskool Generaal Hendrik Schoeman. They were 
on their way back, traveling along the N4 when the 
left rear tyre of their bus carrying 50 children aged 
10 to 13, burst. The accident occurred around 8pm 
close to Kroondal. The driver made every attempt 
to avoid oncoming traffic and to keep control of the 
bus, but it capsized, spun around and came to a 
standstill on its side, facing the opposite direction. 
The reports from Vaal Maseru, the company who 
owns the bus, indicated that the bus was not 
speeding and was traveling at 85km per hour in a 
120km zone when the accident occurred. The lower 
speed definitely limited the severity of the accident.
Emergency services swiftly arrived on scene. The 
learners and educators who sustained serious 
injuries were taken to Life Peglerae and Medicare 
Hospital in Rustenburg. Other learners with minor 
injuries were treated and released at the accident 
scene. Fortunately, there were no fatalities. The 
school is offering counselling for the learners, 

teachers and parents affected by the accident.
Eight learners and an educator sustained serious 
injuries and at time of going to print were still in 
hospital.
In a statement by Laerskool Dawid Brink, the school 
expressed their gratitude to the community for their 
support and assistance at the scene.
They also received various offers from the 
community to contribute to the expenses incurred 
by the school as a result of the accident as well 
as the medical expenses of the learners who is 
not covered by a medical aid. A trust account was 
created for these contributions.
The North West Department of Education, member 
of executive council Mmaphefo Matsemela wished 
the educators and learners a speedy recovery: “On 
behalf of the department, we would like to wish those 
who sustained serious injuries a speedy recovery. 
It is an unfortunate and regrettable incident our 
learners and teachers had to experience. We truly 
wish them a full recovery.”

“Our prayers and thoughts go out to all the learners, 
educators and parents involved in this traumatic 
accident. An incident like this is every principal’s 
biggest fear. We are extremely grateful to the 
Lord for keeping our children and educators safe. 
One of our teachers and eight of our learners are 
still in hospital – please continue to pray for them. 
Our thoughts are with the learner who had some 
of his fingers amputated as well as the family that 
still awaits feedback about a possible amputation. I 
would like to thank the community for their support 
during this difficult time. I am in awe of the many 
messages of encouragement and support that we 
have received!”

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(OR RATHER METAL!)
LOCAL BLADESMITHS PROVE THEIR METTLE 

Rustenburg – When you think of knives, your 
first thoughts might be about a bread knife or 
the blunt knife you cut your tomatoes with that 
needs to be replaced.  
However, for knife enthusiasts it would be a 
custom knife, forged or cut from steel, made 
from high quality materials and as unique as 
the makers who craft them. To them a true 
collector’s piece must tell a story and represent 
something important. It is also entirely hand-
ground and finished.
To create such a distinctive piece is an ancient 
art. Over the centuries, many methods have 
been used to produce strong, high-quality 
blades, but today hobbyists and professionals 
alike use one of two approaches: stock 
removal or forging.

Platinum Weekly reached out to two local 
craftsmen to find out more about their trade.

Professional knife maker Dawie Els started 
making knives in 1996 as a hobby and for the 
last eight years, he has been producing knives 
on a full-time basis. “When I started making 
knives, Google didn’t exist. So, I had to learn 
through trial and error,” Els says.
He specialises in stock removal which involves 

using various tools and machines to strip 
material away from a steel workpiece. The 
steel is cut and grinded down to get the shape 
you want. Then it’s heat-treated to make it 
strong and durable. A handle is then added 
to make it a fully functional knife. The handle 
can be made from various materials including 
wood, giraffe bone and even hippo teeth. 

Casting different items in resin is also a 
growing trend. “This process is a lot more 
complicated than it sounds. Making one knife 
can take about a day and a half. When you 
have to add additional details and trimmings 
it can take even longer.” The knife design that 
Els specialises in is called a bird and trout 
knife. These knives are typically smaller in 
built to handle smaller game like birds and fish. 
It takes a lot of precision when making these 
blades as they must be thin and durable. 
Even with all his years of experience, he is 
still learning and on occasion gives courses 
to others who are interested in knife making. 
Els says: “You must have a passion for this, 
and you have to constantly strive to become 
better at what you do. I challenge myself and 
every knife I make has to be better than the 
one before.”

Els and Fourie will be at the Rustenburg Knife Show 
that takes place from 24 to 26 June at Waterfall Mall.

Forging is the art of making blades using a 
forge, hammer, anvil and other smithing tools. 
With this method the steel is heated to an 
extremely high temperature in a kiln or forge. 
Once the steel is hot enough, it is hammered 
into the shape on an anvil. Heating and hitting, 
heating and hitting till you have the shape you 
want. From there you have to heat-treat and 
temper the blade to make it durable. 
Once the handle is added you attend to the 
final details to ensure that it has a nice finish 
and that it is sharp. 
“This is a difficult process, and you have to 
follow the steps perfectly. Blades need to be 
strong and sharp otherwise you just have a 
piece to hang on a wall that can’t be used,” 
says bladesmith Stephan Fourie.
Fourie became interested in knife making after 
watching the popular ‘Forged in Fire’ TV show. 
He started doing research and once he had 
all the tools he needed, he made his first knife 
from an old koevoet lying around in the house. 

For the past five years he has been making 
knifes full-time. He has made various types 
of blades, each one different as it took shape. 
“When starting out it is important that you do 
your research. Join the forging communities 
on social media and learn from the experts. I 
am lucky that Els was my mentor when I first 
started out.”
Knife making is more than just heating steel, it 
is about taking a block of steel, and shaping it 
into the picture you have in your head. When 
you buy a custom-made blade, you aren’t 
paying for steel – you are paying for the hard 
work, skill and time that goes into each blade. 

Considering the hours required to make a 
knife by hand, these knives cannot be mass-
produced, and each item is completely unique 
– and that does not come cheap. Whether you 
are a collector, a knife enthusiast or just need 
a good biltong knife, there are some great 
benefits to owning a custom-made knife.

•	 150g spoonable 

heavy (double) 
cream

•	 250g mascarpone 
cheese

•	 15g cocoa powder
•	 3 tablespoons 

instant coffee 
powder

•	 100g sugar
•	 250ml whipping 

cream
•	 chocolate-coated 

coffee beans for 
decoration

•	 2 tablespoons 
cocoa powder, for 
dusting.

Instructions:
(Prep and cook time 45 minutes, plus 2 to 3 hours 
for cooling) 
1.	 Prep your pan and parchment paper.
2.	 Preheat the oven to 200°C.
