Rustenburg – The Rustenburg Society for 
the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals (SPCA) 
responded to a chilling case where several dogs 
were left locked inside a home for a prolonged 
period. A community member alerted them about 
the incident, noting that there were dogs trapped 
inside the house, and that the dog’s owner had 
not been seen for a while.
Following procedure, they visited the premises 
on Tuesday 28 June. They only found one dog 
outside but could hear the others howling inside. 
The gate was locked so they left a note for the 
owner of the dogs to urgently contact them and 
lowered some food and water over the gate. A 
blue seal was also placed over the lock. 
After not receiving any feedback by 1 July, they 
returned and found the notice and blue seal still 
intact, indicating that no one had been at the 
house since their first visit. On their third visit they 
knew that they had to take further action to secure 
the welfare of the dogs and managed to contact 
the owner of the property. After explaining the 
situation to the property owner, they were given 
permission to enter the house.
There was still only one dog outside, so they 
started looking around for any other dogs on the 
property. Accompanied by the property owner’s 
staff, they gained access to the house and was 
shocked to their core.
The moment they opened the door, the smell hit 
them. Although the house was occupied, it was 
clear that it had been deserted for months by the 
sight of the heavy layer of dust on the furniture. 
Further investigations revealed that the floors 
were covered in dog faeces indicating that the 
dogs had been locked inside for a while. 
Two dogs were found in the house. One of the 
doors had been chewed through – most likely in 
a desperate attempt for the dogs to escape. The 
dogs were extremely emaciated (thin and weak), 
with their ribs clearly visible – and terrified. 
Rustenburg SPCA manager Marisa Kruger 
quickly reacted and decided that the best course 
of action will be to remove the dogs. The poor 

dogs were so scared that catching them was no 
easy task. Eventually, all three dogs were safely in 
their care. They were taken to the vet for a check-
up, as there were also concerns about the amount 
of wood in the dogs’ systems. 
The Rustenburg SPCA also plans to take 
further action against the owner of the dogs for 
neglecting her pets. In the meantime, the vet bill 
for the three rescued dogs also needs to be paid 
and the Rustenburg SPCA is appealing to the 
community to assist in making sure these dogs 
get proper care.
“We urge the public to please be our eyes and 
ears and report all cases of animal abuse or 
neglect. I would also like to plead with pet owners 
not to abandon their pets, and to rather bring them 
to the SPCA. We will never turn away any animal 
and if you don’t want to face us, we have receiving 
kennels where you can leave them.”

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Six suspects, safer in jail 
Brits – NPA spokesperson Lumka 
Mahanjana said Talent Moyo (31), one of the 
six suspects who appeared before the Brits 
Magistrates’ Court on 22 June for murder, 
attempted murder, business robbery with 
aggravating circumstances as well as being 
in the country illegally, appeared before the 
Brits Magistrates’ Court again on Tuesday 5 
July, applying for legal presentation.
The other five suspects James Muzora 
(25), Luckson Simbarashe (28), Simanyiwa 
Marozba (21) Allen Zunda and Cathbeth 
Ndlovu (21) abandoned their bail, apparently 
because of being afraid of mob justice.
Hundreds of Oukasie residents marched to 
the Brits Magistrates’ Court on Tuesday where 
some of the suspects made an appearance. 

The suspects have allegedly been terrorising 
the Oukasie community in the past months.
“The six are facing charges of business 
robbery with aggravating circumstances 
related to an incident at Maza Cash and 
Carry, possession of a firearm, two counts 
of murder, robbery with aggravating 
circumstances, three counts of attempted 
murder and six counts of being in the country 
illegally,” Mahanjana said. 
According to media reports, the suspects 
could be linked to the murder of two women, 
aged 30 and 33 years respectively. 
“The matter was postponed to 12 August for 
Talent Moyo’s attorney as well as to allow the 
state to carry out further investigations,” she 
added.

Extracts from SAPS directive 
issued Friday 1 July 2022
For data integrity, applicants will 
have to physically present [not 
hand in] firearms they intend 
applying for in this category 
together with a copy/copies 
of the expired licence(s) to the 
[designated firearms officer at 
your local police station] DFO for 
inspection and validation. After this, 
a verification certificate will be signed by 
both the applicant and the DFO. Where the 
firearm owner is deceased, a copy of the 
executor’s letter and copy of a license or 
identity document of the deceased must 
be attached. This application will follow the 
normal estate application rule.

AfriForum’s press release extracts, 
dated Wednesday 6 July reads:
In short, any licensee whose firearm 
license has expired, is entitled to apply 

for renewal without any fear of 
prosecution or expropriation of 

their firearm.
“We are delighted that the 
necessary clarity was given 
to the court order as soon as 
possible after the court order 

and trust that members of the 
SAPS will handle any renewal 

applications in accordance with the 
court order and directives. We believe 

that many firearm owners who were left 
in the dark due to the uncertainty that 
prevailed regarding renewal applications 
submitted to the SAPS after the expiry 
date, are now a thing of the past,” says 
Armand Greyling, legal and risk officer at 
AfriForum.
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Dog held for ransom and then 
thrown out of moving vehicleOut in  

