CAR PLOUGHS INTO CROWD AT ILLEGAL STREET RACE
Rustenburg – Street racing, although illegal, is 
ingrained in Rustenburg’s culture. Most illegal 
street racers modify their cars to make them 
more powerful and much faster. 
Racing enthusiasts gather with their souped 
up cars, and spectators cheer to the sound of 
turbos and the smell of tyres burning to get the 
adrenaline pumping.
The venue for these races has changed over the 
years to avoid confrontation with the police, but 
as long as there is a stretch of road where two 
cars can compete to cross the finish line first, the 
street racers and spectators show up. 

A stretch of road in Zendeling street  has been 
the latest gathering point for these street racers 
and it attracts huge crowds. On Sunday 10 July 
one of the racers lost control of his car and 
ploughed into a group of onlookers, injuring 15 
people.

“I haven’t been to the races for years but myself 
and a group of friends decided to go there on 
Sunday, just for fun. We were all standing 
around chatting when we heard something 
going wrong,” a witness told Platinum Weekly.
The witness was standing about 200 meters 
from where the accident occurred and at first 
was not sure what happened. “We heard people 
were screaming and just saw the smoke and 
dust,” he said.
They immediately went to investigate and when 
they realised that it was a car that drove into the 
crowd, they called emergency services.

According to police spokesperson brigadier 

Sabata Mokgwabone a Volkswagen Polo 
and Mercedes-Benz collided. The Mercedes 
ploughed into onlookers and a car that was 
parked along the street. 
The crowd scattered in different directions 
attempting to get away before the authorities 
arrived while others stayed behind attempting to 
help the injured until medical services arrived. 
In a video shared on social media, a man can 
be heard saying: “There will be no more racing 
here.”
ER24, was the first to arrive at the scene and 
attended to numerous injured people. According 
to ER24 spokesperson Russel Meiring the 
patients were assessed, and medics found that 

15 people had sustained injuries ranging from 
minor to critical. Fortunately, there were no 
fatalities.
Mokgwabone confirmed that no arrests have 
been made.

Democratic Alliance (DA) councillor for ward 
43, Luan Snyders who has been very vocal 
about his concerns, said: “The nonexistence of 
a traffic fleet in the city of Rustenburg could’ve 
prevented this incident of alleged drag racing on 
Sunday that left numerous people injured. The 
city should urgently repair the traffic fleet to be 
more visible to combat illegal acts of racing and 
crime pertaining to road users.”

Kiara needs a bone 
marrow transplant

There are often misconceptions about how bone marrow is 
donated. Representatives of the South African Bone Marrow 
Registry (SABMR) answered many questions on the day, which 
prompted more people to sign up as bone marrow donors.

According to the South African Bone Marrow Registry (SABMR), 
Peripheral Blood Stem Cell Collection (PBSC) is the most likely 

method of collecting your stem cells. Blood stem cells are 
found in the bone marrow and in the circulating blood stream 
(peripheral blood) but in smaller numbers. On the day of the 
PBSC donation, blood is removed through a needle in one arm 
and passed through an apheresis (cell separation) machine that 
will collect blood stem cells. The remaining blood is returned to 
you through a needle in the other arm. This process is similar to 
what is used when donating blood platelets.

Another method… Bone Marrow Stem Cell Collection is seldom 
used in South Africa, however if it is in the patient’s best interest, 
the patient’s doctor might request a bone marrow stem cell 
collection instead. During this marrow collection process, some 
marrow is removed from the back of your pelvic bone, using 
sterile needles and syringes. This is a surgical procedure that 
occurs in a hospital operating theatre while you receive general 
anaesthesia. 

Kiara Rossouw was only six months old when she was 
diagnosed with Fanconi anaemia. It is a rare genetic disease 
that mainly affects the bone marrow. In 2019, her younger 
brother who was also diagnosed with this genetic disease, 
passed away. This 18-year-old needs a bone marrow 
transplant.

The process to become a bone marrow donor is relatively 
easy and many people like Kiara urgently need these 
donations. There are currently less than 100,000 registered 
donors, making the pool to find a match for those who urgently 
need it very small. 
When you register, and your application is successful, SABMR 
will dispatch a buccal swab (cheek swab) either via courier or 
make an appointment for you to complete the buccal swab at 
one of their closest depots. After submitting a sample, it is sent 

to SABMR’s lab and added to their database. If you match a 
patient who is in need of a bone marrow transplant, you will be 
contacted to start the donation process.

“Kiara gives us hope because she wakes up every day and 
goes on despite the challenges she faces. We would like to 
thank everyone who registered to become a donor. This also 
gives hope to many others waiting to find a donor match,” said 
Kiara’s father Steph Rossouw.

