
Rustenburg - Scammers are upping 
their game. They are committing 
identity theft to try and get 
unsuspecting victims to pay over 
rental deposits for properties that 
don’t exist. Consumers and realtors 
have to be more alert to not fall victim 
to these criminals.
 
Impala Estate Agents & Developers (Pty) 
Ltd has been serving the Rustenburg 
community since 1969. For the past 
53 years, they have assisted countless 
people to rent or buy their dream home. 

A scammer recently attempted to cash 
in on their impeccable reputation, by 
pretending to be an employee of the 
agency and offering properties to rent 
on social media. Ziandi de Klerk was 
looking for a plot to rent and turned to 
social media to ask around for available 
plots. 

She was contacted by a scammer on 
Thursday 4 August. As luck would have 
it, she knew the ‘employee’ at Impala 
Estate Agents this scammer pretended 
to be. She immediately recognised the 
photo, and she also had the number of 
the real Martin Hoffmann on her phone.

She kept her cool and talked to the 
scammer, trying to get as much 
information as she could. After the phone 
call, she immediately contacted Hoffman 

and told him about the scammer who 
was committing identity theft to try and 
scam her.

The scammer, using Hoffmann’s photo 
as his profile picture, pretended 
to work for Impala Estate 
Agents. He said that he 
had a house to rent in 
Geelhoutpark for 
R5,000 per 
mon th . 
D e 

Klerk asked him if he had any plots 
available. He apparently had an 
18-hectare plot which was immediately 
available. It was just outside Rustenburg 
and the rent is R10,000... If she pays 

over the deposit, it’s all hers. She asked 
for photos, which she never received. 
She also asked for the location of the 
plot but also did not get an answer. De 

Klerk jokingly told him that she would 
not know where to send the 

furniture removal truck, if she 
hired them. The all too 

generous scammer 
then volunteered 

his own 
t r u c k 

and 

workers – as long as she pays over the 
deposit.

Speaking to Platinum Weekly, Hoffman 
said: “I’ve been working in real estate 

since 2009, and we often hear about 
scams. What worries me is that he tried 
to use my name to scam someone.” 
Hoffmann immediately sent out a 
warning on social media to make people 
aware of what this scammer is doing.

Hoffmann added: “If he swindled 
someone using the name of Impala 
Estate Agents & Developers, it could 
tarnish our reputation. It just takes one 
rumour about a bad deal to cause a lot 
of damage to a company.” Hoffmann 
confirmed that they are currently 
corresponding with the police to open a 
case against the identity thief.

The demand for rental property in 
Rustenburg is currently very high. Not 
only is it scarce, the rent is usually 
also quite expensive. So, when people 
looking to rent a house find one within 
their budget, they jump at the opportunity 
to rent it. “Please be careful,” Hoffman 
warns. “Before you pay over your hard-
earned money, make sure you have 
confirmed the identity of the person you 
speak to. Don’t let them try and rush you 
into making decisions. Confirm every 
detail of the transaction.”

ANDREA’S KILLER 
GETS LIFE IN PRISON

Bad apples, ATM bombing 
and attempted murder    

Rustenburg – Gerhard 
Jansen van Vuuren who 
was convicted for killing his 
ex-girlfriend, Andrea Venter, 
was sentenced to life in 
prison in the Johannesburg 
Magistrates’ Court on Friday 
5 August.
He stabbed Andrea to death 
at the entrance to her housing 
complex in Fourways, 
Johannesburg on 2 May 2011. 
Afterwards, he attempted 
suicide by cutting his throat 
and laying down next to her 
body. 
He managed to evade arrest 
for several years by fleeing 
the country but was later 
tracked down and arrested 
on 18 June 2020 in Rio de 
Janeiro, Brazil. 
After more than a decade 
of suffering the loss of his 
daughter, her killer fleeing the 
country and then multiple court 
postponements, Andrea’s 
father Dries Venter said that 
he is pleased that the court 
case has been concluded and 
they can finally start healing.

Mogwase – A 46-year-old police officer is 
implicated in an ATM bombing, business 
robbery, attempted murder and carjacking. 
 
