N4/Brits – On Wednesday 5 April, a man who, according to SAPS is part of a gang suspected 
of being involved in the N4 spiking incidents was arrested. The 23-year-old suspect and his 
accomplice allegedly robbed a motorist of his personal belongings on the N4 near the Brits 
toll plaza. 
The victim (42) was travelling from Mooinooi towards Hebron when he stopped next to the 
road to retrieve medication from his car’s boot. While the victim was opening his boot, he was 
approached by two armed men. The two suspects—who are undocumented Mozambican 
nationals—then robbed the victim of an undisclosed amount of cash, two cell phones and 
clothes. They then shot at the victim before fleeing the scene into the the veld nearby. The 
victim drove his vehicle to the toll gate where he found a Brits rural safety unit. The unit 
and the police swiftly responded and conducted a search of the suspects in the veld. Upon 
noticing the police, both suspects tried to escape by foot. Fortunately, one of the suspects, 
Liason Ndlovu, was apprehended and arrested. During the arrest, two cell phones, a firearm, 
and ammunition was found in his possession. The suspects are believed to be part of the 
syndicate which has been placing spikes on the N4 road to cause tyre punctures, compelling 
motorists to stop. The stranded and vulnerable motorists are then robbed of their valuables. 
Ndlovu appeared before the Brits Magistrates’ Court on Tuesday 11 April 2023, with charges 
of armed robbery, attempted murder, possession of an unlicensed firearm, ammunition, and 
possession of suspected stolen property. His hearing for a formal bail application has been 
postponed to 18 April. Our high hope is that the suspect’s apprehension could lead to more 
information on the N4 spiking syndicate, which will help to put an end to the operation and 
bring some form of justice for Juandré Kidson, a 29-year-old father who was shot in cold 
blood in front of his wife and their one-year-old daughter in a road-spiking incident on the N4 
in May 2022.

POLICEMAN SHOOTS EX-WIFE

THREE IN HOT 
WATER OVER 

STOLEN SHEEP 

Brits – A policeman shot and killed his pregnant 
ex-wife on Wednesday 5 April 2023 before handing 
himself over to the Brits police. The suspect 
appeared before the Brits Magistrates’ Court on 
Tuesday 11 April 2023 after being charged 
with premeditated murder. 
The 39-year-old sergeant allegedly shot 
the 35-year-old woman several times 
at the entrance of Brits Hospital, where 
she was employed as a switchboard 
operator.  
Said police spokesperson brigadier 
Sabata Mokgwabone: “It is alleged that 
the police officer was stationed at Rapid 
Rail in Silverton, Pretoria, and residing at Ga-
Rankuwa. According to information, the ex-wife 
who was working as a switchboard operator, was 
at the hospital entrance when the suspect fired 
several shots and instantly killed the victim. 
Through his attorney, the accused told the court 

that he has a previous conviction of corruption and 
is awaiting a sentence at the Pretoria Specialised 
Commercial Crimes Court on 19 April 2023.  It was 
also brought to the attention of the court that the 

ex-wife obtained a protection order against 
the accused in 2021. 

North West Provincial Police 
commissioner lieutenant general Sello 
Kwena condemned the incident and 
conveyed his deepest condolences 
to the victim’s family, friends and 
colleagues. 

Kwena urged police officers to utilise 
the services of the Employee Health and 

Wellness (EHW), bearing in mind that this is 
the second incident involving police officers in less 
than a month.  
The matter has been postponed to 21 April 2023, 
for further investigations in respect of the bail 
application.

Rustenburg – Three men were arrested along the 
R510 Northam/Rustenburg road on Thursday 6 
April 2023 after they were found in possession of 
16 suspected stolen sheep. 
Police spokesperson lieutenant colonel Amanda 
Funani said the trio were arrested by the 
Rustenburg Public Order Police (POP) during a 
crime-prevention operation ahead of the Easter 
Holidays.   
“The vigilant members were conducting patrols 
along the R510 (Northam/ Rustenburg) road in 
the policing area of Phokeng when they spotted 
a suspicious Toyota Quantum minibus with tinted 
windows,” said Funani. 

