Rustenburg — A man was arrested for the cultivation
and dealing of cannabis (dagga) on Friday 28 April 2023
after police raided a plot along the R24 Road towards
Maanharand.

Police spokesperson captain Sam Tselanyane said the illegal
activities of the 61-year-old man were unravelled at the plot
by members of the Phokeng K9 Unit and the Rustenburg
Mounted Unit during a search. This was after they had
received a tip-off on the illegal cultivation of cannabis.
“Subsequent to the search conducted at the place, three
fully operational dagga (cannabis) laboratories with live
plants were discovered,” Tselanyane said. “Furthermore,
police found a black bucket with dagga packaged in plastic
bags. As a result, 709 live plants were confiscated.”

The suspect was expected to appear before the Rustenburg
Magistrates’ Court on 2 May.

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Wildfires: plan, prepare, and prevent!

Rustenburg - After the past summer’s heavy rainfall, Rustenburg and its
surrounding areas are at a high risk of wildfires. Platinum Weekly engaged
with the Greater Rustenburg Fire Protection Association’s chairperson
Debbie Snyman on Saturday 29 April 2023 to gain more insight on the
prevention and control of wildfires. “Due to the past season’s heavy rainfall,
there is a lot of vegetation that will fuel wildfires during the dry fire season.

Therefore, it's wise for landowners to be prepared,” said Debbie.

The National Veld and Forest Fire Act requires landowners
to have enough trained staff and firefighting equipment
to stand a reasonable chance of preventing fires and
stopping them from spreading to adjacent properties.
Landowners must comply with the Act, whether they
belong to a Fire Protection Association (FPA) or not.

The GRFPA unites landowners in the common purpose
of preventing and mitigating the harm caused by
wildfires/veld fires and thereby aims to protect property
and livelihoods. Wildfires can be caused by human activity
or a natural phenomenon such as lightning, and often
occur in rural areas. Therefore, cluster units are established
within the GRFPA. Cluster unit members are actively involved
in planning and implementing fire breaks and block burning, as well

as organised assistance in the event of a spreading fire/runaway fire.
Although a firebreak does not necessarily guarantee the stop of a wildfire,

it can:
* Reduce the intensity of an approaching fire.

» Provide access for people and vehicles to respond to the fire, thereby
providing a safer area from which to extinguish a fire.

» Provide a point from which to start a backburn, which is a fire that is lit to
close the edge of an active wildfire by burning out the fuel (vegetation)
between the fire and the established control line.

Firebreaks can be conducted up until 30 June 2023, but only in compliance
with the National Veld and Forest Fire Act No. 101 of 1998 (NVFFA).

A landowner, who is obligated to prepare and maintain a firebreak must
regard the weather, climate, terrain, and vegetation of the area before
conducting a firebreak.

When conducting a firebreak, a landowner must notify all neighbours
and the GRFPA, and must have sufficient personal protective
equipment (PPE) and have trained personnel.

Firebreak can also be done in ways less risky than burning
such as manually clearing a high-risk area by removing
dry grass and bushes.
It should be stressed that there is much to be considered
when conducting a firebreak, and making use of expert
knowledge is the most advisable route to follow.
FPA membership is voluntary for private landowners,
but has advantages, “To be part of the GRFPA means
that you are actively involved in keeping your area safe,
and you have access to knowledge from people who
know how to respond to a fire,” said Debbie. “This will
help you to better plan for the event of a fire, and by being
prepared you are also able to minimize the start and spread of
a fire.”
New members are welcome to join the GRFPA throughout the year with an
annual fee of R300 (even if you join mid-year). The cut-off date for existing
members to pay their annual fee was on 31 March and, there is a R100 late
payment penalty.
