As the man pulled up to his gate in his car, he was '

suddenly confronted by an undisclosed number of assailants, of which
at least one of them was armed with a firearm. “We found the vehicle’s
keys about 5 m away from the bakkie. We suspect that the man threw his
bakkie’s keys into the bushes and fled the scene, whereafter he was shot
some distance away,” said CPF sector two chairperson Gerhard Jansen
van Rensburg who responded to the scene.

Swift response from community members, along with the South African
Police Service (SAPS) and Trauma Rescue, played a pivotal role in
addressing the emergency. Trauma Rescue promptly transported the
wounded victim to Life Peglerae Hospital.

The victim sustained two gunshot-related wounds on the right-hand side of
his body—one near his shoulder blade and another on his side.

Police spokesperson, sergeant Ofentse Mokgadi, confirmed the ongoing
investigation, stating, “We can confirm that the police are investigating a
case of attempted murder whereby a 35-year-old man was shot and taken
to the hospital. The motive is unknown as nothing was reported stolen, and
no arrests have yet been made.”

Authorities are now appealing to anyone who may have witnessed the
incident or who possess information related to it, to come forward.

Rustenburg - On Monday 16 October 2023,
three suspects aged 22, 27, and 31 appeared
before the Rustenburg Magistrates’ Court on
‘robbery with a firearm’ charges reported in
Tlhabane, Zinniaville, and Rustenburg.

They were arrested on 12 October after the
owner of a white Toyota Etios requested
assistance from a vehicle tracking company to
retrieve his vehicle from a driver, who seemed
untraceable and was driving the vehicle without
the owner’s consent.

The vehicle was located in Zinniaville with
only the driver inside, prompting a summons
for police assistance. During the preliminary
police investigations, it was discovered that the
very same vehicle, a white Toyota Etios had
been reported as involved in robberies around
Rustenburg. Furthermore, it was alleged to
be the same vehicle seen in a social media
video robbing teenagers of their cellphones at
gunpoint.

“The suspect in custody then led the police to
his two accomplices. In their possession, the
authorities found an imitation firearm and a
Nissan Micra (not stolen), suspected of being
used in other similar robberies,” said police
spokesperson sergeant Ofentse Mokgadi.

The police are appealing to members of the
public who might have been victims of this trio
to come forward and register their cases, or
contact the detective, sergeant Thabo Seome of
the Tlhabane SAPS on 082 664 3374.

DIALE’S
CASE
POSTPONED

Rustenburg - The Rustenburg Regional Court
has postponed the case against Betty Diale (52)
to 31 October 2023. This postponement allows
the Director of Public Prosecutions (DPP) to
review her representations. If the DPP rejects
these representations, all parties will determine
a new trial date.

Previously, a warrant for her arrest had been
issued due to her failure to appear in court on 26
September and her failure to provide reasons for
her absence. She was rearrested on 6 October
and subsequently released on warning.

An inquiry was conducted regarding her
absence, during which the court accepted her
medical certificate as proof. All necessary trial
documents were provided to her as she had
expressed her intention to represent herself
during the proceedings. Diale faces six charges
of theft, totalling approximately R700,000, which
was allegedly stolen from Road Accident Fund
(RAF) claimants.

“Police reports reveal that multiple RAF
claimants lodged complaints with the Legal
Practice Fidelity Fund. They asserted that
their payments, deposited into Diale’s trust
account, did not reach them after the payout.
Consequently, they reported the matter to the
police for investigation. Diale, who practiced as
an attorney from 2009 to 2011, was subsequently
charged with six counts of theft in June 2021.
The Legal Practice Council has removed her
from the roll, prohibiting her from practicing
as an attorney,” said National Prosecuting
Authority (NPA) regional spokesperson Henry
Mamothame.
