COMMUNITY URGED TO AID IN IDENTIFICATION OF
UNIDENTIFIED INDIVIDUAL: KOSTER POLICE SEEK HELP

Koster — The Koster authorities are reaching out to the community for help
in identifying an unidentified white male, thought to be in his 30s or 40s. The
individual’s body was discovered in a ditch on Saturday, 30 December 2023,
near the R30 roadway linking Rustenburg and Ventersdorp, between the

Oakland and Raakvat farms.

Captain Aafje Botma detailed the state of the discovery, noting that the man
was found without shoes, his hands bound with a cable, and his face covered

with plastic. He was clothed in a white t-shirt and blue beach shorts.

SAPS appeals for public assistance in locating murderer

Rustenburg — In a somber call to justice, the
South African Police Service (SAPS) in Tlhabane
is intensively searching for a suspect linked to the
heart-wrenching double murder of a woman and
her mother. The horrifying incident unfolded in the
quiet hours before dawn on Sunday, 14 January
2024, in Matlhatsimarwana Section, Lefaragatlhe,
just outside Rustenburg.

The victims, a 37-year-old woman and her 73-year-
old mother, met their tragic end in what can only be
described as a senseless act of violence. Brigadier
Sabata Mokgwabone detailed the chilling events:
the younger woman, upon opening her door for
her boyfriend, was allegedly met with a brutal knife
attack. The assailant then turned his rage towards
her mother, inflicting fatal stab wounds before
fleeing the scene on foot.

The elderly victim’s life was claimed at the scene,
a dark reality for the first responders. Her daughter,
a mother to a five-month-old baby, fought valiantly
for life but ultimately passed away in the Job
Shimankane Tabane Hospital in Rustenburg. The
suspect, now the target of an extensive manhunt,

remains at large, his whereabouts unknown even
after thorough searches at his known residence.
The police are urging anyone with information, no
matter how insignificant, to come forward. Detective
warrant officer Khomotjo Matlala stands ready to
receive any leads at 076 257 9026. The public
can also contact the SAPS Crime Stop number at
08600 10111 or provide anonymous tips through
the MySAPS App. Every piece of information is a
potential key to ensuring justice for the victims and
safety for the community.

Lieutenant general Sello Kwena, the provincial
commissioner of North West, expressed profound
condemnation of the brutal killings. Emphasising
the gravity of the crime and the urgency of the
situation, he has directed the investigation team to
pursue every avenue, to “leave no stone unturned”
in their mission to apprehend the perpetrator.

This act, perpetrated by someone who should have
been a protector, not a predator, shakes the very
core of our societal values.

We extend our heartfelt condolences to the family
of the deceased during this profoundly difficult time.

Rustenburg SPCA faced unprecedented challenges in December, seeks community support

Kruger highlights that the holiday season
often prompts residential moves, leading to
an increase in pet surrenders. “The shelter
was at its capacity. The fear of not being
able to adequately care for every animal
was intense,” she shares. The SPCA not

only became a haven for numerous strays
but also dealt with several heartbreaking
cases of animal cruelty, including incidents
where pets were abandoned as families
went on vacation.

The pressure on the Rustenburg SPCA
remains relentless even after the festive
season. “We're still grappling with the
aftermath. Our staff, already stretched thin,
continues to work extended hours to ensure
the wellbeing of every animal in our care,”
Kruger explains. Despite the challenges,
the team remains committed, sustained by
the generosity of the community through
donations and support.

However, the need is continuous and
urgent. “We're in dire need of more food to
cater to the new residents of our shelter,”
Kruger emphasises. She urges the

The court proceedings brought forth significant updates, as
relayed by Henry Mamothame, the National Prosecuting Authority’s (NPA)
regional spokesperson. The court postponed the case to 24 April 2024. This
postponement comes with a significant procedural change; the case has been
transferred to a regional court. As the legal proceedings unfold, Tladi will remain
in custody, awaiting his next court appearance.

STREETS IN
ZINNIAVILLE: A CALL FOR
URGENT RESTORATION

This might surprise you, but this is actually a paved road. The
rainwater and big potholes make it look more like a dirt road.
This section of Boulevard in Petunia Street, Zinniaville, has been
getting worse and worse over the last year.

People in Zinniaville are
really careful driving on these
streets. A local, Lucky Sebeko,
said: “We drive here every day,
- and the road is full of dangerous
E potholes. It's even riskier when it
rains because the holes fill with
water, and you can’t see them.”

Rustenburg — In Zinniaville, a neighbourhood characterised by its vibrant community and bustling
streets, a dangerous challenge disrupts the daily life of its residents: the deteriorating condition of its
roads. Petunia Street, a once-smooth tarred road, has now devolved into a treacherous path, riddled
with potholes so large and numerous that the street more closely resembles a gravel road than a city
street.
