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Refiloe Mokiti, Koster resident, 
voiced concern over the 
ongoing post office catastrophe.

Koster – It’s no secret that the South African Post 
Office (SAPO) has been on a bit of a downward 
spiral, but the whole situation has gone from bad 
to “you’ve got to be kidding me.” We’ve seen over 
400 post offices shut their doors for good since 
2020. And no, it’s not because we’ve all stopped 
sending mail.
SAPO’s been quick to blame everything under the 
sun — like us moving online and some suppliers 
cutting them off. But let’s be real: the big elephant 
in the room is how they’ve been managing things. 
Or, more accurately, how they haven’t.
Take a stroll past the Koster Post Office, and 
you’ll get the picture. It’s been hit by vandals, 
left to crumble, and there are stories of locals 
trying to nab packages amid the chaos. Platinum 
Weekly set out to investigate, on Friday 15 March 
2024, and found people trying to patch things up 
there, but it’s a bit late for band-aids.
Colonel Adéle Myburgh reports: “From April to 
November 2023, we’ve had a mini crime wave 
at the Koster Post Office, with five break-ins.” 
Break-in number six happened just over a week 
ago, but when we went to the post office to take 
a look… it seemed that the post office has not 

been in use for years. This Post Office is but one 
of many in South Africa being looted. Unlike most 
businesses, budgeting for security is maybe not 
the Post Office’s top priority.
And let’s not even start on how this mess is 
hitting everyone in the pocket, especially those 
relying on these services the most.
Earlier this year, communications minister 
Mondli Gungubele said he intends to review the 
South African Post Office’s monopoly on certain 
services, including parcel deliveries under 
1kg. Gungubele said he wished to consult the 
public in this regard and gave interested parties 
until Wednesday, 6 March 2024 to submit their 
comments.
But here’s the problem: SAPO’s been fighting 
tooth and nail to keep this monopoly, all while 
their ships are sinking. 
Refiloe Mokiti, a local from Koster, shares their 
dismay: “I’ve called Koster home for five years 
now, and watching the post office saga unfold 
has been heartbreaking. It’s like nobody’s lifting a 
finger, and the problems just keep piling up. The 
post office is such a crucial part of local business. 
What must we do now?”

RUSTENBURG COURT HEARS CASE OF ILLEGAL RHINO HORN DEALERS

CPF 
MEMBERS 

INTERVENE IN 
DANGEROUS

DAYLIGHT ASSAULT 
ON LOCAL RESIDENT

Rustenburg – A significant development unfolded in the 
Rustenburg Magistrates’ Court on Monday, 18 March 
2024, as Raher Mahomed (27), Joao Seven (39), Abraham 
Khoza (49), and Usuf Mikilo (51) faced charges of illegal 
rhino horn trading. This action comes in the wake of their 
arrest during a meticulously planned sting operation by 
local authorities in Rustenburg on Friday 15 March. 
Colonel Adéle Myburgh reported that the sting operation 
was set into motion after the police were tipped off about 
the suspects’ intent to sell rhino horn for R65,000. One 
of the arrests occurred at a residence in Geelhoutpark, 
marking a critical juncture in this operation. The prompt 
and effective response from the police disrupted the 
planned transaction, leading to the suspects’ capture.
Charged under the stringent National Environmental 

Biodiversity Act 10 of 2004, the suspects now face 
serious legal consequences for their actions. According 
to lieutenant colonel Tinyiko Mathebula, this legislation 
underscores the severity of wildlife crimes and the 
commitment to preserving biodiversity. 
Following their court appearance, all four suspects were 
remanded in custody, and appeared before court on 20 
March. “The bail application of the four suspects were 
postponed to Wednesday 3 April 2024,” said Henry 
Mamothame, National Prosecuting Authority North West 
regional spokesperson.
The North West Head of Directorate for Priority Crime 
Investigation, major general Patrick Mbotho, welcomed 
the arrest and lauded the members’ swift action on the 
information received. 

Rustenburg – In a courageous act of community 
vigilance on Tuesday 5 March 2024, members 
of the Rustenburg Community Policing Forum 
(CPF) intervened in a dangerous situation in 
Klopper Street, East-End, preventing potential 
tragedy.
The incident unfolded when a man, heavily 
under the influence of alcohol, assaulted a 
woman with a firearm before discharging it in 
her direction. He then retired to bed, allowing the 
victim an opportunity to seek help. She promptly 
contacted her neighbour, a friend, and together 
they managed to secure the firearm in a cloth. 
Upon the CPF’s arrival, led by the woman’s quick 
thinking, the firearm was handed over, securely 
hidden. The CPF members were able to control 

the situation until the South African Police Service 
(SAPS) arrived to take the assailant into custody. 
Marcus Haasbroek, acting executive chairperson 
of the Rustenburg Executive Committee, 
extended his profound gratitude towards the 
CPF members involved: Annelize Germishuys, 
Rassie Bylieveldt, André Marchall, Mark Norval, 
André and Veruschka Malan, and Danie Eastes. 
Their prompt and decisive action not only averted 
further violence but also underscored the critical 
role of community policing in maintaining public 
safety. “We salute the bravery and quick thinking 
of the CPF members who went beyond the call 
of duty to protect a member of their community,” 
Haasbroek remarked, highlighting the significance 
of community solidarity in times of crisis.

Rustenburg – In a shocking daylight assault on Saturday, 
9 March 2024, Jan Erasmus, a resident on the R24 near 
Silwerrand Primary School just outside Rustenburg, fell victim 
to a violent attack by three unidentified men. The incident, which 
occurred right on Erasmus’s property, has left the community 
calling for increased police presence and responsiveness.
Erasmus, while speaking to Platinum Weekly, recounted the 
harrowing experience: “I live on the R24, right at the second 
circle. That day, I was out by the gate, busy setting up a fence. 
Out of nowhere, three men approached me, asking for a 
cigarette. I refused and continued with my work, only for one of 
them to strike me on the head with a steel pipe.”
The attack was witnessed by a gardener working on the 
property, who quickly came to Erasmus’s aid with a shovel, 
causing the assailants to flee the scene. The swift response 
of the gardener likely prevented further harm to Erasmus, who 
was fortunate to escape with just one blow to the head.
Following the attack, Erasmus reported the incident to the 
local police, hoping for a prompt investigation and response. 
However, his calls for help seem to have gone unanswered. 
“We contacted the police right after the assault, asking them to 
come over. Up to today, they haven’t shown up nor returned our 
calls. I’m hesitant to leave the smallholding unattended to visit 
the police station; it’s just not safe,” Erasmus shared. 
Despite the violent encounter, Erasmus is currently recovering 
at home, suffering from headaches but grateful, knowing that it 
could have turned into something much worse.

person behaves well in jail.
