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Swartruggens – The peace on  a farm 
outside Swartruggens was shattered by 
a shocking crime on Monday night 10 
June 2024, when four suspects invaded 
Papknop farm and committed a brutal 
murder.
In one of the farmhouses, a 60-year-old 
woman, a dedicated worker on the farm, 
was found alone and senselessly killed. The 
sheer cruelty of this act raises the question: 
why wasn’t theft enough? Why resort to 
murder? The complete disregard for human 
life is both shocking and heartbreaking. An 
elderly woman, defenceless in her own 
home, met a gruesome and tragic end.
Her 70-year-old husband, also a farm 
worker, arrived home only to be attacked by 
the intruders. They forced him into the main 
house, ransacked it, and loaded household 
items onto two bakkies before kidnapping 
him. The terror and helplessness he must 
have felt are unimaginable.
Lieutenant colonel Amanda Funani 
reported that in a desperate bid for survival, 
the elderly man managed to escape by 
leaping out of the moving vehicle. Injured 
and traumatised, he ran through the dark, 

seeking light and help from nearby farmers. 
His escape led to the police being alerted. 
He is now in hospital, battling serious 
injuries.
In the early hours of Wednesday morning, 
12 June 2024, a breakthrough was 
made in the investigation. A 34-year-
old woman was arrested at an informal 
settlement outside Swartruggens, found in 
possession of suspected stolen items. She 
is due to appear before the Swartruggens 
Magistrates’ Court on Friday 14 June 2024. 
One of the stolen bakkies has also been 
recovered, but the relentless search for the 
remaining suspects continues.
Provincial police commissioner, lieutenant 
general Sello Kwena, has ordered the 
investigation team to leave no stone 
unturned in their pursuit of justice. 
The brutal murder of a vulnerable elderly 
woman and the kidnapping of her husband 
underscore the stark reality of the violence 
that can plague even the most peaceful 
places. 
Our thoughts and prayers are with the 
victims and their families during this time of 
grief and sorrow.
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FIGHT AGAINST ILLEGAL MINING CONTINUES
North West – The ongoing battle against illegal mining saw a 
noteworthy triumph as the ‘Vala Umgodi’ teams arrested ten 
Zimbabwean nationals for illegal mining, and contravention of 
the Immigration Act, 2002 (Act No. 13 of 2002) during separate 
operations conducted in Tlhatlaganyane village near Sun City 
outside Rustenburg, as well as Klerksdorp.
Brigadier Sabata Mokgwabone reported that seven suspects 
aged between 24 and 41 made their first appearance before the 
Mogwase Magistrates’ Court on Monday 3 June 2024, following 
their arrests in Tlhatlaganyane on Saturday afternoon 1 June 
2024, during an anti-illegal mining operation. 
During the operation, the police found abandoned equipment, 
including two generators, five water pumps, two jack hammers, 

shovels, three spades, and wheelbarrows. 
In Klerksdorp, three suspects, aged between 23 and 27, were 
arrested on Monday 3 June 2024 at the Wolwerand illegal mining 
site near Klerksdorp. The team also discovered a production site 
and summoned the Explosives Unit to destroy the chemicals. 
Moreover, the members found various equipment used during 
illegal mining activities, including jack hammers, six generators, 
two phendukas, two gas bottles, two phenduka motors, a 
welding machine, eight electrical cables, ten steel rods, a water 
pump, and a grinder. 
The provincial police commissioner, lieutenant general Sello 
Kwena, congratulated the teams for their efforts in the fight 
against illegal mining.

