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GRUESOME FARM MURDER UPDATE 

PASTOR ARRESTED MID-SERMON, 
AND THIEF ARRESTED IN COURT

SHOCKING DISCOVERY: 
HUMAN BONES FOUND 

THIEVES TARGET RUSTENBURG SPCA IN THREE SEPARATE INCIDENTS

The remains of two individuals were discovered 
between Kanana and Thekwane. 

Swartruggens – In an update on the tragic farm 
murder reported in last week’s Platinum Weekly 
newspaper, a dedicated multi-disciplinary team 
has made significant strides in their investigation, 
leading to several crucial arrests.
The brutal crime unfolded on Monday night, 10 
June 2024, at Papknop Farm near Swartruggens. 
Four suspects invaded the farm, resulting in 
the senseless murder of 60-year-old Elizabeth 
Maseloane, a devoted worker. Her 70-year-old 
husband, also employed on the farm, arrived 
home only to be attacked by the intruders. They 
forcibly entered the main house, ransacking it and 
loading household items onto two bakkies before 
kidnapping him.

Lieutenant colonel Amanda Funani reported that 
the elderly man managed to make a desperate 
escape by leaping from the moving vehicle. Injured 
and traumatised, he sought help from nearby 
farmers, which ultimately led to the police being 
alerted. Our thoughts and prayers are with the 
victims and their families during this time of grief 
and sorrow.

ARRESTS MADE
•	 12 June 2024: A 34-year-old woman, Rebone 

Dipudi, was arrested at an informal settlement 
outside Swartruggens. Found in possession of 
suspected stolen items, she appeared before 
the Swartruggens Magistrates’ Court on 14 

June and was granted bail.
•	 14 June 2024: Thabo Mosito, 35, was 

arrested in court while appearing for 
another crime (theft and housebreaking) 
in the Swartruggens Magistrates’. He was 
linked to the house robbery, theft, murder, and 
kidnapping case at Papknop Farm. The case 
was postponed. 

•	 14 June 2024: A 30-year-old woman, the 
girlfriend of Thabo Mosito, was arrested 
in Madikwe for possession of suspected 
stolen property. Initially set to appear in 
court on 18 June, her case was transferred 
to Swartruggens, and she is now a state 
witness.

•	 15 June 2024: A 36-year-old man was 
arrested at his Rustenburg residence in a 
crime intelligence-driven operation. He was 
connected to the Papknop Farm crime but the 

case against him was later withdrawn. 
One of the stolen vehicles from the farm was 
found in his possession. 

•	 16 June 2024: A 45-year-old pastor was 
arrested during a church service in 
Mogwase. Found in possession of two firearms 
stolen during the farm invasion, he appeared in 
the Mogwase Magistrates’ Court on 18 June.

THE HUNT CONTINUES
Despite these arrests, the manhunt for the 
remaining suspect(s) continues. The provincial 
police commissioner, lieutenant general Sello 
Kwena, expressed his gratitude to all the units 
involved for their relentless efforts that led to these 
breakthroughs. They are: the Swartruggens and 
Bojanala Sub-District 2 Detectives Task Team, 
Rustenburg Crime Intelligence, Public Order Police 
(POP), and Tactical Response Team (TRT). 

Rustenburg – In a chilling discovery, human 
bones were found in the dense bushes between 
Kanana and Thekwane on Tuesday 11 June 
2024. Lieutenant colonel Amanda Funani 
confirmed the discovery, which is believed to 
be the remains of two individuals. She stated, 
“The identities of the two individuals are still 
unknown.”
The remains were found in a remote area, 
making the discovery even more alarming. The 
police’s forensic teams are working to uncover 
clues that might lead to the identification of the 
deceased and the circumstances surrounding 
their deaths.
Authorities are appealing to the public for 
assistance. If anyone has any information that 
could help identify the remains, they are urged 
to come forward. Officer sergeant Klaas is the 
designated contact for this investigation and can 
be reached at 082 772 9763.
The community is urged to remain vigilant and 
report any suspicious activities or information 
that might be relevant to this case. 

Rustenburg – The Rustenburg Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to 
Animals (SPCA) experienced a series of break-ins over the past few weeks. 
On Sunday 2 June 2024, the SPCA was first targeted when intruders 
broke a section of their wall and stole two blowers and two bush cutters. 
The second burglary occurred on Tuesday 4 June 2024, when vandals 
destroyed a dog kennel. Rustenburg SPCA manager and inspector Marisa 
Kruger recounted, “They even took our braaier where we occasionally have 
a braai on Fridays to thank our workers for their hard work.”
The third incident happened on Sunday 9 June 2024, when the SPCA’s 
water meter was broken. Fortunately, thanks to an anonymous benefactor, 
Del’s Plumbing quickly responded and repaired the meter shortly after the 
damage occurred. The Rustenburg SPCA, dedicated to the welfare of 
animals, has been severely impacted by these incidents. The community’s 
support and vigilance are crucial in preventing such occurrences and aiding 
the SPCA in continuing their invaluable work.

