BE HER VOICE
Community unites for 

justice for Santie Bothma

Platinum Weekly newspaper | Rustenburg – The 
memory of 54-year-old Santie Bothma continues 
to unite the Rustenburg community as residents 
prepare to stand together in a call for justice ahead 
of the next court appearance in her murder case on 
Tuesday 9 June 2026.
A community-driven campaign, titled “Be the Voice 
of Santie Bothma”, is encouraging residents to show 
support for Bothma’s family and loved ones while 
raising awareness about violence against women 
and children. The campaign’s message is simple but 
powerful: “Santie can no longer speak for herself. We 
can. We will.”

Community members are being urged to stand 
together for justice, support those affected by the 
tragedy and promote safer communities for all. The 
campaign also calls on the justice system to carefully 

consider the seriousness of the case and the impact 
it has had on Bothma’s family, friends and the wider 
community. The case has attracted significant public 
attention since Bothma’s body was discovered in 
bushes near Dinie Estate Road on 5 May 2026. Her 
vehicle was later recovered in Protea Park during an 
intelligence-led police operation.

Twenty-two-year-old Corné Engelbrecht and 34-year-
old Roelien Hattingh were arrested and appeared in 
the Rustenburg Magistrates’ Court on 13 May 2026. 
They face charges of murder, robbery, hijacking and 
defeating the ends of justice. According to police, 
the arrests followed an intelligence-driven operation 
involving Rustenburg Crime Intelligence, Rustenburg 
Crime Prevention and detectives. The acting district 
commissioner of Bojanala Platinum Sub-District 2, 
brigadier Mamotsamai Ntoagae, commended all 

members involved for their dedication during the 
investigation.

The accused have remained in custody 
since their arrest. The matter has now 
been postponed to 9 June 2026, when the 
case is expected to return to court.

Across social media and throughout the community, 
messages of sympathy, support and remembrance 
continue to pour in. Many residents have expressed 
solidarity with Bothma’s family while calling for justice 
to take its course.
As the next court date approaches, organisers behind 
the campaign are encouraging residents to attend 
proceedings where possible and to continue being 
a voice for Santie. “Together we stand. Together we 
remember. Together we seek justice.”

Tragic End to Search for Missing Teen

18-Year-old Olebogeng Felicia Tagote, 
whose disappearance sparked a community-wide search 

effort. Her tragic death has left family, friends and the 
Boitekong community mourning the loss of a young life 

filled with promise.

Platinum Weekly newspaper | Rustenburg – What 
began as a desperate search for a missing teenager 
has ended in heartbreak for a family, friends, and the 
Boitekong community.
The remains of 18-year-old Olebogeng Felicia 
Tagote, who was reported missing after she was last 
seen on Sunday, 24 May 2026, have been found. 
The discovery has left many residents shocked and 
saddened.
According to the South African Police Service 
(SAPS), Olebogeng was last seen by a friend 
after they left school together. Following her 
disappearance, police, family members, and 
community members searched extensively for 
the teenager, while investigators followed up on 
numerous leads.
On Tuesday, 3 June 2026, human remains were 
discovered near a bridge along Bophuthatswana 
Road leading to Boitekong, close to a local 
primary school. The discovery was made during 
a coordinated search operation involving SAPS, 
Community in Blue, and members of the community. 
A family member who was present at the scene 
identified the remains as those of Olebogeng. Police 
confirmed that the body was found in a partially 

decomposed state and that the cause of death has 
not yet been determined. Preliminary investigations 
indicate that Olebogeng may have been sexually 
assaulted, as she was found partially clothed. As a 
result, police are investigating cases of both murder 
and rape.
The acting district commissioner of Bojanala 
Platinum Sub-District 2, brigadier Mamotsamai 
Ntoagae, expressed heartfelt condolences to 
Olebogeng’s family and thanked all those who 
assisted during the search efforts. 

Police investigations are continuing, and 
anyone who may have information that could 
assist is urged to contact detective sergeant
