Police have launched a manhunt for suspects
following a brutal alleged vigilante attack that left
one man dead and another seriously injured in
Bapong.

According to police spokesperson lieutenant
colonel Sam Tselanyane, officers responded
to a complaint of alleged mob justice in the
Newtown Section of Bapong, outside Mooinooi,
at approximately 02:30 on Sunday, 14 June 2026.
Upon arriving at the scene, police found a
severely injured man lying next to the road. He
was bleeding and had visible injuries, but was
unable to communicate due to the seriousness of
his condition. While officers were still at the scene,
they heard cries for help coming from nearby
bushes. Following the calls, they discovered a
second man who had also sustained serious
injuries. Unlike the first victim, he was able to
identify himself as well as the other injured man.

Police said both victims were found naked and
alone at the scene.

Emergency Medical Rescue Services (EMRS)
were summoned, but the first victim was
declared dead at the scene. The second victim
was transported to a local hospital, where he
continues to receive medical treatment.

A murder case and an investigation into the
alleged vigilante attack are underway.

Police are appealing to anyone who may have
information about the incident to contact the
investigating officer, detective constable Tshidiso
Mankgaba on 078 509 4895, or the SAPS Crime
Stop number on 08600 10111. Anonymous tip-
offs can also be submitted through the MySAPS
App.

The acting provincial commissioner of North
West, major general (Dr) Ryno Naidoo, strongly
condemned the incident, describing it as a
serious violation of the rule of law.

A TRAIL OF CLUES

LEADS TO ARRESTS

IN SWARTRUGGENS
MURDER CASE

Platinum Weekly newspaper | Swartruggens —
Two men face murder and house robbery charges
following a months-long police investigation.
They have appeared in the Swartruggens
Magistrates’ Court in connection with the murder
of a local resident and the alleged robbery of
his home. According to the North West Police,
Hendrik Louis Pretorius (59) and Lourance
Johannes Benjamin Roos (42) made their first
court appearance on Thursday, 11 June 2026,
after being arrested on 9 June.

The charges relate to the death of Johan Christian
Scheepers (52), also known as Riana, whose
body was discovered at his residence in Andries
Street, adjacent to the N4, on 25 March 2026.

Police spokesperson lieutenant colonel Sam
Tselanyane said police responded to a complaint
of murder and house robbery at approximately
11:20 that morning. Upon arriving at the scene,
officers found Scheepers lying in a pool of blood
with multiple wounds to his upper body. He was
declared dead at the scene.

Investigators immediately began following up
on leads. A few days after the incident, goods
resembling items allegedly stolen from the
deceased’s home were advertised on a local

business WhatsApp group. Although no contact
details were provided in the advertisement, police
were alerted and continued their investigation.

In May, similar items were allegedly advertised
again, this time using a different contact number
and address. Police followed up on the information
as part of their ongoing investigation.

Further developments followed in April when
Pretorius reportedly contacted police to report
a housebreaking and theft at the deceased’s
residence. With the assistance of National Crime
Intelligence and a court-authorised search
warrant, police searched Pretorius’s residence
and allegedly recovered a cellphone containing
discussions about the whereabouts of a
suspected murder weapon.

The discovery led to the arrest of Pretorius and
Roos on charges of murder and house robbery.
The accused were remanded in custody and
were scheduled to appear in court again on
Wednesday, 17 June, for a formal bail application.
Police investigations are continuing.

Acting North West provincial commissioner
major general (Dr) Ryno Naidoo commended the
investigating team and all role players involved
in the arrests.

The arrests took place on Wednesday,

Upon
investigating, they discovered five women
allegedly removing corrugated iron sheets
from a tuck shop in an attempt to gain
unlawful entry.

The suspects had reportedly already

Rustenburg rugby player
Anver Harding is fighting to get
back on the field after a devastating
shoulder injury

Platinum Weekly koerant | Rustenburg — For most teenage boys, six months
can feel like a lifetime. For 17-year-old Anver Hayden Harding, it means six
months away from the rugby field he loves most.

The Bergsig Academy Grade 11 learner and proud member of the school’s 1st
rugby team was living his dream when disaster struck during a rugby match in
Potchefstroom on 1 May 2026. Moments after making a tackle, another player
fell heavily onto Anver’s shoulder. The impact tore a ligament and instantly
changed the course of his season.

What made the injury even more devastating was that Anver had already
injured the same shoulder the week before. This time, however, the damage
was severe. Today, while his teammates continue their season, Anver faces
a long road to recovery. The family’s burden extends far beyond the physical
injury. Medical treatment costs are expected to reach around R350,000, while
available medical cover falls far short of what is needed.

For Anver, the hardest part has not been the pain. “It's not being able to play
rugby anymore,” he said.

Anyone who knows Anver knows rugby is more than a sport to him. It is where
he found confidence, friendship, discipline and purpose. Whether training with
his teammates or pulling on his jersey for Bergsig’s 1st team, rugby has always
been part of his identity.

Despite the setback, Anver refuses to give up. His goal is simple: recover fully
and return to the field next year. Through every doctor’s appointment, every
setback and every difficult day, one person has remained by his side - his
mother, Lizette Harding.

“Watching your child lose the thing he loves most is heartbreaking,” said
Lizette. “But Anver is a fighter. We believe he will come back stronger, and we
are grateful for every person supporting him on this journey.”

When he is not focused on his recovery, Anver enjoys computers, spending
time with friends and dreaming about the day he can once again run onto a
rugby field.

The Harding family is appealing to the Rustenburg community for support
during this difficult chapter. Every contribution, no matter how small, helps ease
the financial burden and brings Anver one step closer to recovery.