the cold 
Rustenburg – Wendy Kinnear left 
her house to quickly pop into the 
shop at around 19:30 on Friday 1 
July. When she returned home, her 
14-year-old Pomeranian, Grizzly, 
was gone. Kinnear immediately 
turned to social media and posted 
a picture of her missing dog on 
every group she could think of. “All 
I could think about was her being 
out in the cold. She is old and has 
to eat special food and drink her 
medicine,” Kinnear told Platinum 
Weekly. Later that evening, a 
woman sent her a picture that was 
shared on another group by another 
woman. The dog in the picture 
looked a lot like Grizzly, and the dog  was up for sale. 
Kinnear immediately reached out to her, but all her 
calls went unanswered, and all her messages were 
ignored. 
On 2 July, Kinnear received a message from a man 
who said that he wanted to help her get her dog 
back. He then contacted the seller, who said she is 
prepared to sell it to him for R6,000. Kinnear and the 
man hatched a plan to meet the woman on 3 July 
at 4pm to ‘buy’ the dog. Kinnear kept on calling and 
sending messages. She even phoned from different 

numbers, but all her 
attempts were in vain. 
At her wits’ end 
Kinnear went to the 
police station to open 
a case of theft. The 
police officer phoned 

the seller twice and was informed 
that the seller no longer had Grizzly 
and that she ‘dumped her at a 
shopping centre’. Kinnear knew 
she was lying – because of the fake 
appointment they had. She then 
informed the officer that she wanted 
to proceed with the case. The seller 
didn’t show up at 4pm. Later that 
evening, at around 7:30pm another 
appointment was set up (this time 
with Kinnear’s husband). They 
were given strict instructions that 
the man should come alone, and 
that the R6,000 must be in a brown 
envelope. 
The two left with two cars to 

meet the woman at the exchange point. Kinnear’s 
husband got out of the car to meet her and was told 
that she wanted to see the money first. Signalling his 
wife, she and her sister-in-law drove closer as a way 
to try and block the seller in. But the seller sped away 
towards the R24. Kinnear immediately gave chase. 
A few kilometres further, a car turned in front of the 
seller, forcing her to slow down. She then grabbed 
Grizzly and held her out the window. Kinnear’s 
heart came to a standstill. “I was just screaming 
NO,” Kinnear said. Grizzly was thrown out of the 
window nearly landed under the wheel of another 
car. Luckily, she didn’t sustain any serious injuries 
and was finally back in the loving arms of Kinnear. 
“We are just so glad to have her back, but we will 
continue with the case of theft and plan to open a 
case of animal cruelty against the woman who tried 
to sell her,” Kinnear concluded.

Rustenburg – The families who were evicted 
from Waterkloof Hills Estate in April 2022 by Royal 
Bafokeng Platinum Mine, has been given alternative 
accommodation by the Rustenburg Local Municipality 
until now. Most of the evicted families have in the 
meantime moved elsewhere, but some are destitute 
and relying on help from local government.
Although the remaining families were given shelter 
at the Rustenburg Recreational Centre by the 
Rustenburg Local Municipality, SABC news’ Sentleeng 
Lehili reported on 1 July how the families have now 
been left at the mercy of the harsh winter elements 
after being moved to Ben Marais Hall in town. 
In the interview with the SABC, it appears as if the 
mining company has evicted their own employees, 
but in a statement to Platinum Weekly in May this 
year, the mining company said that those who were 
evicted were renting the properties from employees. 
Apparently, the legal proceedings are ongoing.

Platinum Weekly’s (extracts of) article of 4 May 2022 
reads:
Royal Bafokeng Platinum Mine said several 
employees rented out the houses to occupants, who 
failed to make payments since 2017. The company 
said it was left with no choice but to allow the Sheriff 
of the Court to enforce an eviction order to remove 
families that had been occupying the houses illegally. 
Says Royal Bafokeng Platinum Mining 
communications manager Thapelo Montshioa in a 
statement to Platinum Weekly: “Over the past three 
years, the company has been engaging with all 
relevant stakeholders, including the occupants, to find 
an amicable and humane solution to the impasse. 
This process included the availing of alternative land 
for the tenants facilitated by the Rustenburg Local 
Municipality.”

•	 Aromat according to taste
•	 1kg raw ground beef mince 
•	 2 medium onions diced 
•	 salt to taste 
•	 1 can tomato relish 
•	 2 cups frozen mixed vegetables

Instructions:
Samp
1.	Soak the samp in about 2½ litres of 

water for at least 8 hours.
2.	After the 8 hours, rinse the samp thoroughly 

and add 8 cups of water.

While the likes of Kaizer Chiefs and Orlando 
Pirates – who together with Mamelodi 
Sundowns have more financial resources 
when compared to the other teams – have 
been buying and selling players, Marumo 
Gallants are determined not to be left behind.  
They have made a huge statement by 
bringing in 31-year-old Moroccan coach 
Romain Folz after parting ways with Dan 
Malesela, whose contract with the club came 
to an end. While the move is likely to ignite 
the debate of whether or not foreign coaches 
are better than local ones, it would be unfair 
to judge Malesela’s performance during the 
just ended season harshly.
A 10th place finish in a hugely competitive 
league like the PSL might be considered a 
below par finish. However, the club’s critics 
will also have to consider that Gallants are still 
finding their feet in the topflight and Malesela 
does not have the financial muscle enjoyed 
by his peers to break the bank when it comes 
to signings. Gallants will be representing 
South Africa in this tournament because they 
managed to reach the final of the Nedbank 
Cup during the just ended season. While 
Nedbank Cup winners Mamelodi Sundowns 
were eligible to compete in this competition 
by virtue of having 
won that title, they 
will be hoping to fly 
the South African 
flag high in the 
CAF champions 
League and this 
has given Gallants 
an opportunity to 
also compete on 
the continental 
stage.