Swartklip/ Thabazimbi/ Northam/ Rustenburg – The 
camper trailer of a man living in Rustenburg was stolen 
while he was abroad from 15 to 23 June. Captain Elsabè 
Augoustides confirmed that a case of theft was opened 
at the Rustenburg police station.  

In the meantime, the suspects advertised this trailer 
on social media, for R15,000. Natasha Prinsloo from 
Swartklip immediately made an offer on this ‘bargain’. 

She paid a deposit of R2,000 and the suspects delivered 
the trailer to her brother-in-law’s residence in Thabazimbi 
on Monday 11 July. The very next day, the trailer was 
stolen – from the same location where it was delivered. 
She took to Facebook and asked for assistance, offering 
a reward for anyone successful at locating the trailer. 
Manager at Dinare Security in Thabazimbi, SJ Malan 
heeded her call and started investigating. 

He managed to obtain CCTV video footage of where the 
trailer was ‘taken’ from her brother-in-law’s property in 
Thabazimbi on Tuesday 12 July. The video shows the 
trailer being towed by an Audi. Malan managed to trace 
the trailer – to a residential address in Thabazimbi. He 
reported all this to Prinsloo but advised her that without 
being able to check the VIN number of the trailer at the 
address in Thabazimbi he could not confirm that it was 
the very same trailer.  

Prinsloo decided to confront the people in possession of 
the trailer and, accompanied by the police, paid a visit to 
the address where the trailer was spotted. No one was 

home, but Prinsloo identified the trailer at the scene. 
“The cops declined to open a case of theft,” Prinsloo told 
the Platinum Bushvelder. 

In the meantime, Malan managed to track the VIN 
number back to its original owner in Rustenburg. This 
also confirmed that Prinsloo, unknowingly, bought a 
stolen trailer. 

Out of the blue, Prinsloo was contacted by the suspects. 
“I received a call from a man telling me: We have another 
buyer for the trailer. We will refund you.” Neither Prinsloo 
nor the man calling mentioned anything about the fact 
that the trailer was stolen in Rustenburg, and again from 
Prinsloo’s brother-in-law the day before. Prinsloo replied: 
“No wait! My husband wants to keep the trailer. We will 
pay the rest of the money, just bring it to us in Swartklip.” 
Lo and behold, the suspects delivered the trailer to 
Prinsloo’s husband in Swartklip. 

Prinsloo immediately informed Malan of Dinare Security, 
who was assisted by Christopher Booysen of the 
Thabazimbi CPF to fetch the trailer from Prinsloo’s 
husband and book it in at Northam SAPS’ impound.

Malan, satisfied that he did his part, headed back home… 
But wait for it… On his way back, he passed the very 
same Audi which was captured on video in Thabazimbi. 
Malan and Booysen arrested the men in the Audi.

Two men, aged 23 and 29, were set to appear before 
the Thabazimbi Magistrates’ Court on Thursday 14 July.

Magaliesburg – Every year, fires result in 
loss of lives and property and having the 
necessary training in times of trouble, is 
invaluable. 
A collaboration between Obaro Magaliesburg, 
the Magaliesburg Landowners Forum, 
Doornhoek Fire Protection Association (FPA) 
and Ranyaka Community Transformation, 
the implementation agents for the Nedbank 
Proud of My Town programme, hosted a fire 
training day for local FPAs and community 
members on Thursday 23 June 2022.
Ryan Marsden, Ranyaka community 
transformation agricultural project coordinator 
and Doornhoek FPA chairperson Mark 
Aitchion headed the training session at 
Hoërskool Bekker near Magaliesburg. They 
shared vital information on [not only] how to 
fight a fire, but also shed light on firefighting 
equipment, personal protection equipment 
(PPE) and tools.
“You and your people need to have the correct 
PPE when fighting a fire or it can result in a 
fine or even worse, someone getting hurt,” 

Marsden said.
Aitchion urged community members to make 
sure that their firefighting kits are always 
ready to go. He said: “Don’t just leave it on 
the back of your bakkie where things can get 
lost. Make sure your equipment is serviced 
and in good working condition.”
They also advised that when you respond 
to assist with fighting a fire that your team is 
organised, and everyone knows what their 
responsibilities are. Responding to a fire as 
quickly as possible can minimise the damage. 
Firstly, you need to call the fire department. 
When you call in assistance for a fire, don’t just 
send a message on social media and hope 
someone sees it in time. Call until someone 
answers, make sure you have the numbers 
of the fire department, emergency response, 
your FPA cluster manager and neighbours 
where you can easily access them.
The presentation was followed by a 
demonstration on how to use the firefighting 
equipment to fight fires and how to effectively 
manage a burning fire break.