Sergeant Sello Molefe, who is stationed at 
the Rustenburg Tactical Response Team   
will appear for a second time before the 
Mogwase Magistrates’ Court on Thursday 
11 August 2022 with three of his alleged 
accomplices. 
Molefe, Mcebeni Benene (38), Arrao 
Silva (44) and Bokamoso Moabi 
(39) were remanded in custody 
during their initial court 
appearance.   
“They were arrested for an ATM 
bombing, business robbery, 
five counts of attempted 
murder and two of carjacking. 
The accused were nabbed during 
the early hours of Sunday 31 July 
following crimes allegedly committed 
at a petrol station along the R510 near 
Mogwase,” police spokesperson brigadier 
Sabata Mokgwabone said. 
The four allegedly arrived at the filling 
station driving in two vehicles: a silver 
Volkswagen Polo and a BMW X5. They 
allegedly pointed firearms at customers  
and staff, and then went on to bomb an 
ATM using explosives. 

Their attempt to loot cash from the 
ATM failed, because the cash container 
didn’t  open.   
“The suspects then took an undisclosed 
amount of money from the cash register 
and hijacked a vehicle and a motorbike on 
their way out. The police were alerted of 
the incident and with the assistance of a 
car tracking company, the hijacked vehicle 
was traced to Sondela informal settlement. 

Molefe and Benene were 
arrested in Boitekong and 

Tlhabane respectively,” 
Mokgwabone said. 
“During the arrest, police 
seized a rifle and boxes 
of cigarettes allegedly 

taken during the robbery. 
Subsequent to further 

investigations, Silva and Moabi 
were arrested at Boitekong and Tlhabane 
respectively.”  
The two, who were also remanded in 
police custody when they appeared before 
the court on Thursday 4 August 2022, will 
also reappear in court, joined by Molefe 
and Benene. 
Mokgwabone confirmed that the police are 
conducting their own internal investigation 
into Molefe’s conduct.

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ELDERLY COUPLE BRUTALLY ATTACKED ON SMALLHOLDING
Rustenburg – An elderly couple was seriously 
injured when an unknown number of intruders 
attacked them with steel rods.
Johannes (87) and Carla (82) van Reeuwyk 
were assaulted on their smallholding in Mooinooi 
near Brits on Monday evening, 8 August.
Police has not yet been able to talk to them as 
Carla is in a critical but stable condition, and 
Johannes is also still under sedation. 
Police spokesperson colonel Adele Myburgh 
confirmed that the attackers gained access to 
their home by breaking a window in the living 
room. They overpowered the couple in their 
bedroom, where they proceeded to assault 
them. “The house was covered in blood, and 
it looks like Johannes might also have been 
strangled with a cord,” she added.
Magalies Oos Radio Groep is a group of 
volunteers who stand together to assist the 
community in times of crisis. According to 
Magalies Oos Radio Groep’s Ben Potgieter, 
Van Reeuwyk called for help on the radio at 
around 22:00.

“We tried to contact him, but the radio was 
dead so a group of farmers in the area rushed 
to the smallholding to go and check on them. 
When we arrived, we saw some of the suspects 
running away.”
It is unthinkable what might have happened if 
the attacker’s rampage was not cut short by the 
immediate response of these farmers. When 
they entered the house, they were met by a 
horrific scene. 
“We tried to chase down the attackers, but they 
managed to get away.” 
During the search, they picked up a laptop bag 
and Carla’s shoes and a cap that presumably 
belongs to one of the attackers. The victims’ 
citizen’s band radio was lying under a tree in 
the garden where the attackers dropped it.
A large-scale search for the suspects was 
launched that included the police’s K9 unit.
The police urge anyone with information 
that might help track down the attackers to 
contact lieutenant colonel Lekai Mohajane 
on 082 416 3598.

Brits – A 30-year-old man allegedly stabbed his grandmother 
to death in Maboloka village near Brits and then started to stab 
himself. The incident occurred on Monday 1 August. Police 
spokesperson lieutenant colonel Amanda Funani said 70-year-
old Elsie Matlhasedi was stabbed and killed at Tambo Section 
in Maboloka.  

“According to information, Elsie’s son found the lifeless body of 
his mother lying in a pool of blood at their home and his nephew 
was allegedly standing next to her with a knife,” Funani said. “As 
a result, the uncle called the police and the suspect who allegedly 
stabbed his grandmother multiple times, fled the scene.”

Funani added: “The suspect allegedly also stabbed himself with 
a knife and eventually fell on the ground in a bushy area while 
being chased by his uncle.” 

The motive for the murder is not yet known.