“The vehicle was stopped for a search that resulted 
in the discovery of 16 sheep worth R48,000. The 
three men, aged 20, 36 and 59 were arrested 
after failing to account for the sheep, which were 
later positively linked with a case of stock theft in 
Northam,” Funani added.   
Police are also tracing the whereabouts of a fourth 
suspect, who managed to evade arrest.   
The three suspects, Zolile Nomala, Moses 
Ndlovu, and Januario Lomola appeared before 
the Bafokeng Magistrates’Court in Tlhabane on 
Tuesday 11 April 2023 on charges of stock theft. 
After their appearance, their case was postponed 
to 14 April for formal bail application.

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More than 300 suspects arrested 
during safer easter operations

North West/Brits – The ongoing integrated 
Safer Easter Holidays (Paseka) high-density 
operations to safeguard communities and 
ensure safety along main routes during 
this period, continue to achieve significant 
success. This was after 349 suspects were 
arrested in the province between Thursday, 
6 and Monday, 10 April 2023. The offences 
included assault with intent to do grievous 
bodily harm (GBH), murder, house robbery, 
rape, possession and dealing drugs, driving 
under the influence of alcohol, and illegal 
possession of firearms. 
Subsequent to multi-agency operations, a 
total of 6,547 vehicles were stopped and 
searched. Furthermore, 14,998 individuals 
were searched.  Further successes were 
achieved as follows: 
A total of 6,411 road traffic fines were 
issued to motorists. 139 fines were issued 
for liquor-related act contraventions. Drugs 
such as mandrax tablets and powder, tik, 
crystal meth, various liquor and as well as 
copper cables were seized.
In an integrated roadblock along the N4 
road near Bapong Weigh Bridge in the 
Bojanala Platinum Sub-District 1 (Brits), 
on Sunday, 9 April 2023, two vehicles were 
impounded as they were not roadworthy 
while one was confiscated for further 
investigation due to apparent tampering 
with the chassis number. Moreover, two 

motorists were arrested for driving under 
the influence of alcohol. In addition, eight 
suspected undocumented persons were 
taken in for processing.
Meanwhile, the North West provincial 
commissioner, lieutenant general Sello 
Kwena reiterated that the police in 
conjunction with other law enforcement 

agencies and various stakeholders will 
continue to apply a zero-tolerance approach 
during the operations to ensure compliance 
and general safety.

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Rustenburg – On Tuesday 11 April 2023 Platinum Weekly 
received reports of thousands of dead fish which were floating 
among the hyacinth at Hartbeespoort Dam. Simultaneously, 
Schoemansville Oewer also reported dead fish floating among 
the hyacinth close to the shore.
Casper Kruger of Hartbeespoort Optimum Fisheries and 
Research responded to the scene. After assessment an aerator 
was brought in to add oxygen to the water, which seemed to 
gradually improve the situation by late Tuesday afternoon. It is 
suspected that the large-scale of fish deaths have been caused 
by the lack of oxygen to the water due to the dense hyacinth 
coverage which has been a longstanding problem. 
Casper Kruger is to work with the Sefako Makgatho Health 
Sciences University in order to conduct further testing on water 
samples, dead fish, and alive fish. According to information, a 

scientist from the Department of Water and Sanitation has also 
deemed the likely cause due to lack of oxygen in the water.

Adam Kufeni and Wayne Masike, who are facing charges of theft and illegal immigration, were denied 
bail when they appeared before the same court on 28 March 2023. 
The duo stand accused of breaking into a woman’s car where they stole a laptop and other belongings 
from inside the vehicle. Police spokesperson sergeant Ofentse Mokgadi said on Saturday 18 March 
that Tlhabane SAPS members received a tip-off which mentioned a suspect armed with a firearm 
roaming around Lefaragatlhe village. After arriving at the village, police demanded to search the man’s 
residence and discovered identity documents, mine access cards, and a toy firearm. 
“He was immediately arrested for possession of suspected stolen property such as identity documents 
and access cards,” Mokgadi said. Mokgadi said police linked the documents found in the suspect’s 
possession to a woman who had reported theft out of her motor vehicle. 
“During the interview, the suspect was able to give more information and the name of his accomplice. 
He took the police to where they had sold the victim’s laptop and other items. The man who allegedly 
bought the laptop was arrested and charged for receiving stolen property,” Mokgadi said. The case has 
been transferred to the Tlhabane Regional Court where they will make their appearance on Tuesday 
2 May 2023. Meanwhile, further investigations are underway.