MASSIVE CRIME CRACKDOWN LEADS TO 
1,278 ARRESTS IN NORTH WEST

JOINT POLICE OPERATION 
LEADS TO ARREST OF 

FOUR SUSPECTS

North West – In an effort to prevent and combat 
crime, North West police, in collaboration with 
other law enforcement agencies, have once 
again demonstrated their commitment to public 
safety. During a series of high-density operations 
conducted from Monday 3 June to Sunday 9 June 
2024, a total of 1,278 suspects were arrested for 
various offenses.
Brigadier Sabata Mokgwabone confirmed that the 
suspects were apprehended for a range of crimes, 
including rape, murder, assault with intent to do 
grievous bodily harm (GBH), house and business 

robberies, malicious damage to property, burglary 
at residential and business premises, possession 
of drugs, theft from motor vehicles, and driving 
under the influence of alcohol or drugs. Among 
these, 379 suspects were apprehended during 
detectives’ suspect raiding operations.
The arrests were made during multiple law 
enforcement activities such as stop-and-
search operations, roadblocks, patrols, vehicle 
checkpoints, inspections of licensed liquor 
premises and second-hand goods dealers, and the 
tracing of wanted suspects. 

Madikwe/ Sun City – In a successful joint 
operation, Sun City and Madikwe Visible Policing, 
Madikwe Detectives, and Mabeskraal Visible 
Policing collaborated to arrest four suspects for 
armed robbery, possession of suspected stolen 
goods, and the unlawful possession of firearms 
and ammunition. Brigadier Sabata Mokgwabone 
reported that the arrests were made in connection 
with an armed robbery allegedly committed 
in Dwarsberg. Following the incident, police 
mobilised in Mabeskraal, Sun City, and Madikwe 
to block all major routes entering or exiting the 
three station’s policing areas. This effort led 
to the stopping of a suspicious blue Hyundai 
vehicle in Ledig village for a search. The search 
yielded two unlicensed firearms, six rounds 
of ammunition, and suspected stolen goods, 
including 11 cell phones and an assortment of 
cigarettes. All four occupants of the vehicle were 
arrested. The suspects, aged between 18 and 
44, appeared before the Mogwase Magistrates’ 
Court on Monday 10 June 2024.

North West – The provincial commissioner 
of the North West, lieutenant general Sello 
Kwena, accompanied by the deputy provincial 
commissioners and district commissioners, 
conferred ranks to 13 newly appointed station 
commanders. The conferment ceremony took 
place on Friday 10 May 2024, at the South 
African Police Service (SAPS) provincial office in 
Potchefstroom.
Among the newly appointed Station Commanders, 
we highlight two distinguished officers from our 
community.

Lieutenant colonel Christina Selina Obakeng 
Letsatsi, Swartruggens 

Lieutenant colonel 
Letsatsi has been 
appointed as the 
station commander of 
Swartruggens. With 
an impressive 33 
years of service and 
a diploma in policing, 
she brings a wealth 
of experience and 
dedication to her new 
role. Lieutenant colonel

Rustenburg/ Tlhabane – Several community members have voiced their 
concerns over the ongoing vandalism at the Tlhabane Graveyard. Upon 
inspection, it was clear that the graveyard lacks fencing, which used to be in 
place but has since been stolen.
“We pleaded with the municipality to install a new fence, but it seems there is 
no budget, or perhaps they fear it will be stolen again,” said a nearby resident 
who wished to remain anonymous. “It’s a difficult situation because respecting 
the dead is culturally very important.”
Efforts to speak with the graveyard keeper were unsuccessful as he declined to 
comment. Another resident, an elderly woman who also requested anonymity, 
revealed that the youth are known to be responsible for the vandalism. “They 
steal anything they find valuable on the graves and sell the items or use them 
in their households. It’s such disrespect and unholy. How can the dead rest?”
Josephine Motswasele, chairperson of the Tlhabane Community Police 
Forum (CPF), confirmed that the only reported act of vandalism was the 
recent burning of several areas within the graveyard. “We regularly patrol 
the graveyard,” Motswasele said. “We are pleading with the community of 
Tlhabane to stop these acts of vandalism. The community should stand 
together and report such acts.”
Community members are encouraged to report any suspicious activity to 
Josephine Motswasele at 073 187 9043 or to the police at 112.