Debris is scattered across the N4, with the truck involved on the right.

Rustenburg – Eagle Trauma Rescue was called to a tragic accident on 
the N4 on Saturday, 15 June 2024, at approximately 16:00. A double-
coupling truck and a light motor vehicle collided just outside Rustenburg, 
between the Shell Ultra garage and Marikana Toll Plaza. The crash 
scene was a grim sight, with debris scattered across the N4. Eagle 
Trauma Rescue and other emergency ambulance services stabilised the 
surviving patients on the scene before transporting them to hospital. The 
occupants of the light motor vehicle, a driver and three passengers, bore 
the brunt of the collision. Tragically, two of the passengers succumbed 
to their injuries on the scene. The driver and third passenger sustained 
serious injuries. The driver of the truck sustained no injuries. Our 
sincerest condolences go out to the families and loved ones affected by 
this devastating accident.

SA – It is unfortunate that in South Africa, partner-
on-partner violence is more prevalent than in 
any other country. As a result, one-third of young 
girls experience abuse and violence in their first 
relationships as teenagers.
This type of dating violence tends to occur when 
one partner wants to exert power and control over 
the other, and both boys and girls can fall victim to 
it. Shockingly, for one in three young people, their 
first love introduces physical, emotional, or sexual 
abuse.

THE FACTS
Studies have revealed alarming facts about 
teen and young adult relationships that require 
immediate attention.
•	 Shockingly, relationships usually begin at 

age 14 or even younger, and a third of 11 
to 12-year-olds have already been in a 
relationship.

•	 Sex is considered to be part of a relationship 
for 11 to 14-year-olds, and 25% of girls have 
reported being pressured into performing 
sexual acts.

•	 Furthermore, 25% of girls have been subjected 
to repeated verbal abuse, and dating violence 
happens in about 30% of all relationships.

•	 It is crucial to note that young people aged 12 
to 19 experience the highest rates of rape and 
sexual assault.

•	 The age group of 16 to 24 is most susceptible 
to dating violence and over 90% of the victims 
of violence in relationships are female.

Teenagers change 
Cultural norms, socioeconomic factors, and unequal 
power dynamics contribute to the complexity of 
this issue, making it crucial to address through 
comprehensive education, support services, and 
policy interventions.
Teenagers experience a great deal of change as 

they transition out of childhood and begin dating. 
This can make them seem impossible to reach or 
connect with, but that is when they need strong 
guidance the most.
One of the saddest realities is that dating violence 
(physical, emotional, psychological, sexual, or 
digital abuse) is more common than we think, 
especially among adolescents. Even if they seem 
unapproachable, teens report listening to their 
parents more than anyone else, so prevention 
efforts must begin there.

DE-ROMANTICISE THE RED FLAGS OF 
ABUSE
Media can and has romanticised things like intense 
jealousy, passionate fighting, and excessive 
displays of affection too early in a relationship - 
these have all been identified as early signs of an 
abusive relationship.
It is crucial to recognise and de-romanticise the red 
flags of abuse, as they can often be misrepresented 
or glorified in media and popular culture.
•	 Intense jealousy

	» Instead of viewing intense jealousy as a 
sign of passion or love, it is essential to 
understand that jealousy, to an extreme 
degree, can be controlling behaviour.

	» It is not a flattering testament to someone’s 
affection; rather it often indicates insecurity, 
possessiveness, and a lack of trust.

	» Healthy relationships are built on trust, 
respect, and mutual support, not on 
controlling or monitoring each other’s every 
move.

•	 Passionate fighting
	» While conflicts are natural in any relationship, 

romanticising intense or frequent arguments 
as a sign of passion is misleading.

	» Constant fighting can be emotionally draining 
and destructive, leading to a toxic cycle of 
tension and reconciliation.

	» Healthy communication involves respectful 
dialogue, active listening, and finding 
constructive solutions rather than resorting to 
aggression or manipulation.

•	 Love bombing
	» Excessive displays of affection, gifts, or 

compliments early in a relationship may 
seem flattering initially, but they can also be 
manipulative tactics used to establish control 
and dependency quickly.

	» Love bombing often masks deeper 
insecurities and intentions to isolate and 
manipulate the partner.

	» Genuine love and affection develop gradually 
and are based on mutual respect, trust, and 
compatibility.

Dating abuse can lead to low self-esteem, 
depression, suicidal thoughts, drug or alcohol 
addiction, eating disorders, and risky sexual 
behaviour for the victim.
Promoting awareness of healthy relationship 
behaviours and fostering open dialogue about 
consent, boundaries, and respect are essential 
steps in preventing and addressing abuse in all its 
forms.