Koster – The Koster Fire Station was fitted 
with a borehole by AE Scheepers Boor 
Kontrakteurs on Thursday 4 August. 
According to Bojanala Municipality 
spokesperson Tshepang Ramosepele, the 
fire station was earmarked to get a borehole 
in response to the shortage of water supply to 
the station by the local municipality.

Rustenburg – “Beware the August winds!” This is a stern warning 
from the Greater Rustenburg Fire Prevention Association (GRFPA), 
as the change of season brings with it a higher risk of dangerous and 
rapidly spreading fires. 
Strong winds, a characteristic feature of the month of August, can 
cause destruction when they pick up embers which go on to cause 
fires elsewhere. GRFPA secretary Ruth Dawson described wind and 
fire as a dangerous combination during this time of the year. 
She urged community members to be extra careful when making 
fires on a windy day and said the possibility of embers being blown 
away is a realistic one.  
“Council for Scientific and Industrial Research (CSIR) has classified 
81% of the area of the Rustenburg Municipality as having extreme 
veldfire risk,” said Dawson. “Areas outside the built-up areas of the 
city fall into this category. The remaining 19%, which is made up of 
the built-up areas of the city, fall into the category of high risk,” she 
added.
She further explained areas most at risk of catching fire.  
“Any area where there is natural vegetation and veld grass is at risk 
of veldfire. This especially applies to all farms and small holdings but 
can even apply to areas within the built-up area of the city like open 
lots, undeveloped areas, road edges and properties on the urban 
edge are also vulnerable.  
On how to prevent fires, Dawson suggested the following: 
•	 Be on the lookout for smoke. Firebreaks, ash pits, harvest residue 

and block burns are all prohibited until 31 October. So, smoke of 

this type must be reported immediately so that action is taken. 
•	 Make sure to alert your WhatsApp groups about the dangers of 

fire and how to prevent fires. 
•	 Instead of waiting for disaster to happen, buy some beaters or 

a backpack from the local hardware. It is much cheaper than 
replacing a house! 

•	 If you live next to a road, be extra vigilant, fires are often started by 
passing motorists or pedestrians.

•	 If you live in town next to an open lot that poses a risk, ask the 
municipality to assist in locating the owner of the lot or in clearing 
the plot.

Dawson said that going into a veld fire without suitable personal 
protective clothing is a big risk. “Professional firefighting gear is 
exceedingly expensive but at minimum ensure that you use 100% 
cotton clothing, strong boots and a face covering of cotton and 
leather gloves. Never go into a fire with dry clothes. Rather wet all 
your clothing first. Always check that you are not trapped by fire from 
more than one front. Go to a safer place if the heat or the smoke is 
too much.”

Rustenburg – The case in which an 
attorney is being accused of allegedly 
stealing R700,000 from the Road Accident 
Fund (RAF) was postponed by the 
Rustenburg Regional Court to 29 
August 2022. 

The ruling was made 
on 4 August during 
an appearance 
by the attorney, 
Betty Diale, who is 
facing six charges 
of theft amounting 
to approximately 
R700,000. 
The money was 
allegedly stolen from 
Road Accident Fund (RAF) 
claimants. Diale (52) is out on 
a warning and has been ordered 
not to interfere with state witnesses.    
“The matter was set for a pre-trial, however, 
her defence attorney indicated to the court 
that they intend to enter negotiations with 
the state about the charges. The state 
did not oppose the postponement,” NPA 

spokesperson for the North West Henry 
Mamothame said.   
It is not yet clear what the state and Diale’s 
attorney will be negotiating about at this 

stage. 

Prior to Diale’s arrest, 
Fidelity Funds – a body 
that oversees the 
conduct of attorneys – 
had received several 
complaints from 
the RAF claimants, 
whose payments 
were deposited into 

Diale’s trust account. 
The claimants made 

a report to the police 
after failing to receive their 

money.  
“Diale was practising as an 

attorney, during the alleged commission 
of the crimes from 2009 to 2011 and was 
subsequently charged in June 2021. The 
Legal Practice Council has struck her off 
the roll, preventing her from practising as 
an attorney,” Mamothame added. 