Rustenburg – Most women are ecstatic when they find out that they are 
going to be a mom. Unfortunately, this exciting time can also be a very scary 
time for expecting mothers. 
Sometimes, women find themselves alone, underaged, ashamed, or do 
not have the necessary support structures in place to help them care for 
their babies. With difficult circumstances, they might believe that they have 
no other alternatives but to abandon their babies. Sadly, this often 
means that babies are wrapped in plastic, left in the veld, or 
dumped in dustbins like trash. The social workers at Child 
and Family Welfare are always willing to work with expecting 
mothers and families who feel like they can’t take on the 
responsibility of a child. “Women need to know that there 
are alternatives available to them. They can reach out to 
a social worker who will discuss the different options with 
them through counselling,” said Rustenburg Child Welfare 
social worker, Deidre Janse van Rensburg, “A social 
worker will also give you the necessary support during your 
pregnancy. If you inform a social worker that you intend to 
put your baby up for adoption, the social worker will assist you 
without any judgement.”

Should you be unable to care for your baby, please go to a hospital to 
give birth. This will not only give your baby a chance at life but will also be 
beneficial to your health. By using the correct channels, the baby will receive 
an ID number which will help with the adoption process where the mother 
has 60 days to change her mind.
Mothers who abandon their babies without seeking assistance will be 

charged with concealment of birth, where a DNA test is done to locate the 
mother who will face criminal charges if caught.

“I have been doing this for many years and my heart breaks every time I 
hear of a dumped baby,” says Môrester Kinderhuis director Helen Lotz who 
currently provides a safe place for abandoned children.

“Even if a baby is born at home and you decide not to keep it, you can 
still go to the hospital and speak to a social worker,” Lotz added. 

There are instances where women give birth at home and the 
baby is stillborn. This can cause a woman to start panicking. 
If a baby is stillborn, a doctor needs to be contacted to 
declare the infant’s death. If it’s classified as an unnatural 
death, the police also need to be informed. If you did 
nothing wrong, there is nothing to fear as this is a normal 
and necessary procedure.
If you do come across an abandoned baby, the first thing 

to do is to immediately contact the police. They will obtain 
the required documents from the Department of Social 

Development to ensure that the baby can be taken to a place 
of safety.

Whatever your circumstances, no matter how afraid you are, and whatever 
reasons you may have for not keeping your baby, please do the right thing 
and follow the right procedures to ensure that the life of the child is protected. 
Safe and legal alternatives are always available.

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RLM: right of reply, response: ‘The stopping and re-allocation of conditional grants’ 
Rustenburg – The Rustenburg Local Municipality 
(RLM) has noted with concern media reports 
regarding the performance of municipalities in the 
North West province, with special reference to grant 
funding provided by other levels of government. 
The RLM can confirm that a total of R65 million 
was re-directed from the allocations to the 
municipality for the current financial year. However, 
the municipality denies that all of these result from 
the ineptitude or incapacity of municipal officials 
to spend. Also, the often cited are debts owed by 
municipalities to Eskom brought up to cloud issues 
pertaining to expenditure on the Integrated National 
Electrification Programme (INEP). We must state 
that, whereas for RLM 29.5% of the allocated 
amount was spent as of 31 December 2022, by 
31 March 2023 expenditure stood at 62% of the 

total allocation. As regards to the Neighbourhood 
Development Partnership Grant (NDPG), non-
performance does not result from an inability to 
spend, but rather from the improper allocation 
by National Treasury itself. In this instance, 
whereas the municipality 
requested a total of R30.3 
million for the widening of 
Marikana Road (D1325) in 
the Central Business District, 
the National Treasury only 
made a commitment of R2 
million. With a R28.3 million 
shortfall, the municipality could not proceed with 
project implementation. In the case of performance 
concerning the Municipal Infrastructure Grant 
(MIG), on 23 February 2023, the National Treasury 