Rustenburg – The acting Bojanala Platinum Sub-
District 2 commissioner, brigadier Mamotsamai 
Ntoagae, and her management team welcomed 
the sentencing of Peter Thabang Boikanyo (28) 
to thirteen years imprisonment by the Rustenburg 
Regional Court on Thursday 6 June 2024.
Sergeant Ofentse Mokgadi reported that the court 
heard how, in the early hours of 27 May 2023, 
the victim, who had a protection order against 
Boikanyo, was startled as he entered her room. 
He forced entry through a window into the room 

where his 29-year-old ex-
girlfriend was sleeping. He 
then proceeded to assault, rape, and rob her of 
cash and other valuables before fleeing the scene.
Detective warrant officer Phenyo Monchusi of the 
Family Violence, Child Protection, and Sexual 
Offenses Unit (FCS) was assigned to track, trace, 
and arrest Boikanyo. After nearly two months 
on the run, detective Monchusi successfully 
apprehended Boikanyo and secured a conviction 
on three charges.

Rustenburg – On Saturday 8 June 2024, an intelligence-driven 
operation conducted jointly with the police and the Vala Umgodi 
team led to the arrest of 34-year-old Mogomotsi Thebe at the bus 
rank for dealing and possession of drugs.
Sergeant Ofentse Mokgadi reported that Thebe was found in 
possession of 22 Mandrax pills (buttons), 79 sachets of nyaope, 
and 37 rocks, with a total street value of over R7,000.
Mogomotsi appeared before the Rustenburg Magistrates’ Court on 
Monday 10 June, and was remanded in custody until 30 July 2024.
The acting Bojanala Platinum Sub-District 2 commissioner, 
brigadier Mamotsamai Ntoagae, applauded the team for their 
diligent work and further encouraged them to continue their efforts 
in combating drug sales, especially at the bus rank.

Rustenburg – Chris Madala Zitha, aged 40, is 
set to reappear in the Rustenburg Magistrates’ 
Court on Thursday 20 June 2024 for a bail 
application. Zitha initially appeared in court 
on Monday, 10 June 2024, facing charges of 
possession of explosives.
According to lieutenant colonel Amanda 
Funani, Zitha’s court appearance follows 
his arrest on Thursday 6 June 2024, at 
Mahumapelo Phase 1. Marikana Visible 
Policing members carried out the arrest during 
a crime intelligence-driven operation.

“Our 
children are our future and our most precious 
treasures.

Many children face bullying and judgment at 
school due to their appearance or hygiene, issues 
stemming from their families’ financial struggles. 
These children either dread going to school or hide 
during breaks, overwhelmed with shame. “Our 
children should never feel worthless or despise 
their lives,” Kroese stated passionately. 
Care 2b Kind is determined to make a positive 
impact on these children’s lives, regardless of the 
scale. The organisation provides essential items 
such as food, blankets, and clothing, and extends 
support to infants with necessities like formula milk, 
diapers, cereals, purity, clothing, and blankets.
“There are countless families living in dire 
conditions — garages, tents, squatter camps, and 
caravans — who are in desperate need of help. 
With the support of our local businesses and the 
community, we can bring a bit of light and warmth 
into these children’s lives,” Kroese explained with 
heartfelt urgency.

Do wind turbines kill birds?
Rustenburg – In South Africa, wind turbines cause 
an average of 4.1 bird fatalities per turbine each 
year *. This statistic places South Africa within the 
same range of bird fatality rates as reported in 
North America and Europe.
To address this issue, BirdLife South Africa 
has collaborated with the government and 
environmental specialists to create screening tools 
and best practice guidelines. These resources aim 
to help stakeholders avoid and minimise risks to 
bird species through careful planning, construction, 
and operation of renewable energy facilities.
John Gibbs, the project leader of the Birds and 
Renewable Energy Project at BirdLife South 
Africa, will discuss these efforts in more detail 
at the upcoming BirdLife Rustenburg meeting. 
Gibbs will share insights into how BirdLife South 
Africa engages with stakeholders to ensure that 
the expansion of renewable energy, particularly 
wind energy, does not harm the bird species and 
habitats that need to be conserved.
This informative meeting will take place on Monday 
17 June 2024, at the Methodist Church on the 
corner of Brink and Schuurman Streets. The event 
will start at 18:30 and is open to both members and 

non-members of BirdLife Rustenburg. Everyone is 
welcome!