Rustenburg – I am a resident of Rustenburg 
who is very concerned about homeless 
people who have now resorted to sleeping 
along pavements in some parts of the central 
business district (CBD). 
I do painting and maintenance work in town 
and I have come across these people many 
times while in the CBD. 
During the early morning hours, people 
walking past the Rustenburg Fire Department 
offices along Bethlehem Street will be able to 
spot a group of homeless people. During the 
winter, their group increased in number, and 
I am worried because you just wonder how 
they manage. 
I have not talked to them because they are 
many and I do not feel secure enough to go 
anywhere near them. However, my friends 
have told me that the groups are a mixture 
of South Africans and foreign nationals. The 
municipality must come up with a plan to fix 
this mess and find a permanent solution.

Brits – Six men stole five bags of money 
from security guards at Letlhabile Mall during 
a cash in transit (CIT) robbery on Thursday 4 
August 2022. 

Hawks spokesperson lieutenant colonel 
Robert Netshiunda said police are 
investigating a case of attempted murder and 
CIT robbery following the incident. 
One of the security guards were carrying 
two bags of money and walking towards a 
financial institution when he was accosted by 
the six men who robbed him of the bags.
“His colleague, who remained in the vehicle, 

was robbed of his pistol and three more bags 
of money were stolen. A third security guard 
was shot in the thigh when the suspects 
randomly shot at the vehicle,” Netshiunda 
said. 
“The suspects reportedly fled the scene 
in a VW Caddy and a Ford Ranger with an 
undisclosed amount of cash. No arrests have 
been made yet.” 

Anyone with information regarding the 
whereabouts of the suspects, is requested 
to contact their nearest police station or 
call the Crime Stop number 08600 10111.

Rustenburg – Businessowners have 
not approached the Rustenburg Local 
Municipality to complain about the homeless 
people. 
However, the municipality has started to work 
with social workers from the Department of 
Social Development in trying to resolve this 
problem permanently. 
There have been efforts by the Rustenburg 
Public Safety Directorate to remove them or 
prevent them from sleeping on pavements, 
but they keep on returning to the pavements 
every day. The municipality has restarted 
the Safe and Clean city campaign, in 
collaboration with relevant stakeholders, 
such as the departments of Home Affairs, 
Social Development, SAPS, Community 
Policing Forums (CPFs), civic organisations 
and businesses. 
This is with a view to eradicating lawlessness 
and crime in the city, thus ensuring upholding 
the rule of law.

Kelebogile Boikanyo

Ingredients:
•	 5 cups of all-

purpose flour (keep 
1 cup separate)

•	 2½ teaspoons of 
yeast 

•	 half cup of sugar
•	 2 cups of milk 
•	 1 cup of melted 

butter 
•	 pinch of salt

For the filling
•	 1/2 cup sugar 
•	 4 teaspoons of 

cinnamon 

•	 1 cup of butter 
(softened) 

Glazing
•	 250g full 

cream cheese 
(unflavoured)

•	 1/2 cup melted 
butter 

•	 2 teaspoons of 
vanilla essence

•	 pinch of salt 
•	 condensed milk 
•	 1/2 cup of milk 
•	 pecan nuts 

(optional) 

Instructions:
1.	 Bloom the yeast by warming the milk, then 

add sugar and stir in melted butter. Then 
add the yeast and let it rest for 12 minutes.

2.	 Add 4 cups of flour and stir until all the 
flour is incorporated, and is forming a 
smooth dough.

3.	 Cover with cling wrap and let it rise for 
an hour. 

4.	 Flour the surface and sprinkle over the 
dough (with the remaining cup of flour).

5.	 Knee for 10 minutes until the dough 
is stretchy.

6.	 Roll it into a square with a rolling pin.
7.	 Mix all the filling ingredients together, then 

spread it on the dough.
8.	 Tightly roll the dough.
9.	 Cut the dough into circles (Kelebogile 

prefers to use dental floss to cut 
the dough).

10.	Place rolls on a greased baking pan, and 
cover with a clean dry dishcloth. 

11.	Let it rise for 30-45 minutes (warm the 
oven so long), and then bake at 180°C for 
25 minutes. 

Glaze
1.	 Cream the cream cheese, add melted 

butter, condensed milk, milk, vanilla 
essence and beat until smooth. 

2.	 Glaze your cinnamon rolls while they are 
still warm.

3.	 Sprinkle pecan nuts over.

SA – Mamelodi Sundowns, Richards Bay, Royal 
AM and Orlando Pirates all started their DStv 
Premier Soccer League (PSL) campaign on a 
positive note as the new topflight football season 
roared to life on Saturday 6 August 2022.