was provided with appointment letters indicating 
that the procurement processes were completed, 
and service providers appointed. The municipality 
provided a portfolio of evidence to the National 
Treasury with a view to impress on the latter that 

the funds would be exhausted 
within the current financial 
year. Hence, at the end of the 
third quarter of the financial 
year (31 March), indications 
are that the expenditure is 
increasing tremendously 
based on output performance 

by contractors. Regrettably, the withholding of 
over R39 million by the national government 
imposes on the municipality the unfortunate need 
to reprioritise project choices. Needless to say, 

community disturbances and interference with 
project implementation also contribute significantly 
towards project stoppages which impact on 
expenditure. These often manifest in demands for 
sub-contracting and allegations of employment 
biases. The underspending with respect Water 
Services Infrastructure Grant (WSIG), results 
from delays in the approval of business plans by 
the transferring department, which impeded the 
municipality’s ability to procure and implement 
projects. The above notwithstanding, the 
municipality is in the process of improving its 
capacity to fulfil its developmental mandate by 
filling senior managers and key strategic service 
delivery positions.

Boerewors Pizza

Baking at home is one of Alif and Ameer Bashir’s 
favourite pastimes. The two boys love helping their 
mom, Kedibone, in the kitchen; the time they spend 
in the kitchen is quality family time together, and 
the reward is always delicious! Kedibone has been 
teaching them the tricks of the trade, and under her 
watchful eye, the two are often busy cooking up a 
storm. One of their favourite recipes is a chakalaka 
boerewors pizza recipe. It’s unique, tasty, and very 
easy to make—even for two youngsters. Making 
the pizza is a team effort as Alif likes to knead the 
dough for the pizza base while Ameer mixes all the 
ingredients together. During cooking time, Kedibone 
waits in anticipation to be the taste tester.

Ingredients 
BASE
•	 4 cups (1000 ml) flour
•	 1 packet (10 g) yeast
•	 2 teaspoons (10 ml) brown sugar
•	 1 teaspoon (5 ml) salt
•	 1 ½ cups (375 ml) warm water
•	 2 tablespoons (30 ml) oil

TOPPINGS
•	 1 kg chakalaka boerewors (fried and cut into 1,5 

cm thick pieces)
•	 ½ cup (125 ml) tomato sauce
•	 1 medium onion (sliced into rings)
•	 1 medium green pepper (thinly sliced)
•	 1 medium yellow pepper (thinly sliced)
•	 1 medium red pepper (thinly sliced)
•	 Black pepper
•	 Salt

Method
1.	 Pour warm water into a large bowl, add yeast 

and 1 teaspoon of sugar, and let stand until 
foamy, for about 5-10 min. Whisk in oil, the 
other 1 teaspoon of sugar, and salt until well 
combined. 

2.	 Gradually add flour and mix until the dough 
comes together in a sticky substance.

3.	 Scrape the dough on a lightly floured surface 
and gently knead it into a soft, springy ball. 

4.	 Place the ball into a lightly oiled bowl and cover 
it with plastic wrap and leave it to rise in a warm 
place for about an hour or until the dough has 
roughly doubled in size.

5.	 Turn the dough out onto a lightly floured surface 
and divide it into two equal pieces. Place 
the dough into 2 x 36 cm x 26 cm greased 
rectangular pans and use your hands to spread 
the dough all over the pans. Cover each with 
plastic wrap and wait for 15 – 30 minutes.

6.	 Spoon the tomato sauce on the dough and 
spread it all over the base with a spoon. Neatly 
top with slices of peppers, onion rings and 
pieces of boerewors, and press them a little bit 
so that they can stick to the tomato sauce on the 
base. Sprinkle with black pepper and salt.

7.	 Bake the pizzas in the pre-heated oven for 
about 15-30 minutes or until the bases are 
golden.