RED FLAGS 
Recognising the warning signs or 
red flags of suicide in men is crucial 
for early intervention and prevention. 
While these signs can vary from 
person to person, some common red 
flags to watch for include:
•	Expressing hopelessness 

or worthlessness
o	Men contemplating suicide may 

express feelings of despair, 
hopelessness, or a sense that 
life is not worth living.

o	They may vocalise thoughts like 
“I can’t go on anymore” or “things 
will never get better.”

•	Withdrawal and isolation
o	Social withdrawal or isolating 

oneself from friends, family, and 
social activities can be a sign of 
distress.

o	Men at risk of suicide may avoid 
contact with others and prefer to 
be alone.

•	Changes in behaviour or 
mood
o	Noticeable changes in behaviour, 

mood swings, or extreme mood 
changes can indicate underlying 
emotional turmoil.

o	This may include sudden 
irritability, agitation, or 
expressions of anger.

•	 Increased substance abuse
o	Escalating alcohol or drug use 

can be a sign that someone is 
struggling to cope with emotional 
pain.

o	Substance abuse may serve as a 
way to numb feelings or escape 
reality temporarily.

•	Talking about death or 
suicide
o	Men who frequently talk about 

death, dying, or suicide, even 
in a casual or joking manner, 
should be taken seriously.

o	They may express thoughts or 
fantasies about ending their own 
lives.

•	Giving away prized 
possessions
o	Making arrangements to give 

away belongings or tie up loose 
ends can be a warning sign that 
someone is considering suicide.

o	This may include giving away 
valuable items, updating wills, 
or making unusual financial 
decisions.

•	Sudden calmness or peace
o	Sometimes, individuals who 

have decided to end their lives 
may exhibit a sudden sense of 
calmness or peace.

o	This can be misleading, as it may 
indicate that they have already 
resolved to take action.

•	Changes in sleep patterns 
or appetite
o	Disrupted sleep patterns, 

insomnia, or changes in appetite 
can be physical manifestations of 
underlying mental health issues.

o	Men at risk of suicide may 
experience significant changes in 
their sleeping or eating habits.

•	Loss of interest in hobbies 
or activities
o	A sudden loss of interest in 

previously enjoyed activities 
or hobbies can be a sign of 
depression or emotional distress.

o	Men who withdraw from activities 
they once found pleasurable may 
be struggling with their mental 
health.

“It is important to remember that these 
warning signs are not always easy to 
recognise and may vary depending on 
individual circumstances. If you notice 
any of these red flags in yourself or 
someone else, it is crucial to take them 
seriously and seek help from a mental 
health professional or crisis hotline,” 
Bolhuis added.

SA – In a press release, Mike Bolhuis, Specialist Investigators into 
Serious Violent, Serious Economic Crimes & Serious Cybercrimes, cited a 
psychological report which found that in 2023, no less than 70% of South 
African patients at risk of suicide were male.
This alarming trend of male suicides is on the rise in South Africa, exposing 
the country’s forced patriarchy where men are expected to be strong and 
women vulnerable. Shockingly, South Africa ranks 10th on the list of countries 
with the highest number of suicides, with 13,774 suicides reported in 2022, 
of which 10,861 were men. Men are five times more likely to die from suicide 
than women, and the main factors contributing to suicide among men are 
unemployment, childhood trauma, and relationship issues. 
Moreover, financial difficulties, where a man is unable to provide for his family, 
also stood out as one of the reasons for male suicides. Sexual orientation 
issues, illness (mental and physical), and drug abuse were among the other 
reasons for suicide.
